Tossups by Central Florida (Chris Borglum, Neal Ganey, Joseph Johnston, Damion Hammock, Gose Nesov)

1. The author claims that “we are not yet Goths and Jutlanders,” and uses the example of Dion Prusaeus speaking to the Rhodians, among others, to make his point.  Prefaced with a quote from Euripides’ The Suppliants, it is modeled on and takes its title from the seventh oration of Isocrates.  Its primary theme is explained by the line that he “who kills a man kills a reasonable creature . . . but he who destroys a good book kills reason itself,” a line that expresses the author’s outrage at the Puritans’ attempts to license all printing.  Published in 1644, FTP, identify this prose work by John Milton named for the Athenian hill.

Answer: Areopagitica (do not accept or prompt on “Areopagus”)

2. It was discovered in 1933 by Ochsenfeld and its namesake.  Type I superconductors, like tin and mercury, can be made to exhibit this completely by eliminating various chemical impurities and by choosing proper geometrical shape and size.  Type II superconductors, like vanadium and niobium, exhibit this only partially at intermediate magnetic field strengths, regardless of geometrical shape and size.  FTP, name this effect that describes the expulsion of a magnetic field from the interior of a material when cooled below the transition temperature. 


Answer: Meissner effect

3. While in Paris he studied with German naturalist Alexander von Humboldt, and while in Rome, on the heights of the Monte Sacro, he made the pledge that would become his life’s work.  During his first exile, he penned the famous “Letter from Jamaica,” in which he outlined his grand scheme. This followed his call to throw off the yoke of Ferdinand VII in his Cartagena Manifesto.  Sadly, he died in obscurity following the crushing news that his compatriot Antonio Jose de Sucre had been assassinated.  FTP, name this man known as the “Liberator” in his native Venezuela. 

Answer: Simon de Bolivar

4. Subject of not one but two books that came out in December 2000, its sixth track includes an alternate take of the fifth track, “Flamenco Sketches.”  Jimmy Cobb was on drums, Paul Chambers on bass, and Wynton Kelly sat in on “Freddie Freeloader,” though the usual pianist was Bill Evans.  The backing supergroup of musicians continued with both Cannonball Adderly and John Coltrane on sax.  This album’s reliance on modal scales is evident from the first tune, “So What.”  FTP, name this landmark 1959 jazz recording by Miles Davis.


Answer: Kind of Blue
5. His grandfather was a cavalry commander during the Civil War, and his father committed suicide with his grandfather’s pistol.  A one-time professor at the University of Montana, his story begins after receiving orders from General Golz to take the place of Kashkin.  His friends include Karkov, a Pravda journalist, and Anselmo, his guide.  He is helped by Pablo, Pilar, and their band of loyalists and falls in love with Maria while undertaking a mission to blow up a bridge in fascist territory.  FTP, name this protagonist of Hemingway’s For Whom the Bell Tolls.

Answer: Robert Jordan
6. When Cardano applied it to the formula, “x cubed equals 15x plus 4,” it gave an answer involving the square root of  “negative 121,” but he knew the equation had “x equals 4” as a solution, so he showed that it could work with quantities more general than real numbers.  A false proof it was given by Leibniz when he asserted that “x to the fourth plus t to the fourth” could not be written as a product of two real quadratic factors, but he didn’t notice that the square root of “i”could be written in the form “a plus (b times i).”   It simply states that every polynomial equation of degree “n” with complex coefficients has “n” roots in the complex numbers.  FTP, name this basic theorem of mathematics.


Answer: Fundamental Theorem of Algebra
7. Two of his several books commenting on American public life are Other People’s Money and The Curse of Bigness, the latter about his distaste for trusts, monopolies, and Big Business in general.  As a lawyer in Boston he frequently worked for public causes, which he did successfully in Muller v. Oregon, a case that first introduced his eponymous sociological and evidentiary briefs.  His career was marked by joining with Oliver Wendell Holmes in frequent dissents against the conservatism of his colleagues.  FTP, name this man appointed to the Supreme Court by Woodrow Wilson in 1916, thereby becoming the first Jewish Justice.

Answer: Louis Brandeis
8. In the 20th-century a second form of it has been championed by Alvin Plantinga, Norman Malcolm, and Charles Hartshorne.  It was first criticized by Pierre Gassendi and later by Kant who, in the Critique of Pure Reason, argued that the analysis of a concept can never lead to its object.  Godel’s version used modal logic to symbolize its various premises as truth statements, and Descartes’ version is predicated on the premise that existence itself is a necessary perfection.  First systematized by St. Anselm, FTP, name this theory that posits the reality of God based on his essence.


Answer: ontological argument
9. In the background, a farmer in a blue shirt and black trousers steps with one foot over a wall, and behind him are the torsos of two women walking away.  Three young women in common Dutch farm dress kneel solemnly in the foreground, two facing the viewer and one with her back to us.  They are all in front of the title character, who wears only a white loincloth, and has his goateed face hanging to the right.  The most noticeable aspect of the painting is how the hue of the rolling grassland matches that of the title character.  FTP, name this Paul Gauguin painting, a colorful depiction of the son of God.


Answer: The Yellow Christ or Le Christ jaune
10. This novel contains two references to a character from Romeo and Juliet in the form of a prospective gift horse named Queen Mab.  A trip to London reveals to one of the central characters that her love has been engaged to Sophia Grey, and other devastating news follows when it is learned that Lucy Steele has married, though we are deceived as to whom she married.  However, the novel ends happily with the marriages of Colonel Brandon and Edward Ferrars to the heroines and John Willoughby nowhere to be found.  FTP, identify this novel about Elinor and Marianne Dashwood written by Jane Austen.


Answer: Sense and Sensibility 

11. In birds this body contains magnetic material needed for navigation.  Also called the epiphysis cerebri, it is largest in children, shrinking during puberty and calcifying with increasing age.  In all humans it appears to play a major role in sexual development and sleep patterns.  It may indirectly be the cause of Seasonal Affective Disorcer because it is photosensitive and increases the release of melatonin during the winter.  FTP, identify this gland also known as the “third eye” and named for its pine-cone shape.


Answer: pineal gland

12. Along with six other chieftains he hatched a plot to murder Gomates, the usurper to the throne.  Following this, he won the throne in a contest in which victory was determined by whose horse neighed first.  A towering rock known as the Behistun Inscription gives an account of the reign of this son of Hystaspes.  That reign included the building of the Royal Road from Smyrna to Susa and the quelling of a revolt of several Ionian cities in Asia Minor.  To that end he formed an army led by his son-in-law and nephew, Mardonius.  Though he was defeated at Marathon, FTP, what Persian emperor’s fight would be carried on by his son Xerxes?


Answer: Darius I or Darius the Great
13. Running 1,674 miles through six nations, it is dammed at Kariba and Cabora Bassa, though plans for another dam at Batoka Gorge have been shelved.  Its rapids and wildlife viewing make it a popular adventure site for tourists, and it flows through two national parks, Mana Pools National Park and its eponymous one.  After its confluence with the Luangwa it runs through Ngonye Falls and a much larger falls.  FTP, name this river which runs from Zambia to the Indian Ocean, passing through Victoria Falls.


Answer: Zambezi River

14.  In some legends he was the father of the ostrich goddess Qeb-hevet. Other legends state that he is the son of Bastet or the cow goddess, Hesat, or that his mother, Nephthys tricked his father into mating with her. Ancient peoples also labeled him Imy-ut or Yinepu, names that reflected his duties.  One of those duties was to examine the tongue of the Great Balance, which he would then use to weigh the hearts of all men that entered his realm.  FTP, name this funereal god of the Egyptians depicted with the head of a jackal.


Answer: Anubis
15. After being forced to attend the lectures of Adam Smith at Glasgow, he ran away and joined the literary society known as the Soaping Club.  His adventures included an eleven-day affair with Rousseau’s wife, which he followed up with his Memoirs of Pascal Paoli, a look at Corsica and an argument for its independence.  After returning to London, he wrote a series of 70 essays, The Hypochondriack, and decided to chronicle a journey he made with his best friend.  However, that work, The Journal of a Tour to the Hebrides, was not his most famous.  FTP, name this man who wrote perhaps the most famous biography in English with his The Life of Johnson.

Answer: James Boswell
16. They are not barometers but they do have an aneroid type, in which the covering is a hollow, cylindrical block of metal with a top and bottom.  All of them contain this covering, or jacket, that can be used to control thermal exchange between them and the environment.  Nonisothermal ones yield evaluations based on the temperature changes they produce, though isothermal ones are easier to use and include the well-known bomb variety.  FTP, name these devices that are used to measure the quantity of heat involved in various chemical processes.  


Answer: calorimeters

17. He commanded the Triumph against the Spanish Armada in 1588, and for his success he was knighted.  Two years later he mapped the Portuguese coast with John Hawkins.  Initially, he had gained fame by serving as vice admiral of Sir Francis Drake’s expedition to the West Indies.  However, his legacy lasts with three trips made in search of the Northwest Passage, on the last of which he attempted to establish a colony on his namesake body of water.  FTP, name this explorer, whose namesake bay is an inlet of the Atlantic Ocean that extends into southeastern Baffin Island.

Answer: Sir Martin Frobisher

18. It was first performed on May 14, 1832, in London, with Thomas Attwood conducting.  The opening theme, led by lower strings and bassoons, came to the composer on a trip he made with Karl Klingemann, who described the titular location with the words, “its many pillars making it like the inside of an immense pipe organ, black, loud.”  Its second subject uses the emphasis of cellos to imitate the sounds of rolling waves, which follows the reverberant roaring after the huge grotto has been entered.  FTP, name this Mendelssohn overture that was inspired by a visit to Fingal’s Cave on a Scottish island.

Answer: Hebrides Overture (accept Fingal’s Cave before it is mentioned)

19. All texts we have from him come from a single codex, now lost, which is said to have been found in the 13th century plugging a wine barrel.  Later in his life, he created a small-scale epic, The Marriage of Peleus and Thetis, which followed his scathing epigrams aimed at Julius Caesar and Caesar’s engineer, Mamurra.  He is better known for the long narrative “Attis,” and an elegy about his dead brother entitled “Ave atque vale,” or “Hail and Farewell.”  Upon his return to Rome in 56 BC, he was devastated by the betrayal of Clodia Metelli, his one true love.  FTP, name this Roman poet, for whom Clodia was probably the Lesbia to which he addressed many of his love lyrics.

Answer: Gaius Valerius Catullus
20. Near the end of his life he became commercial, publishing such books as Freedom to Learn for the 80’s and On Personal Power.  At his last teaching post, at the University of Wisconsin, he wrote the seminal On Becoming a Person, which summed up his life’s work.  His early career was concerned with child study, and to that end, in 1930 he founded the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children in New York.  He also went on to found the AHP, or Association of Humanistic Psychology with his colleague Abraham Maslow.  FTP, name this psychologist, who introduced the concept of nondirective or client-centered therapy.


Answer: Carl Ransom Rogers
21. Stravinsky’s Concerto in E-flat major was nicknamed for it and was dedicated to its owner, Robert Woods Bliss.  It is now the site of a Harvard-owned research library for Byzantine and pre-Colombian studies but was originally an estate named for a Scottish rock.  In 1944, representatives of China, the Soviet Union, Great Britain, and the U.S. met there to discuss the maintenance of international peace and security following the conclusion of World War II.  FTP, name this Georgetown estate that served as the site of the planning of the UN Security Council.

Answer: Dumbarton Oaks
22. This building exhibits a four-leaf clover shape, with a large central dome flanked by smaller semi-domes.  The central worship area features the four famous “elephant foot” pillars, each over 20 feet in diameter.  When construction began in 1609, some objected to its six minarets because it was unholy to rival the mosque at Mecca, though its namesake Sultan insisted on keeping them.  FTP, name this imposing mosque in Istanbul, whose nickname comes from the 20,000 colorful Iznik tiles decorating its interior.


Answer:  Blue Mosque or Sultan Ahmet Mosque
23. This author’s travel books include The Long March, about China, and America Day by Day.  Her life is the subject of Force and Circumstance and Memoirs of a Dutiful Daughter, while her mother’s life is the subject of A Very Easy Death.  She achieved success by bringing her philosophy to her novels as in The Blood of Others and She Came to Stay, her first book.  FTP, name this long-time associate of Jean-Paul Sartre famed for her novel The Mandarins and the feminist work The Second Sex.

Answer: Simone de Beauvoir

24. After its 1999 election, Prime Minister Jonathan Motzfeldt was re-elected and the Social-Democratic and Socialist Parties share power in its parliament, the Landsting.  Interestingly, Motzfeldt’s brother Josef is head of the Marxist Eskimo Brotherhood, which calls for total independence.  As with the Faroe Islands, it is represented by two parliament members in the democratic monarchy that controls it.  FTP, with capital at Nuuk (noo-uk), name this large island administrated by Denmark.

Answer: Greenland or Kalaallit Nunaat

Answer: Giovanni Pierluigi de Palestrina
