1. Lesser known works by this playwright include _Rich Relations_ and _The Sound of a Voice_, he also 

collaborated on a sci-fi musical with Philip Glass called _1000 Airplanes on the Roof_. Most of his works 

like _The House of Sleeping Beauties_ and _Family Devotions_ deal with the assimilation of Chinese 

immigrants into American society and his first play _F.O.B_ won an Obie award in 1981. But he has since risen to superstardom with his depiction of an unlikely love affair between Rene Gallimard and Song Liling in a play set around a Puccini opera. FTP identify this Stanford educated playwright of _M. Butterfly_.

Answer: David Henry _Hwang_ (pronounced Wang)

2. The Prado houses his erotic portrait “Woman Revelaing her Breasts,” while the vast “Paradise” stands out from the cycle he and his assistants produced for the Palazzo Ducale. Paintings based on religious and mythological scenes include “the Origin of the Mily Way” and “St George and the Dragon,” both on display in London. But his best known works remain in Venice and include the St. Mark miracles for the Scuola di San Marco and his scandalous “Last Supper” for San Giorgio. FTP identify this Mannerist painter born Jacopo Robusti whose epithet means “little dyer.”

Answer: _Tintorreto_ or Jacopo _Robusti_ before it is said

3. Enzymes used during this process include hexokinase, enolase, and aldolase. After the preparatory steps, two molecules of PGAL are created, which are then oxidized by the reduction of NAD. Eventually, there is a net gain of two ATP molecules, and the end result is two molecules of pyruvic acid. FTP, identify this process also known as the Embden-Meyerhof pathway, the first step of cellular respiration.

Answer: _glycolysis_ (accept Embden-Meyerhof on an early buzz)

4. Though he was the illegitimate son of the Viceroy of a neighboring nation, he joined a secret Masonic lodge established by Francisco Miranda in order to foster revolution, but after being appointed governor of Concepcion his forces lost at Rancagua in 1814. When he returned three years later with San Martin to rout the Spanish general Rafael Maroto at Chacabuco it insured his acceptance in Santiago and eventual election as head of state. FTP identify this Chilean revolutionary  with an Irish last name.

Answer: Bernardo _O’Higgins_

5. The 30 mile long Lucin Cutoff splits this body of water, whose basin is defined by the Wasatch Range to the north, east, and south, in half. First spotted by Prevost and Bridger, Antelope Island has been made a refuge for bison, though the lake itself is nearly uninhabitable. Fed by the Bear, Weber, and Jordan rivers, FTP, what lake in Utah is the last remnant of Lake Bonneville, is bordered by a namesake desert to the West, and is known for its vast deposits of sodium and chloride.

Answer: _Great Salt Lake_

6. Patrons included Sir Fitzwilliam Barrington and the Duke of Rutland. John Galt’s The Member traces their exploitation by the title character, while Tom Paine’s The Rights of Man complains about Sarum, which contained “no more than three houses.” Dunwich, which had essentially fallen into the sea, voted in Lord Huntingfield. They were used as a rallying point for the passage of the 1832 Reform Act. FTP identify the name for these depopulated election districts which were essentially bought up to insure parliamentary representation for moneyed aristocrats.

Answer: _Rotten boroughs_

7. Its subtitle is derived from a piece discarded by the Goddess Nugua from the dome of Heaven, which ends up in the mouth of a youth at birth. Characters in the novel include the protagonist's half-brother Huan, and his sister Cardinal Spring, all of whom descend from Madame Shih. Yet all is not well in the two compounds owned by the family: Black Jade perishes, while Phoenix's abuse of power and usurious practices are exposed as the Chia clan falls into ruin. FTP identify this 18th century work set in Peking which centers on PaoYu's family and is alternately known as _The Story of the Stone_.

Answer: _The Dream of the Red Chamber_ or Hung Lou Meng (accept Story of the Stone before the question ends)

8. It was the first track released off the 1979 album “Risque,” and it declares that to put an end to cares and strife one should live the sporting life. But the most interesting image combines “clams on the half-shell and roller skates, roller skates.” Meanwhile the chorus encourages the listener to embrace a new state of mind and to “leave your cares behind.” FTP identify this dance song, whose bass line provided the beat for the Sugar Hill Gang’s “Rapper’s Delight,” and was a huge disco hit for Chic.

Answer: _Good Times_

9. An intellectual biography of this man by Uta Gerhardt was just released by Cambridge Books. He argued that family is the primary agent of socialization, but that education was a close second, an interest that can be seen in his last book The American University. Much of his work while at Harvard argued that social interaction occurs in institutional systems that lie outside the field of personality. These functionalist ideas can be seen in Structure and Process in Modern Societies and Societies: Evolutionary and Comparative Perspectives. FTP identify this thinker best known for The Structure of Social Action. 
Answer: Talcott _Parrsons_

10. This device is an essential part of the Linde process, in which compressed gas is passed through a copper coil to an expansion nozzle inside one of them. Cryostats are often formed by nesting two of them in each other. The walls of the vessel are composed of two thin layers of glass or steel, separated by a vacuum, with the inner surface silvered to reduce radiation. FTP, identify this vessel designed for storing hot or cold liquids, named for its Scottish inventor.

Answer: _Dewar_ flask or _vacuum_ flask or _Thermos_ flask

11. Though there were originally 23 pieces, after revision: only two settings of four numbers each were orchestrated. The third section is scored for strings but features a lone triangle, capturing the North African setting and sensuality of its title: _Anitra’s Dance _. Perhaps the finest music in this piece is contained in the introduction also known as _Morning Song _ or _Morning Mood _. But the most famous movement, actually act 2 scene 5 of the play, features the hero riding on the back of a pig to a place where he is taunted and tormented by trolls. FTP identify this suite which ends with “In the Hall of the Mountain King,” a work by Edvard Grieg. 

Answer: Incidental Music to _Peer Gynt _ or _Peer Gynt Suite _

12. Her son, Parthenopaeus, was one of the 7 against Thebes, while her later actions offended Aphrodite to such an extent that she turned this heroine into a lion. Actually, Aphrodite had interfered in her life once before, as this daughter of Schoeneus only married her husband, alternately called Melanion or Hippomenes, after being beguiled by the apples of the Hesperides during a race for her hand. FTP identify this swift-footed huntress suckled by a bear after being abandoned as a child and whose greatest feat may have been inflicting the first wound on the Calydonian boar during the namesake hunt.

Answer: _Atalanta_

13. After the narrator moves into the tinker's shack he begins to see a lady in black on the streetcorner, when he goes to speak to her, he finds out that she is the same woman he had admonished earlier about losing her book. A writer by trade, during the course of the novel the narrator sells a story for a half sovereign, but cannot get anyone to read his work on Corregio. Continually beset by feverish dreams that he attributes to the titular condition, he finds some relief after getting back the wrong change at a shop, which allows him to buy breakfast, but as the novel ends he is tossed out once again and made to wander the streets. FTP identify this 1890 novel which traces the psychology of a nutritionally deprived character, a work by Knut Hamsun.

Answer: _Hunger_

14. Its stipulation requiring officers to deny any Communist affiliation under oath was indicative of the political climate when this law was enacted. Passed over a presidential veto and named after a Representative from New Jersey and a Senator from Ohio, it outlawed the closed shop, and required unions to give 60 days notice before a strike, though the Landrum-Griffin Act would set even further restrictions 12 years later. FTP identify this legislation also known as The Labor Relations Act of 1947.

Answer: _Taft-Hartley_ Act

15. It was first mentioned by Johannes Kepler in 1610, and later by J. P. L. Chesaux in 1744, but is generally known after the man who discovered the asteroids Pallas and Vesta. The Doppler red shift of light from distant galaxies causes much light to cease to be visible, and since the universe is not infinite and unchanging, the stars have not been shining for an infinite amount of time. These two considerations resolve, FTP, what paradox of why the sky is dark at night?

Answer: _Olbers_' paradox

16. His later essays for publications like el Moudjahid and Les Temps Modernes were published posthumously under the title Toward the African Revolution. In his first important work this philosopher discusses the ways in which the black man is alienated from himself because of his colonization by the master’s language. This work was followed by Studies in a Dying Colonialism, as well as his most famous book calling for “absolute violence” to liberate Algeria and the rest of Africa. FTP identify this psychoanalyst whose volumes Black Skin, White Masks and The Wretched of the Earth have become classics of post-colonial thought.

Answer: Frantz _Fanon_

17. This standard is named after a group formed in a cooperative effors of the ISO, ITU, and IEC. The method starts with a discrete cosine transform, which results in several 8x8 matrices of spatial frequencies. During the quantization phase, the matrices are modified by another matrix, usually chosen to compress well with minimal loss. The final encoding phase linearizes the two-dimensional data and then compresses it. Although it does result in information loss, this is usually tolerable with image data. FTP, indetify this standard for the compression of still images.

Answer: _JPEG_ or _JPG_  (pronounced j-peg) or _Joint Photographic Experts Group_

18. A very hands on director- he wrote, produced, composed the music for, and even served as set designer for his 1982 release _Labyrinth of Passion _. His first film, _Pepi, Luci, and Bom _ focused on three women who strive to overcome the corruption of a modern world. Other works like _Matador _ and _What Have I done to Deserve This _ fuse humor with sexuality and are well known for their vivid colors. But he is most famous for collaborations with a young Antonio Banderas such as _Women on the Verge of a Nervous Breakdown _. FTP identify this flamboyant Spanish filmmaker whose casting of Penelope Cruz in _All About My Mother _ helped catapult her to stardom.

Answer: Pedro _Almodovar _

19. Aleksandr Benckendorff was charged with hunting them down, and many had been members of the Union of Salvation and the Union of Welfare. Five of them were officially executed including Pavel Pestel who organized the Southern Society and the poet Kondraty Ryelev who hoped that his Northern faction’s refusal to support Nicholas I’s ascension would spark an uprising that would leave Prince Trubestkoy as dictator. FTP identify this mostly upper-class group of Russian revolutionaries whose 1825 rebellion failed and who are named for the month in which their aborted operations took place. 

Answer: _Decembrists_

20. The argument that precipitated this work probably concerned the subject's veneration and imitation of Jonson's comedies of humors, whatever the case, its 217 lines include Empress Fame's call for a coronation which includes a crown of poppies, a slight jab at the subject's addiction to opium, and an accusation that Charles Sedley helped to write the play _Epsom Wells_. The speaker declares that "thy genius calls thee not to purchase fame/ in keen iambs, but mild anagrams,” and beseeches the "true blue Prostestant" to "Leave writing plays." FTP identify this 1682 satirical poem about Thomas Shadwell, a work by John Dryden.

Answer: _Mac Flecknoe_

21. His later works include _Lake Superior_, _A Journey in Brazil_, and the 1859 _Essay on Classification_, written in the same year that he founded the Museum for Comparative Zoology at Harvard. Much of his early work centered on fossil fishes, culminating in a work classifying over 1700 species. After traveling in the Alps in 1836, however, he developed the idea that glaciers were in a constant state of motion. FTP, identify this Swiss-born naturalist whose 1840 _Studies on Glaciers_ developed the original concept of the ice age.
