1. Martin Luther King refers to him in the introduction of Why We Can’t Wait as a specific example of a black man whose contribution to history has been overlooked by white dominated history books.  Although most historians agree that he was black, some argue that he was American Indian or Mulatto.  This issue will likely remain unresolved, as there are few records of his life before the date of his death on March 5, 1770.  For 10 points—identify the main rabble-rouser of the Boston Massacre who is commonly considered the first casualty of the American Revolutionary War.

Answer:  Crispus Attucks
2. As of 1974, this author penned 117 novels and 2000 short stories in the science-fiction genre.  Few have received critical attention as World Classics Library, a firm specializing in pornographic novels and magazines, published most of them.  Despite his inability to create a critical success of his own, his son Leon was the narrator of Galápagos while he appeared in God Bless You, Mr. Rosewater and was the central character in Timequake.  For 10 points—name this creation of Kurt Vonnegut that plays prominent roles in Breakfast of Champions and Slaughterhouse Five.

Answer:  Kilgore Trout
3. As a baby, this hero was left to die on a mountainside but was adopted by a she-bear.  After growing up in the wild, a group of hunters took this hero to live with them and taught her their ways.  She learned to hunt masterfully, killing two dangerous Centaurs and escaping without a scratch.  Later, at the hunt of the Calydonian boar, her arrow was the first to find the boar, earning her the hide of the boar and the grudge of many inferior men.  For 10 points—who is this great female warrior who, according to some accounts, sailed with the Argonauts?

Answer: Atalanta
4. In his most recent book, Healing America: Values and Vision for the 21st Century, he outlines the qualities that he feels can “help bring more stability, peace, and harmony to our world.”  At the age of 19, as the editor of the Troy Tribune, he crusaded against corruption and exposed syndicate gambling connections in Madison County, Illinois.  In addition to his political integrity, many know him for his distinctive horn-rimmed glasses and bowties.  For 10 points—name the five-term Democratic congressman and two-term Illinois senator who died from complications of heart surgery on December 9, 2003.

Answer: Paul Simon

5. Using Eugene Goldstein’s research on anode rays, J.J. Thomson designed an early version of this tool that he named the “parabola spectrograph.”  In his instrument, a fluorescent screen or photographic plate detected the parabolic paths of ions deflected by electric and magnetic fields.  Modern versions of this instrument graph the relative number of deflected ions, creating a series of distinct peaks.  For 10 points—identify this versatile scientific tool used to determine relative atomic masses.

Answer: Mass Spectrometer (accept Mass Spectrograph)

6. This 1874 novel, originally published serially in the Corn Hill Magazine, was its author’s first commercial success.  The main action of the novel takes place in the area surrounding Norcombe Hill and the village of Weatherbury in Wessex.  In a tragedy that clears the path for a happy ending, Farmer Boldwood shoots Sergeant Troy and is subsequently jailed.  For 10 points—name the Thomas Hardy novel revolving around the relationship between the steadfast farmer Gabriel Oak and the independent Bathsheba Everdene whose title reflects Hardy’s theme of avoiding an urban lifestyle.

Answer: Far From the Madding Crowd
7. After serving as minister of health from 1939 to 1942, he was elected to the Senate four consecutive times representing the Socialist Party that he helped found.  Following three failed bids for the presidency backed by various leftist groups, he succeeded with the Popular Unity party in 1970, with a meager 36.3 percent plurality.  He had served only three years when he was murdered and a conservative military junta took control of the government.  For 10 points—who is this Marxist president of Chile who is sometimes better known as the uncle of the author of The House of Spirits?

Answer:  Salvador Allende Gossens

8. At his birth, the midwife thought he was stillborn and left him alone on a table.  Luckily, this artist’s uncle revived him between puffs of a cigar with a much-needed blast of air.  In his youth, he attended art academies in Barcelona and Madrid but moved to Paris in 1901 and spent the rest of his life living in France.  For 10 points—identify this prolific painter, sculptor, printmaker, ceramist, and set designer who is famous for his Rose and Blue Periods.

Answer: Pablo Picasso
9. The area where this lake is found was formerly a depression leftover from pre-historic Lake Cahuilla.  In 1905, when diversion controls on the Colorado River broke and floodwaters rushed northward, the depression was filled and this lake was created.  Today, irrigation waters from the Coachella and Imperial Valleys reach this lake through the San Felipe Creek as well as the New and Alamo Rivers.  For 10 points—what is this saline lake found in the southern California desert?

Answer: Salton Sea
10. After receiving his master’s degree at Duke University, he earned his Ph.D. at Cal Tech for his theories on isotope separation and nuclear spins.  From 1939 to 1948 he worked at Bell Laboratories, where he worked extensively with radar to develop new bombing technology.  Twenty years later, his radio and infrared astronomy program at Berkeley led to the discovery of ammonia and water in the interstellar medium.  For 10 points—who is this physicist better known as a winner of the 1964 Nobel Prize for the invention of the maser and laser?

Answer: Charles Hard Townes
11. Fires set by Alexander at the Persepolis library in 330 B.C. and raids by Arab and Mongol invaders caused most of its manuscripts to be destroyed or scattered.  Efforts by King Vologeses and Sassanid high priests to reassemble the book proved successful, as the original 21 “nasks” were restored.  In the Visparat, Vendidad, Yashts, and Khurda, a variety of scientific, political, and historical matters are covered as well as religious protocol.  The Gathas, probably the most significant part of the book, are said to be the words of Zarathushtra himself.  For 10 points—what is the most sacred scripture of Zoroastrianism?

Answer: Avesta or Zend-Avesta
12. Despite his early resistance to Christianity, he allowed his wife Clotilda to baptize his sons.  The first died eight days after being baptized and the second became ill soon after baptism.  His feelings towards Christianity changed radically after a 496 conflict in which his prayers to Jesus were answered and he was saved from imminent defeat by an Alamanni contingent.  Later that year, Bishop Remigius baptized him into the Catholic Church on Christmas day.  For 10 points—name this early Frankish King and founder of the Merovingian dynasty.

Answer: King Clovis I or King Clovis the Great

13. At a London rehearsal in 1908, Hans Richter referred to his first symphony as “the greatest symphony of modern times, written by the greatest modern composer,” while W.J. Turner dismissed his two symphonies as “Salvation Army symphonies.”  Most critics, whether they agree or disagree with these appraisals find both symphonies too long.  However, works such as Introduction and Allegro and Dream of Gerontius usually escape criticism and are considered masterpieces.  For 10 points—name this composer of the Enigma Variations and the popular Pomp and Circumstance marches.

Answer: Sir Edward Elgar

14. This 1280 page scientific work was meant to turn science on its head.  However, the scientific community hasn’t exactly embraced its theories.  Economists are dismayed at the oversimplification of economic systems.  Biologists are critical of its loose criticisms of evolutionary theory.  Just about everyone is critical of the disregard for previous scientific work.  Of course, Mathematica gets ample thanks throughout the course of the book.  For 10 points—identify the book that claims every complex system is composed of profoundly simple fundamental rules, Stephen Wolfram’s magnum opus.

Answer: A New Kind of Science
15. In his early career, this thinker frequently clashed with establishment.  As a youth in Montpellier, he openly showed disgust when his teachers reversed their religious opinions on Napoleon’s whim.  He was further disheartened when he was dropped from the École Polytechnique at Paris for his disagreements with school officials.  These experiences solidified his beliefs that scientific, industrialized civilization required radically new intellectual constructs.  For 10 points—identify this versatile intellectual and philosopher who in his System of Positive Polity outlines the new science of sociology and his theory of Positivism.  

Answer: Auguste Comte or Isidore-Auguste-Marie-François-Xavier Comte

16. Because the Doppler effect’s explanation contains an erroneous assumption of energy loss, it has been used instead of the Doppler effect in recent explanations of red shift.  Soon after its discovery, it was used to supply empirical evidence of Planck’s Quantum Theory and Einstein’s Photoelectric Effect.  Through the analysis of momentum and wavelength, electromagnetic radiation was shown to exhibit properties of both particles and waves.  For 10 points—name this effect that earned its namesake discoverer a share of the 1927 Nobel Prize in Physics and explains the scattering of X or gamma rays by the orbital electrons of atoms.

Answer: The Compton Effect  
17. This author’s steadily worsening relationship with the Communist party is reflected in his novels.  The hero of his second novel, Life is Elsewhere, completely embraces the Communist takeover of 1948.  Another novel, The Joke, supplies a comic, ironic view of life during the years of Stalinism.  After he moved to France in 1975, his novels Farewell Waltz and The Book of Laughter and Forgetting were barred from his homeland of Czechoslovakia.  For 10 points—name this author whose mastery of political satire and comic eroticism may be best recognized in The Unbearable Lightness of Being.

Answer: Milan Kundera
18. Although he is better known for his wide sweeping reforms, he composed 100,000 poems in his lifetime.  Among his most influential actions were the creation of a new school system, adoption of a cabinet system of government, abolition of the feudal land system, and the opening of the Diet.  For 10 points—identify the Japanese emperor whose rule from 1867 to 1912 is known as a time of great progress and “restoration.”

Answer:  Emperor Meiji Tennõ or Mutsuhito

19. He argued that structuralism was inherently founded on some center outside the system of investigation, but that this “secure ground” was a philosophical fiction.  His paper “Structure, sign and play in the discourse of human sciences,” given at Johns Hopkins in 1966 helped to present to America the arguments against structuralism and the introduced his idea that a text itself undermines its own claims to any determinative meaning.  FTP, name this philosopher and author of Writing and Difference and Of Grammatology, whose name is synonymous with deconstruction.  

Answer: Jaques Derrida

20. Crippled by tuberculosis at an early age, he never grew taller than four and a half feet.  Because he was a Roman Catholic, he could not attend University or hold public office, and was thus excluded from many sorts of patronage.  This may have been for the good, however, as to earn money he translated both the Illiad and The Odyssey.  After 1718, due to the success of these translations and his poetry he lived in a villa at Twickenham (TWIT’ nam).  He was one of the greatest satirical English poets and a master of poetic style.  FTP, name the author of The Dunciad and Rape of the Lock.  

Answer: Alexander Pope
21. A major constituent of granite pegmatites and the most common gangue mineral in hydrothermal and metal-bearing veins, it is easily recognizable from its characteristic hexagonal shape, usually terminated in positive or negative rhombehedrons.  The beta form of this tectosilicate forms at high temperatures, and all forms have formula SiO2.  FTP, name this common mineral, the definition of 7 on Mohs hardness scale, and having varieties amethyst, milky, and rose.  

Answer: quartz

22. It begins with appearance of federal soldiers searching for the hero, who with his men is able to destroy the federal troops due to his  knowledge of the surrounding land.  The arrival and ideas of the intellectual Luis Cervantes convince the men to join the larger revolution and leave the land they know, leading to their gradual corruption and disillusion.  When Demetrio Macías returns to his lands to fight at the end, the federal troops attack his army from the high positions he once held, killing all but Demetrio.  FTP, name this novel of the Mexican revolution by Mariano Azuela.  

Answer: Los de abajo or The Underdogs
23. The event was not called by the name by which it is now widely known until almost 60 years after its occurence.  It was one of the largest mass actions of the decade of Boston protests, though the actual invited participants in the direct action at Griffin’s Wharf were probably no more than 150.  Name this rebellion in Boston against a British tax, where, FTP, the cargo of the Dartmouth, Eleanor, and Beaver was dumped overboard by men disguised as Mohawks.   

Answer: Boston Tea Party
24. 24. On the right stand two dwarves and a dog.  The artist himself stands behind an easel on the left.  At the back, a man looks back, framed by a doorway, probably toward the subjects of the painter, who are seen only a mirror.  At the center stands the blond-haired infanta, surrounded by the titular servants.  FTP, name this most famous painting of Velazquez.  

Answer: Las Meninas  or The Ladies in Waiting
25. 25. Its main characters move from Sussex to Barton Cottage at the offer of Sir John Middleton. There they meet Colonel Brandon, who falls in love with the second sister because she reminds him of his childhood love Eliza; and Lucy Steele, who confesses to the eldest sister that she is engaged to Edward Ferrars.  Name, FTP, this novel in which Elinor finally marries Edward and Marianne is deserted by Willoughby, the first published novel of Jane Austen. 

Answer: Sense and Sensibility
1. It comes from the gland down under.  Identify the following endocrine glands from clues for 10 points or 5 points if you need a hormone the gland produces.

A. i. This gland, composed of four small endocrine bodies, controls calcium and phosphorus metabolism.

ii. Parathormone


Answer: Parathyroid Gland

B. i. This gland’s hormone production is stimulated by prolonged periods of darkness and long flights causing seasonal affective disorder and jet lag, respectively.

ii. Melatonin

Answer: Pineal Gland
C. i. One of the hormones produced by this gland stimulates contraction of the uterus during labor and milk release in breastfeeding.


ii. Oxytocin

Answer: Pituitary Gland
2. For 10 points each, identify the authors of literary works published in 1678.

A. This author wrote his apology for The Pilgrim’s Progress in heroic couplets.

Answer: John Bunyan
B. This author of MacFlecknoe completed All for Love, a retelling of Shakespeare’s Antony and Cleopatra in blank-verse.

Answer: John Dryden
C. Her masterpiece, La Princesse de Clèves, is sometimes considered the first French “psychological” novel.

Answer: Marie Madeleine Pioche de la Vergne or Comtesse de La Fayette
3. Name these Aztec Gods, TPE.  


A. This god of evil was associated with the night sky and feuded with Quetzalcoatl.  


Answer: Tezcatlipoca

B. This rain god was an object of child sacrifices and usually portrayed as a green-plumed serpent.  


Answer: Tlaloc

c. This Aztec war and sun god was associated with the hummingbird and human sacrifice.  


Answer: Huitzilopochtli
4. Who says the environment is in trouble?  For 10 points each, answer the following about an awesome piece of legislation.

A. In response to the 2002 wildfires in Oregon, the Bush Administration proposed and recently passed this piece of legislation that reduces restrictions on logging in national forests.

Answer: The Healthy Forests Initiative or Healthy Forest Restoration Act
B. Identify the Californian congressman and chair of the House Resources Committee who championed the act and negotiated the final agreement with Dianne Feinstein. 

Answer: Richard Pombo

C. Due to policies such as the Healthy Forests Initiative and the loosening of existing legislation, this nine-million-acre Alaskan Forest may be subject to massive logging projects in the near future.

Answer: Tongass National Forest

5. For 10 points each, identify these events of 1928 in U.S. history.

A. This Catholic governor of New York with only an elementary school education was defeated handily in the presidential election by Herbert Hoover.

Answer: Alfred E. Smith
B. He became the second Time Man of the Year for his contributions to the auto industry, including his new car, the De Soto.

Answer: Walter P. Chrysler
C. This agreement eventually ratified by 62 countries including the U.S. and all of the major European powers outlawed war between nations in favor of more peaceful means of reconciliation.

Answer: Kellogg-Briand Pact or Pact of Paris
6. For 10 points each, identify these fundamental atomic rules.

A. This rule, violated most notably by hydrogen and helium, is named for the name given to a full valence shell.

Answer: The Octet Rule
B. A version of this rule states that the most stable arrangement of electrons in subshells is the one with the greatest number of parallel spins. 

Answer: Hund’s Rule
C. Named after a “building-up-principle” formulated by Niels Bohr, this rule states that electron configurations are built from the bottom with the lowest energy orbitals filling first.

Answer: The Aufbau Principle

7. The Mighty Five, the Handful, the Mighty Heap, the Five… whatever.  For 10 points each, identify these Russian composers.

A. Although parts of the Mighty Five felt he had no talent, his compositions like Boris Godunov and Pictures at an Exhibition have proven to be some of the most recognized of the group.

Answer: Modest Petrovich Moussorgsky

B. Although he had little formal musical training, he produced two symphonies and the orchestral tone poem In the Steppes of Central Asia.


Answer: Aleksandr Porfirevich Borodin

C. The self-appointed leader of the mighty five, this nationalist composer produced symphonic poems like Tamara and Russia and the piano fantasy Islamey.


Answer: Mily Alekseyevich Balakirev
8. Identify the following about the geography of New Zealand for the stated number of points.

A. For 5 points each, identify the two principal islands of New Zealand.

Answer: North Island and South Island
B. For 10 points, identify the tallest mountain in New Zealand at 12,349 feet.

Answer: Mount Cook
C. For 10 points, identify the southern-most island of New Zealand, home of the kiwi bird.

Answer: Stewart Island
9. 30-20-10.  Identify the person.

A. In his early career, he contributed to his country’s daily, the Action Nationale.  He later directed the anti-yaws campaign of 1947.

B. When he began to face serious resistance within his own country, he organized the Tontons Macoutes to enforce his will.

C. Name this “president for life” of Haiti who served for an unprecedented 14 years before his death.

Answer: François Duvalier or “Papa Doc” Duvalier (prompt on “Papa Doc”)

10. For 10 points each, identify these influential psychologists.

A. Although he was a close associate of Freud, he split with him over the degree to which neuroses had a sexual basis.  He also popularized the terms “archetypes,” and “collective unconscious” amongst many others.

Answer: Carl Jung
B. Another close associate of Freud, this psychologist split with Freud over his insistence that sexual issues were at the root of most psychological problems.  He developed the concept of “inferiority complexes” and argued that neuroses resulted from people’s inability to achieve self-realization.

Answer: Alfred Adler
C. This American is best known for his experiments on “obedience to authority” done at Yale.  He found his subjects were willing to administer electric shocks to others if they were told it was part of scientific protocol.

Answer: Stanley Milgram
11. Identify these giant rodents for 10 points each.

A. The largest rodent in North America, it is a strict vegetarian and each one has about 30,000 quills to protect itself.


Answer: North American Porcupine (accept Tree Porcupine)

B. Living along rivers in the plains of South America, this pig-sized animal is the largest living rodent.

Answer: Capybara
C. Fossils of this buffalo sized rodent were found in 1999 near the northwest coast of Venezuela.  It weighed an estimated 1,500 pounds and is 10 times larger than the capybara.

Answer: Phoberomys pattersoni
12. For 10 points each, identify these writers of mythology.

A. This former professor at Sarah Lawrence College gained fame through his studies of mythology and comparative religion in such works as The Power of Myth.

Answer: Joseph Campbell
B. This scholar of Greek was made an honorary citizen of Athens in 1957 and has published popular volumes of mythology such as The Greek Way and Mythology.


Answer: Edith Hamilton
C. This Greek was believed to be a poor farmer who wrote in the ninth or eighth century.  In his poem Theogony, he gives an account of the creation of the universe and the early generations of gods.


Answer: Hesiod
13. Be there and be square.  For 10 points each, identify these geometers.

A. Through his work on conic sections such as On Conoids and Spheroids, this Greek dynamo almost discovered calculus nearly two thousand years before Newton.


Answer: Archimedes
B. This Russian mathematician rejected Euclid’s parallel postulate and developed one of the first systems of non-Euclidian geometry. 

Answer: Nikolai Ivanovich Lobachevsky (alternate spellings Lobachevskii and Lobatchevsky)

C. This mathematical maverick’s interest in exotic forms of statistical mechanics led him to conceive and develop applied fractal geometry.


Answer: Benoit B. Mandelbrot
14. Name these 17th and 18th century European treaties for 10 points each.

A. This 1648 treaty ended the Thirty Years’ War.


Answer: The Treaty of Westphalia or The Peace of Westphalia
B. This 1697 treaty ended King William’s War and restored captured territories to France, England, and Holland.


Answer: The Treaty of Ryswick
C. This 1713 treaty ended Queen Anne’s War and partitioned the Spanish Empire.

Answer: The Treaty of Utrecht
15. Great artists are not always painters.  For 10 points each, identify these artists.

A. This Russian, known for his surrealistic inventiveness, designed one wall mosaic, twelve floor mosaics and three Gobelin tapestries that decorate the state hall of the Knesset.

Answer: Marc Chagall
B. An avid experimenter with photographic techniques, this participant in the Cubist, Dadaist, and Surrealist movements produced famous photographs like “Black and White” and “Le Violon d’Ingres.”

Answer: Man Ray or Emmanuel Rudnitsky
C. Her sensuous and organic style, seen in works like “Torso” and “Pelagos,” helped establish her as one of England’s best abstract sculptors and earned her the rank “Dame” in 1965.

Answer: Barbara Hepworth
16. Identify the following epic heroes of epic literature for 10 points each.

A. This son of Anchises and Venus was a respected hero of the Trojan War.  At his death, he was deified and became the god Indiges.

B.  For 5 points each, name the three speakers in the Dialogue, two named for real people whom Galileo admired, and one the embodiment of the church, whose name was sure to give offence.
