Round #1 - Tossups

1. Some of the personages without names in this play are a Clown, a Nurse, and a black Child.  Events are set in motion with the sacrifice of Alarbus and quickly follow with the murder of Mutius by his own father.  Publius, the title character’s nephew, helps in the torture of Demetrius and Chiron, who are eaten.  All of the action is the result of various revenge plots surrounding the abduction and rape of Lavinia.  Featuring the duplicitous Aron the Moor and the Tamora, queen of the Goths, FTP, name this bloodiest of Shakespeare’s plays, a tragedy centering on the titular Roman lord.


Answer: Titus Andronicus 

2. Late in his life he opened up his country to a new power by directing publicity campaigns for the visits of Adolf Joffe and Mikhail Borodin, two prominent foreign ministers.  His governing philosophy was explained by his concept of the official Three People’s Principles, which would be subverted following his death.  After studying medicine in Hawaii, he would return to his native country to lead the insurrection against the Manchus.  FTP, name this founder of the Kuomintang, considered the “Father of the Chinese Republic.”


Answer: Sun Yat-Sen
3. In the mesocorticolimbic pathway it is transmitted by the ventral tegmentalarea.  Huntington’s chorea is linked to an excess amount of it, as is narcolepsy.  It is derived from tyrosine, and the imbibing of many alkaloids will increase its levels in the bloodstream.  Thorazine blocks its action in schizophrenics, and a depressed level of it is associated with Parkinson’s disease.  FTP, name this important neurotransmitter.


Answer: dopamine
4. Through a vaulted chamber at the left, three figures are seen walking up a staircase with one of them raising his right hand in a goodbye.  The source of light is an oil lamp sitting on a pedestal, whose base can be seen underneath the bed.  At the foot of the bed is a scroll and winding underneath and on top of the bed is an open set of manacles.  Nine men are in various states of despair in the forefront with one of them handing a cup to the stoic title character.  FTP, name this David [da-VEED] canvas depicting the imminent demise of a Greek philosopher.


Answer: The Death of Socrates
5. They were composed by Peter Pattieson and sold to publishers by Jedediah Cleishbotham, parish clerk of Gandercleugh.  This fictional explanation of their creation appears not in Count Robert of Paris or A Legend of Montrose but in the preface to The Black Dwarf, one of the first ones.  Other parts in this series are Castle Dangerous and The Bride of Lammermoor.  Also including The Heart of Midlothian, FTP, name this series of novels by Sir Walter Scott.


Answer: Tales of My Landlord
6. Established as a territory like its northern neighbor Wawat, this kingdom would remain in stasis until its viceroys became aggressive three centuries later.  Its rulers would conquer northward until driven back by the Assyrian leader Taharqa.  By then this empire had achieved its pinnacle under Kashta and his son, Piankhy, and saw its decline begin with the move of the capital to Meroe.  The end came with the regional hegemony of the rival Axum Empire.  FTP, name this Nubian kingdom that reunified Egypt in the eighth century BC.


Answer: Kush
7. The preparative type of this process uses a larger sample and involves rinsing with a polar solvent to recover pure compounds.  It typically begins with a technique called spotting, followed by the sample being developed in an eluant.  When the solvent front nears the top of the plate, the plate is removed, dried, and an Rf value is calculated depending upon the distance the compound traveled.  Typically done with alumina or silica gel, it receives its specific name from the slender deposit of gel.  FTP, name this type of chromatography.


Answer: thin-layer chromatography or TLC (prompt on early buzz of “chromatography”)

8. It was said that at Aphaca at the source of his river, the Nahr Ibrahim, the waters flowed red once year to commemorate his death.  Sometimes known as Gauas, he was born of the incestuous relationship of Myrrha and Theias, springing forth from the bark of a tree.  He was eventually imprisoned in a chest entrusted to Persephone, who refused to return him to Aphrodite, forcing a quarrel that was mediated by Zeus.  FTP, name this youth also known as Tammuz and renowned for his handsomeness.


Answer: Adonis
9. This movie includes a funny game-show themed dream sequence that includes Charlotte Lewis in bondage.  While in the Kathmandu Airport, the protagonist poses as an American Artifact Recovery Agent to retain possession of the Ajanti Dagger, which he had just obtained.  His chief enemy is Sardo Numpspa, an ancient demon, who wishes to kill the title character.  FTP, name this 1986 flick about Chandler Jarrell and his search for and rescue of the titular Tibetan youth, a movie starring Eddie Murphy.


Answer: The Golden Child
10. The author added three episodes to this novel, which were translated into English by F.T. Marzials, while Samuel Henley translated the original.  The title character is accompanied by Nouronihar on a quest that he had embarked upon under the influence of his mother, the sorceress Carathis.   He becomes a servant of Eblis, and in the ruined city of Iskatar, is subjected to eternal torture.  FTP, name this novel about a grandson of Haroun-al-Rashid, subtitled “An Arabian Tale” and written by William Beckford. 


Answer: Vathek
11. His social position was established by marrying wealthy heiress Lucretia Hart, whose money he used to expand his estate known as “Ashland,” on which he raised hemp among other things.  He fought two major duels – one with Federalist Party member, Humphrey Marshall, and one with Congressmen John Randolph.  Earlier he had acted as counsel for Aaaron Burr in Burr’s Southwest empire trial, and he would later use the title of “Old Prince” to gain the Whig presidential nomination in 1844.  FTP, name this man who threw his support to Adams in the Corrupt Bargain, spearheaded the Compromise of 1850, and established a platform known as the American System.


Answer: Henry Clay  

12. The azimuthal-varying-field variety of this apparatus increases the average magnetic field near its periphery by achieving focusing via spiral ridge variation of the magnetic field.  The synchro- variety is utilized to vary the frequency of the alternating voltage impressed on part of device and can achieve up to one billion electron volts of energy. It consists of one or two hollow D-shaped sections, or dees, assembled with a space between.  A magnetic field then deflects particles into a circular path in which acceleration is produced. FTP, identify this device developed in the early 1930s by E.O. Lawrence.

Answer: cyclotron
13. In a concluding gesture its composer brings back the original theme in brass, while in the concluding fugue the instruments again enter from highest to lowest.  Its theme was chosen from another composer’s incidental music for a drama entitled Abdelazer, or The Moor’s Revenge, which explains its alternate title of Variations and Fugue on a Theme of Purcell.  FTP, name this 1946 orchestral piece written to appeal to adolescent audiences, a work by Benjamin Britten.


Answer: Young Person’s Guide to the Orchestra (acc. early Variations and Fugue on a Theme of Purcell)

14. Near the end, this work advances the concept of the “good European,” who rises above nationalist sentiment to find true individuality.  Earlier the author asserts the existence of an “order of rank” to measure a person’s spiritual strength and rails against the morality of the “herd.”  It begins by accusing philosophers of dogmatism, which the author contrasts with the “free spirit.”  FTP, name this book consisting of 296 aphorisms, a comprehensive view of Friedrich Nietzsche’s mature philosophy.


Answer: Beyond Good and Evil or Jenseits von Gut und Bose
15. Near the end of this novel, in the small town of Limon, the narrator has a surreal experience with a white horse dragging a cart toward him in the middle of the night.  This happens after we have left Gregoria, through which the central characters were guided by Victor.  Along the way we also meet such figures as Remi Bonceur and Roland Major, who is from Detroit like this novel’s hero, Dean Moriarty.  FTP, name this work in which Sal Paradise narrates three years of cross-country travel, a novel by Jack Kerouac.


Answer: On the Road
16. Its founding charter included 39 articles, of which the 38th listed the number of troops each member was to provide in case of war, and its governing Diet was divided into a College of Kings and a College of Princes.  The Count of Leyen and Duke of Aremberg were listed last on all of its documents, most of which were codified following its increase in size per the terms of the treaties of Tilsit.  That same year Saxony joined and the unification of Wurttemberg and Bavaria was complete.  Established under the aegis of Napoleon, FTP, name this early 19th-century union of German states.


Answer: Confederation of the Rhine or Rhinbund or Confederation du Rhin
17. Like its counterpart, it is caused by the effect of the analyte of the fluctuating electromagnetic field that is associated with the passing incident radiation.  However, it only applies when the particle radius is one-tenth the wavelength of that radiation.  It is proportional to lambda to the fourth power and can be caused by microscopic variations in the refractive index of an optical fiber.  Named for the Englishman who discovered it, FTP, identify this type of light scattering that explains the sky's blue color.

Answer:
Rayleigh scattering 

18. Its lower reaches are joined by only one major tributary, the Salado; whereas the upper course has three major tributaries, including the Tiete [tee-et-TAY] and Panema rivers.  That upper course was once marked by the massive Guaira [GWY-aa-ra] Falls, which no longer exist because of the Itaipu damn complex.  Its delta forms between Santa Fe and Rosario, well after the Paraguay River joins it.  FTP, name this second longest river in South America.


Answer: Parana River or Rio Parana
19.  Late in life he turned to theoretical psychology and philosophy, publishing such monographs as Studies in Philosophy and The Political Order of a Free People.  He had already bent that way with 1960’s The Constitution of Liberty, a far cry from early work like Prices and Production.  His primary research, done under Ludwig von Mises [MEE-zess], resulted in his two major works: The Pure Theory of Capital and The Road to Serfdom.  FTP, name this Austrian economist, the winner of the 1974 Nobel in economics.


Answer: Friedrich August von Hayek
20. He is a Syrian king, who falls in love with Celia, in Beaumont and Fletcher’s The Humorous Lieutenant.  In a more famous play he is the husband of Paulina, who is killed by a bear.  This happens after he leaves Perdita in Bohemia on the order of Leontes as told in Shakespeare’s The Winter’s Tale.  More famously, it is the name of a ruler, who with his son Demetrius was defeated at Ipsus in 301 BC.  FTP, name this general of Alexander the Great, nicknamed the One-Eyed and who established his namesake dynasty in Macedonia in 306 BC.


Answer: Antigonus

1. The major ones were Francesco I, Francesco II, and Ludovico.  FTP each, name:

A. This family of dukes of Milan in the 15th and 16th-centuries.


Answer: Sforzas

B. The previous ruling family of Milan that the first Sforza, a condottiere, overthrew.


Answer: Visconti
C. The French king that Ludovico Sforza called into Italy, a monarch also welcomed by Savonarola.


Answer: Charles VIII
2. Name these authors from countries without longstanding QB tradition, FTP each:

A. This Nobel Laureate’s novels include Iceland’s Bell and The Great Weaver from Kashmir.


Answer: Halldor Laxness
B. Though he wrote in Swedish, he is the father of the Finnish novel for writing works like The King’s Ring and editing Lonroot’s compilation of the Kalevala.


Answer: Zacharias Topelius
C. Perhaps the most widely published author of the 20th-century, this Belgian-born novelist is best-known for 83 novels about the detective-superintendent Maigret [MYE-gray].


Answer: Georges Simenon
3. Name these things about the adrenal glands:

A. For 5 points each, The two parts into which the adrenals are divided. 


Answer: cortex and medulla
B. For 10 points, Any of the three zones into which the adrenal cortex is divided.


Answer: zona glomerulosa or zona reticularis or zona fasciculata
C. For 10 points, The steroid hormone secreted by the adrenal cortex which acts on the kidneys as the principle regulator of salt and water balance in the body.


Answer: aldosterone
4. Identify these demons of world myth:

A. For 5 points, In the Christian tradition demons are usually fallen angels, with the greatest of them being this one, whose name mean’s “Bearer of Light.”


Answer: Lucifer (prompt on “Satan”)

B. For 10 points, Hindus have the coolest demons in these figures, among whose number are Ravana and Ghatotchkatha [guh-THOCH-kuh-tha], a son of Arjuna.


Answer: rakshashas [RAAK-shuh-shahs] or raksavas
C. For 15 points, In Chinese myth demons are known by this name.  The greatest of them was Tche-yeou [CHAY-yo], who had the body of a man, the feet of a bull, and four eyes and six hands.


Answer: kouei [ko-YAY]

5. Name these 20th-century U.S. tariffs, FTP each:

A. In 1909 President Taft called a special session of Congress to revise tariff rates downward and the result was this bill, which greatly angered progressives.


Answer: Payne-Aldrich tariff (names may be reversed)

B. Drafted by a Democratic congressman from Alabama, it levied the first federal income tax to make for an anticipated loss of revenue from lowered tariffs.


Answer: Underwood-Simmons tariff (prompt on “Simmons”)

C. Many historians claim that Herbert Hoover extended the Depression by signing this 1930 tariff into law, raising import duties to astronomical highs.


Answer: Hawley-Smoot tariff (names may be reversed)

6. His works include the novel Death of a Hero and Portrait of a Genius, But . . .,a biography of D.H. Lawrence.  FTP each, name:

A. This writer who became literary editor of The Egoist in 1913.

Answer:
Richard Aldington
B. The woman whose own poetry collections include Sea Garden, Hymen, and Red Roses for Bronze.


Answer: H.D. or Hilda Doolittle
C. The poetic movement of which husband and wife Richard Aldington and H.D. were members and which also counted Amy Lowell and Ezra Pound as members.


Answer: Imagist or Imagism
7. Name these laws or effects dealing with fluid mechanics, FTP each:

A. It is the effect that indicates that a fluid tends to flow along a surface, rather than flow through free space.


Answer: Coanda effect

B. It states that in an irrotational fluid, the sum of the static pressure, the weight of the fluid per unit mass times the height, and half the density times the velocity squared is constant.


Answer: Bernoulli’s equation

C. These basic equations for viscous incompressible fluids are so complex that they can only be applied to simple flows.


Answer: Navier-Stokes equations

8. Name these related composers:

A. For 15 points, Nicknamed “Il divino,” he is known chiefly for his 12 Concerti Grossi, which established the concerto grosso form.


Answer: Arcangelo Corelli
B. For 10 points, He’s primarily known for his 115 operas and more than 600 extant chamber cantatas.  From 1684 to 1702 he was maestro di cappella at the court of Naples.


Answer: Alessandro Scarlatti (prompt on just last name)

C. For 5 points, He popularized the operatic form with such works as Orfeo and The Coronation of Poppea.


Answer: Claudio Monteverdi 

9. Name these female psychoanalysts, FTP each:

A. She introduced the concept of neuroses and is known for frequent attacks on Freud’s theories, particularly those dealing with death instinct and penis envy.


Answer: Karen Horney or Karen Danielson
B. In her seminal The Psychoanalysis of Children she presented her theory that children’s play is a symbolic way of controlling anxiety.


Answer: Melanie Klein
C. The author of such works as The Psychoanalysis of the Sexual Functions of Women and Neuroses and Character Types, she is credited with first identifying narcissistic personality disorder.


Answer: Helen Deutsch
10. Name these more recent Arabic dynasties, FTP each:

A. Though the word applies to any Arab descendant of Muhammad, it current usage is usually in regards to the ruling dynasty of Jordan.


Answer: Hashimite or Hashemite
B. Founded by Isma’il, the head of the Sufis of Ardabil, this dynasty ruled Iran from 1502 to 1736.


Answer: Safavid
C. Following the death of Mohammed Zand, the Turkmen leader Agha Mohammed Khan reunified Iran under this dynasty, which was in power from 1794 to 1925.


Answer: Qajar
11. Among his longer poems are Thalaba and Roderick, Last of the Goths.  For 10 points each, name:

A. This English poet laureate and brother-in-law of Coleridge.
Answer: Robert Southey
B. Either the Southey poem attacking Byron, or the Byron poetic response of almost the same name.

Answer: A Vision of Judgement (Southey) or The Vision of Judgement (Byron)

C. The Byron drama about a family of Venetian doges, in whose preface Byron initially responded to Southey’s A Vision of Judgement.

Answer: The Two Foscari
12. Name these things about the work of Niels Abel, FTP each:

A. Abel proved conclusively that it was impossible to solve algebraic equations of this degree or higher.


Answer: quintic or fifth
B. This impossibility was actually demonstrated by this Italian mathematician in 1803.  His name is often paired with Abel’s in the theorem that is the formulation of the idea.


Answer: Paolo Ruffini
C. Though this theorem was initially developed for fractional exponents by Newton, it was Abel who gave it a more comprehensive generalization, including the cases of irrational and imaginary exponents.


Answer: binomial theorem

13. Name these members of the 1986 New York Mets, FTP each:

A. This catcher broke in with the Expos in 1974, but after coming to the Mets in 1985 quickly contributed with 32 home runs and 100 RBI.


Answer: Gary Carter
B. He played second base from 1980 to 1988 and started in that position for the world champions.


Answer: Wally Backman
C. He hit the grounder that went through Bill Buckner’s legs, currently serves as the Mets’ first base coach, and had the coolest name of the 1986 bunch.


Answer: Mookie Wilson
14. Name these related philosophers, FTP each:

A. This neopragmatist is the author of such works as Philosophy and the Mirror of Nature and Contingency, Irony, and Solidarity.


Answer: Richard Rorty
B. Rorty revived the reputation of this man, who termed his approach “instrumentalism” and penned the essay “The Reflex Arc Concept in Psychology.”


Answer: John Dewey
C. In Philosophy and the Mirror of Nature, Rorty follows the path from epistemology to hermeneutics, whose philosophical use is primarily associated with this German author of Truth and Method.


Answer: Hans Georg Gadamer


15. Name these Titian paintings, FTP each:

A. A naked man reclines on the upper right away from the central picnic in this circa 1518 oil.  Also of note is the bird on a limb at the top and the central point, which is a tilted decanter half-filled with red wine.


Answer: Bacchanal
B. In this portrait, the titular accoutrement is on the right side.  The figure depicted is dressed in a black coat or smock with a white lace undershirt peeking out from his cuffs and the center.  A thin mustache is also visible.


Answer: Man with the Glove (accept equivalents as long as “man and glove” are said)

C. More famous than Titian’s Danae, is this other reclining nude painted for the Duke of the titular town.


Answer: Venus of Urbino
16. Name these men involved in the life of Gregory VII, FTP each:

A. Gregory was embroiled in the lay investiture controversy with this German emperor, who he subjected to humiliating penance at Canossa in 1077.


Answer: Henry IV
B. Henry declared Gregory deposed in 1081 and appointed this man as antipope during the three-year siege of Rome that followed.


Answer: Clement III or Guibert of Ravenna

C. Gregory was at the point of falling into Henry’s hands when he was saved by this Norman, who had defeated Alexius Comnenus at Durazzo in 1081.


Answer: Robert Guiscard
17. The protagonist of this novel is probably Nacib the Arab, whose decision to open a restaurant is based on the innocent yet multitalented title character.  FTP each, name:

A. This novel set in the author’s favorite region of Bahia.


Answer: Gabriela, Clove and Cinnamon or Gabriela, clavo y canela
B. The Brazilian author of Gabriela, Clove and Cinnamon and Dona Flor and Her Two Husbands.


Answer: Jorge Amado
C. Subtitled “A Fable to Kindle a Hope,” this Jorge Amado novel tells of the amusing sexual and literary conspiracy to keep a pro-Hitler colonel from ascending to a vacancy in the Brazilian Academy of Letters.


Answer: Pen, Sword, Camisole
18. Name these data structures, FTP each:

A. This is a dynamic set in which the element removed by the delete operation is the one most recently inserted.

Answer: stack
B. A function is used to compute a slot based on each element’s key.  When collisions occur, they are typically resolved by chaining.

Answer: hash table
C. This is a data structure in which the objects are arranged in a linear order determined by pointers.

Answer: linked list

19. Name these Illinois cities:

A. For 5 points, This state capital is home to several Abraham Lincoln tour sites.


Answer: Springfield
B. For 10 points, Founded by New Englanders in 1834, it was originally called Midway.  This second largest city of the state is located in the north central part of the state.


Answer: Rockford
C. For 15 points, Lincoln was formally endorsed as a presidential candidate at the 1860 Republican state convention at this central Illinois city.  It is infamous for the perpetual stink from its soybean processing plant.


Answer: Decatur
20. Beginning in 1868, it brought about the end of the Tokugawa Shogunate and westernized Japan under the aegis of the namesake ruler.  FTP each, name:

A. This period of Japanese history that lasted until 1912.


Answer: Meiji Restoration

B. Either the full name of emperor Meiji or his personal name.


Answer: Meiji Tenno or Mutsuhito
C. The chief military leader in the overthrow of the Tokugawa, this samurai han boss was dissatisfied with the Meiji reforms and led a revolt in 1877, only to be beheaded by one of his lieutenants.


Answer: Saigo Takamori
