Round #2 – Tossups

1. Among his works are various verses addressed to Ianthe and a set of short tales on Greek subjects entitled The Hellenics.  Some of this writer’s peculiarities inspired a caricature in the form of Boythorn in Dickens’ Bleak House.  His productivity ended with 1837’s The Pentameron, which was published three years after his Pericles and Aspasia.  FTP, name this writer of the elegy “Rose Aylmer” and a series of prose dialogues between historical figures entitled Imaginary Conversations. 


Answer: Walter Savage Landor
2. At first he denied involvement with Colonel Grivas’ terrorist organization, but mounting suspicion of his collaboration with the EOKA guerilla forces led to his arrest and subsequent exile to the Seychelles.  After being elected to his third term as head of state, he was forced to flee because of his opposition to the enosis movement that he had initially supported.  Born Mikhail Mouskos he was elected bishop of Kition in 1948 and archbishop shortly thereafter.  FTP, name this man who served as the first president of an independent Cyprus.


Answer: Makarios III (accept early buzz of Mikhail Mouskos)

3. The result of its calculations can be applied to elements in the gaseous phase to calculate electron-gain enthalpy.  Its steps include atomization of the metal, atomization of the nonmetal, ionization of the metal, ionization of the nonmetal, and formation of the ionic solids, which allows for the sum of a series of enthalpies.  This sum can be equated with the standard enthalpy of formation of the observed ionic solid to give the result.  FTP, give this cycle used for calculating the lattice energies of ionic crystal solids, which is named for its two discoverers.


Answer: Born-Haber cycle (names may be reversed)

4. In its epilogue differing viewpoints of how often one can step in a river are offered by Heraclitus and Zeno.  It opens with an “Exordium” and “Eulogy” before the author discusses a figure who gives up everything in the moment of infinite resignation, the tragic hero, and contrasts him with the knight of faith.  It concludes by noting that faith requires passion after presenting three problemata dealing with the parable of Abraham and Isaac.  FTP, name this work of the pseudonymous Johannes de Silentio, actually written by Kierkegaard.


Answer: Fear and Trembling
5. One of them was charged with the murder of Jack Houston, while another was forever distrustful after being cheated in a deal by Pat Stamper.  The most intelligent of them is friends with Buck Hipps and fools both Ratliff and Henry Armstid into buying worthless land.  That one married Eula Varner and proceeds to build power in Frenchman’s Bend following the arrival of his father, Ab.  FTP, name this family that is the centerpiece of The Hamlet, the first novel in their namesake trilogy written by William Faulkner.


Answer: Snopes family

6. The son of the controller of Tournay, he married the Scottish noblewoman Lady Catherine Gordon after his twenty-first birthday.  At various times he was supported by Maximilian I of Austria and James IV of Scotland, with whom he stayed for some time.  He was coached in his fraud by his supposed aunt, the dowager duchess Margaret and soon landed in Cornwall in 1497.  FTP, name this figure who sparked a revolt against the Tudors by falsely claiming he was Richard IV, the son of Edward IV.


Answer: Perkin Warbeck
7. As they begin their action, downstream of them a protein named SSB keeps the path clear.  As they work, they align PPi groups and allow for the formation of phosphodiester bonds.  Before they get to the target sites, a specific topoisomerase known as gyrase has already relieved tension and helicase has acted to unwind.  After they have completed their job, ligase covalently links the remaining Okazaki fragments.  Always working in the five prime to three prime direction, FTP, name this class of enzymes that catalyzes DNA replication.


Answer: DNA polymerases (prompt on just “polymerase” before DNA is mentioned)

8. 1997 was a banner year for him as he won the first ever Morgan Wooten Award and the Naismith National Player of the Year.  Along with George Evans, Danny Manning, and Lionel Simmons, he is one of only four players in NCAA history to amass 1,500 points, 500 rebounds, 200 steals, 200 assists, and 200 blocks in a career.  In addition he was a three-time defensive player of the year and was the Final Four Most Outstanding Player in his senior season.  FTP, name this player who lost out on Rookie of the Year to teammate Pau Gasol, a Duke alum with a bumpy head.


Answer: Shane Battier
9. The text at the top part of this painting was probably added later by the Regensburg court humanist Aventinus.  In the receding background depicted in the upper half a mountainous island can be seen in a lake and to the right and above it is the rising sun.  Despite the title, the event shown took place in 1529, the year of this painting.  The symbolism of the painting implies Charles V as victor over Suleyman just as Alexander defeated Darius.  FTP, name this famous combat scene painted by Albrecht Altdorfer.


Answer: The Battle of Issus
10. Quintillian praised Ovid’s tragedy of this name, which was written while he was in Rome but which is now lost.  Tacitus writes less congratulatory of Seneca’s version, written in imitation of Ovid’s lost work.  The most famous play of this name includes a flight to Athens in a chariot drawn by dragons.  More famous are the episodes of the poisoned cloak resulting in the death of Creon’s daughter, and the title character’s murder of her own children.  FTP, name this Euripides play about the sorceress wife of Jason.


Answer: Medea
11. After being admitted to the Pennsylvania bar, he served as secretary to Albert Gallatin on a special mission to Russia.  After serving in his most famous post, he preceded Charles Francis Adams in serving from 1856 till 1861 as U.S. minister to Britain.  His father was James Madison’s secretary of the treasury from 1814 till 1816, and thirty years later, in 1846, he cast the deciding vote for the Walker Tariff Bill as president of the Senate.  FTP, name this man, who served as James Polk’s vice president and who is the namesake of a Texas city.


Answer: George Mifflin Dallas
12. This quantity is used in the Richardson-Dushman equation for thermionic emission.  Given its value, as well as Planck’s constant and the speed of light, one can directly find the cutoff frequency.  It is 4.50 for iron, 2.46 for sodium and is usually measured in joules or electronvolts.  Often represented by the Greek letter phi or the letter “W,” FTP, name this quantity possessed by metals that is defined as the minimum energy with which an electron is bound to a metal.


Answer: work function (prompt on early buzz of “phi” or “W”)

13. Every morning and evening he fought with the demon Apopis to maintain equilibrium in the universe.  Sometimes known as “the prow of the vessel of Re,” he was the incarnation of the forces opposing the goddess Maat.  In art he was depicted with the head of a pig or hippopotamus, and in writing he was called “Typhon” by Plutarch.  This husband of Nephthys waged a war with his brother’s son, becoming emasculated in the process.  FTP, name this Egyptian deity, an eternal enemy of Horus and killer of his brother Osiris.


Answer: Seth
14. Two thin streams, the Mugnone and the Affrico, come through this city to meet the major river that flows through it.  Its Musical May festival brings many visitors as do the classic soccer games staged in the Boboli Gardens.  Its most opulent building is the Strozzi Palace, though better-known is the central Pitti Palace, which lies on the south side of the Arno River.  FTP, name this capital city of Tuscany, home to the Ponte Vecchio and the Uffizi.


Answer: Florence or Firenze 

15. The composer’s optimism is apparent in its festive opening, marked Lebhaft, or “lively.”  The second movement, labeled a Scherzo, is actually a Landler, and incorporates a regional wine song.  The final movement also marked Lebhaft ends in a burst joyful of joyful E flat, but it is the penultimate movement, inspired by a scene the composer saw at a Cologne cathedral, that is the only reference to this work’s title.  FTP, name this work numbered as the third symphony of Robert Schumann, whose nickname derives from the river flowing through Cologne.


Answer: Rhenish Symphony (accept early: Schumann’s Symphony No. 3 in E Flat major or Schumann’s Third Symphony)

16. In it the poet recounts his pagan attitude with the line, “I cannot see myself at the councils of Christ,” and rails against the “viaticum,” the current age of science.  “Lightning Flash” is a brief section on humanity’s false hopes, and in “The Impossible,” the poet attempts to reverse time.  Its middle sections are entitled “Delirium I” and “Delirium II,” and the longest poem is “Bad Blood.”  FTP, name this work whose ninth and final section, “Farewell,” begins “Autumn already!,” in an allusion to the title, the masterpiece of Arthur Rimbaud.


Answer: A Season in Hell or Une Saison en enfer
17. One of the chief sources of this battle is the diary of field commander, Giacomus Carlus Ricardus.  The loser would eventually drown due to the weight of his armor and was spurred to fight by a misinterpretation of the Sibylline books.  One commander had already concluded a truce to keep Licinius neutral before the two sides met near Saxa Rubra.  The Mithraists and the Gallic cavalry quickly proved too strong for all but the Praetorian Guard, after whose fall Maxentius fled.  FTP, name this battle that might have been preceded by a flaming cross in the sky, an AD 312 victory for Constantine the Great.


Answer: Battle of Milvian Bridge 

18. It was first introduced in a set of 18 papers by Karl Pearson.  It is also a case of the Gamma distribution with Beta equal to two.  Take a standardized difference in proportions statistic, multiply it by itself and the result will follow this distribution if the true proportions are identical.  One may also extend this to samples with several categories to see if they could reasonably be the same distribution.  FTP, name this distribution also used to test hypotheses of independent variables. 


Answer: chi square analysis

19. His first film, The White Ship, was released anonymously because of its anti-navy tone.  From 1964 he devoted himself to TV films, with Socrate being the only one of note, but none of them would reach the height of earlier films like The Betrayer and General Della Rovere, which starred Vittorio De Sica.  Even better known were his films of the 40s and 50s like The Lonely Woman and Germany, Year Zero, when he had already earned the reputation as the inventor of Neorealism.  FTP, name this director, whose major films Open City and Stromboli, did not star his future wife Ingrid Bergman.


Answer: Roberto Rossellini
20. In it, the author classifies the title subjects as stratified, and claims that only at the lowest stratum can one gain true understanding.  Before this, a subsidiary idea is introduced, stating that the involved stimulus can only occur in a half-day window.  It begins with a history of the scientific literature of the problems concerning the title subjects form ancient times to 1900, and includes a famous analysis of Hamlet, explaining the prince’s reluctance to complete his revenge.  FTP, name this work that also includes an even more famous analysis of the Oedipus story, the most famous work of Sigmund Freud.


Answer: The Interpretation of Dreams

1. Name these viruses involved in causing cancer, FTP each:

A. The B and C forms of this virus cause almost 80 percent of all liver cancers.


Answer: hepatitis
B. There are more than 50 types of viruses in this family that causes warts.  It is responsible for 70 to 80 percent of all cancers of the cervix.


Answer: HPV or human papilloma virus

C. This virus, particularly prevalent in third world children and associated with mononucleosis and herpes, can cause cancers of the lymphatic system.


Answer: Epstein-Barr virus or E-B virus

2. Name these authors, whose works employ the short story “Death Speaks,” a translation of an ancient Arabic tale, FTP each:

A. “Death Speaks” is the first story included in this man’s new collection To Cut a Long Story Short.  Currently in prison, his best novels are Kane and Abel and Not a Penny More, Not a Penny Less.


Answer: Jeffrey Archer
B. “Death Speaks” also appears in this British writer’s play Sheppey.


Answer: Somerset Maugham
C. “Death Speaks” is included in the preface to this man’s novel Appointment in Samarra, which takes its name from the story.


Answer: John O’Hara
3. Name these historically important cities in ancient Indian history, FTP each:

A. Alexander the Great was impressed by this city that was once the capital of the Gandhara empire and later the northwest center of Mauryan power where Asoka first ruled as regent.


Answer: Taxila or Taxisila
B. Now the capital of the Indian state of Bihar, this city was once the capital of the Mauryans and the Guptas a few centuries later.


Answer: Pataliputra or Patna
C. The most historically significant city of the bunch might be this center of the Indus civilization that has a name meaning “mound of the dead.”


Answer: Mohenjo-Daro
4. Name these tenets of Buddhism, FTP each:

A. Buddhism analyzes human existence as made up of these five aggregates or “bundles.”  They are the material body, feelings, perceptions, karmic tendencies, and consciousness.


Answer: skandhas [SKUN-daas]

B. Buddhists deny that the aggregates individually or in combination may be considered a permanent, independently existing soul or this.  Hindus use this same term for soul.


Answer: atman
C. Buddha taught that existence is characterized by three marks.  They are the notion of no soul, the notion of impermanence, and the notion of suffering.  Give the Buddhist terms for any of these three marks.


Answer: anatman (no soul), anitya (impermanence), or dukkha (suffering)

5. Name these musical performers from some Behind the Music clues on a 10-5 basis:

A. 10: Their original name was Naked Toddler, taken from a newspaper article carried around by their guitarist.

5: This band’s beginning lay in lead singer Scott Stapp’s decision to move to Tallahassee.


Answer: Creed
B. 10: His Behind the Music tells of his relationship with Victoria Principal, who couldn’t put up with his descent into drug-induced destruction.  

5: Perhaps better known are his older brothers, The BeeGees, though he had hits like “Shadow Dancing.”


Answer: Andy Gibb (prompt on just last name)

10: Behind the Music tells of this band’s new lead vocalist Steve Augeri and how its only remaining original member played with Santana.

5: This pop group’s greatest hits like “Open Arms,” and “Don’t Stop Believin’,” were sung by Steve Perry.


Answer: Journey
6. Name these things dealing with the possibility of intelligent extraterrestrial civilizations, FTP each:

A. His namesake paradox is simplified with the phrase “Where are they?” asking that if the Galaxy is filled with intelligent and technological civilizations, why haven’t they come to us yet?


Answer: Enrico Fermi or Fermi paradox

B. This equation, developed by its namesake in 1961, attempts to estimate the number of intelligent species in the Galaxy by accounting for the rate of star formation, the fraction of stars which have planets, the number of habitable planets per solar system, the fraction of those planets on which life arises, and three other quantitites.


Answer: Drake equation

C. The Drake equation is also known by this name coming from the observatory at which Frank Drake came up with it.


Answer: Greenbank equation

7. Name these Calderon de la Barca works, FTP each:

A. The title character is Don Diego, whose deceit is revealed by the end, allowing Maria and Juan de Medrano to marry.


Answer: The Mock Astrologer or El astrologo fingido
B. Calderon finished and reworked this Lope de Vega play, which includes the Don Quixote/Sancho Panza-like pair in Don Mendo and Nuno and the arrival of Philip II into the titular town at the end.


Answer: The Mayor of Zalamea or El alcalde de Zalamea
C. Calderon’s most famous work, it details the struggle of the Segismundo, who is imprisoned at the hands of his father, King Basilio.


Answer: Life Is a Dream or La vida es sueno
8. Name these things about civil rights leader A. Phillip Randolph, FTP each:

A. In 1925 Randolph organized this union, the first union of predominantly black workers to be granted a charter by the AFL.


Answer: Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters
B. Randolph was one of the chief organizers of the march on Washington D.C. in this year, in which more than 200,000 people marched for civil rights.


Answer: 1963
C. Randolph’s earlier 1941 threat of a march on the capital to protest unfair hiring by defense contractors prompted FDR to create this agency to enforce equal hiring policy.


Answer: Fair Employment Practices Committee or FEPC

9. Name these Neoclassical sculptors, FTP each:

A. He did a colossal marble nude of Napoleon as a victorious and peace-giving Mars and also executed a sculpture of the emperor’s sister, Pauline Borghese as Venus.


Answer: Antonio Canova
B. His famous portrait sculptures include Voltaire Seated and his George Washington, which stands at the Virginia State Capitol.


Answer: Jean-Antoine Houdon
C. This Englishman honed his skills in Rome for seven years while traveling with the Royal Academy and produced his Death of Germanicus in the Eternal City.


Answer: Thomas Banks
10. Name these figures involved with the Ring of the Niebelungs, FTP each:

A. This dragon, who guarded the Nibelungs’ hoard of gold and the ring, was slain by Sigurd.


Answer: Fafnir
B. Before Fafnir the ring was in the possession of this dwarf, who was duped out of it by a Norse god.

C. This Norse trickster god was the one who duped Andvari out of the ring.

A. His 1840 novel Voyage to Icaria depicted an ideal commonwealth and inspired a group of followers known as the Icarians to found communities in Fannin County, Texas and Nauvoo, Illinois.


Answer: Etienne Cabet
B. At the age of 16 he came to the U.S. to fight in the Revolution and would articulate many of the ideas of modern socialism in his adult work Le nouveau Christianisme, or The New Christianity.


Answer: Claude Henri de Rouvroy Saint-Simon
C. In his Theory of the Four Movements he depicted an ideal state that would be accomplished by dividing society into cooperative units known as phalanxes.


Answer: (Francois Marie) Charles Fourier
12. Name these things about aromatic compounds, FTP each:

A. This indicator of aromaticity simply states that if a compound possesses 4n plus 2 pi electrons, then it is aromatic.


Answer: Huckel’s rule

B. This is the common name of three linked benzene rings, basically the next level up from naphthalene.


Answer: anthracene
C. This is the common name of a benzene ring with a mono-substituted NH2 molecule.


Answer: aniline

Answer: Knut Hamsun or Knut Pedersen
C. The Hamsun novel that recounts Thomas Glahn’s retrospective narrative of his life and adventures in the Norwegian woods.


Answer: Pan: From the Papers of Lieutenant Thomas Glahn
14. Name these relatives of Catherine de’Medici, FTP each:

A. This successor to Catherine’s oldest child, Francis II, was king at the time of the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre.


Answer: Charles IX
B. To solidify relations with the Spanish, Catherine had this daughter of hers marry Phillip II of Spain.


Answer: Elizabeth of Valois
C. Catherine’s puppet in organizing the St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre was this Valois king of France.


Answer: Henri III [he was Catherine’s third and youngest son]

15. Name these late 20th-century experiments in opera, FTP each:

A. This Philip Glass opera depicts the early struggles of Mahatma Gandhi and incorporates passages from the Bhagavad-Gita sung in Sanskrit.


Answer: Satyagraha
B. John Corigliano created an opera buffa based on a Beaumarchais work with this 1991 opera that features the spirits of Marie Antoinette, Figaro, and Almaviva among others.


Answer: The Ghosts of Versailles
C. This 1987 opera combines minimalist techniques with a formal ballet and coloratura display aria.  By the way it was composed by John Adams.


Answer: Nixon in China
16. His major works include Essays on the Intellectual Powers of Man and Essays on the Active Powers of Man.  FTP each, name:

A. This 18th-century founder of the Scottish, or common-sense, school of philosophy.


Answer: Thomas Reid
B. The author of A Treatise of Human Nature and An Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding whose skepticism Thomas Reid attempted to counter.


Answer: David Hume
C. The man contemporaneous with Hume and Reid whose 1785 Principles of Moral and Political Philosophy first clearly enunciated the utilitarian doctrine.


Answer: William Paley
17. Identify these spaces, FTP each:

A. Albert Einstein adapted this concept of a four dimensional space which combined the three spatial dimensions with time for his general theory of relativity.

Answer: Minkowski space

B. The “physical” version of this space, which plays a role in quantum mechanics, is defined as the space of functions that can be either normalized to unity or to the Dirac delta function.

Answer: Hilbert space

C. For a matrix A and an arbitrary vector x, this vector space is defined as consisting of all the solutions to A times x equals zero.

Answer: Null space

18. Name these Cavalier writers, FTP each:

A. His fictional medieval land of Poictesme appears in an 18-volume novel series of which the two best-known members are The Cream of the Jest and a more famous 1919 novel subtitled, “A Comedy of Justice.”


Answer: James Branch Cabell (the more famous novel is Jurgen)

B. He writes about his depression in A Darkness Visible, though better-known are Sophie’s Choice and The Confessions of Nat Turner.


Answer: William Styron
C. This writer of the collection of verse April Twilight and the group of stories Troll Garden, was born in Winchester, Virginia.


Answer: Willa Sibert Cather
19. Name these explorers of the South Pacific, FTP each:

A. In 1644, on his second voyage, he sailed into Torres Strait and followed Australia’s coast to 22 degrees south latitude.  This happened twelve years after he joined the Dutch East India Company.


Answer: Abel Janszoon Tasman
B. Tasman gained his first appointment from this governor-general of the company.  In his honor, Tasman named an island after him in November 1642, though that island now bears the name of Tasmania.


Answer: Anton van Diemen
C. This British explorer charted Australia’s coastline starting in a counterclockwise direction from the Great Barrier Reef in 1801.


Answer: Matthew Flinders
20. Name these U.S. National Parks, FTP each:

A. Its notable peaks include Bunsen Peak and Mt. Washburn.  It is divided into zones centered around Canyon Lodge and Lake Lodge among others, and also of note is Lamar Valley in the northeast.


Answer: Yellowstone National Park

B. It includes the namesake fjord, most of the slopes of Mt. Fairweather, and the U.S. portion of the Alsek River.


Answer: Glacier Bay National Park

C. Its principal feature is the namesake canyon carved by the Virgin River.  Also of note are the Great White Throne, Emerald Pool, and Weeping Rock.


Answer: Zion National Park
