Round #9 – Tossups

1. After the successive rules of Malric and Almaric, this title was disputed for 20 years before it passed into the hands of Guy de Lusignan.  The Lusignan family continued to claim it until the late 15th-century, but they would do so from Cyprus.  Guy was stripped of it at Hattin in 1187 when he was defeated by Saladin, and it virtually ceased to exist.  Its most notable possessors were Baldwin I and II, who consolidated their borders and had relative peace.  First conferred upon Godfrey of Bouillon, who accepted a crown but not the designation, this was, FTP, what monarchial title over the holiest of Middle Eastern cities?

Answer: king of Jerusalem
2. In 1965 Robert Holley and colleagues were the first completely sequence this molecule.  Also, several compounds unique to them were detected including inosinic acid, hypoxanthine, and pseudouridine.  Activation of them results in the formation of an acyladenylic acid, and it is now known that all of them possess a “p, Cp, Cp, A” sequence a their three prime end, and their D-loop and variable loop are just part of their accepted cloverleaf shape.  Their primary part is the anticodon end that binds an amino acid and transports it to the appropriate location on the ribosome. FTP, name this type of RNA.

Answer:
tRNA or transfer RNA (do not prompt on “RNA”)

3. We know that the character whose picture is displayed on the mantle worked for the telephone company and has not been seen in several years.  The central character, who was nicknamed “Blue Roses” as a child, has a mother who wants to marry her off and who sells newspaper subscriptions for extra money to attract suitors.  One prospect is Jim O’Connor, a friend of Tom’s, who actually has a serious girlfriend.  By the play’s end Tom has abandoned his family like his father, but can forget the guilty memories of his crippled sister.  FTP, name this play about Laura Wingfield and her collection of figurines, a work by Tennessee Williams.


Answer: The Glass Menagerie
4. In May of last year he won in consecutive weeks in April and May at Atlanta and Houston.  His brother John, who taught him the sport, is now the assistant tennis coach at the University of Georgia.  This year he has won three more times and extended his contract with Reebok as he is their biggest contract men’s player.  He is the second highest ranked American on the ATP tour, behind only Andre Agassi.  FTP, name this 19-year-old from Omaha seen as the next big hope for American tennis.


Answer: Andy Roddick
5. The staunchest opponent was Senator Theodore Frelinghuysen of New Jersey, who questioned “the obligations of our justice.  Nevertheless, it passed the Senate narrowly and passed 102 to 97 in the House.  The government quickly began enforcing it by bribes of money and land despite the fact that its validity was questioned soon after due to the Supreme Court’s decision in Worcester v. Georgia.  FTP, name this 1830 law that allowed the president to exchange lands west of the Mississippi for those in the south, thereby resettling five Indian tribes and causing the Trail of Tears.


Answer: Indian Removal Act  

6. The primary mathematical portion of this hypothesis is one minus the quantity “v” squared over “c” squared close quantity and taking the square root of that value.  It was first put forward in an attempt to explain the negative result of the Michelson-Morley experiment.  Einstein showed that it is due not to the actual deformation of the body in question, but to the equivalence of the two systems.  Independently discovered by Fitzgerald, FTP, identify this foreshortening of a moving body in the direction of its motion, a hypothesis named for the Dutchman who presented it.

Answer:
Lorentz contraction or Lorentz-Fitzgerald contraction (acc. early Fitzgerald contraction)

7. Well into this novel we learn that Jacky once worked as a prostitute in Cyprus where she once serviced a central character.  Much later Charles is sent to prison for beating another character, who dies as a result, thus never living to see his son inherit the titular location.  The novel begins with a failed romance and the resultant separation of Paul and Helen, whose families finally reconcile and even join by marriage with the union of Margaret and Henry.  FTP, name this novel which features the poor Leonard Bast, the upper crust Wilcoxes and Schlegels, and the titular estate and which was written by E.M. Forster.


Answer: Howard’s End
8. Lake Yojoa lies in the western part of this country, whose main waterways are the Ulua, Aguan, and Chamelecon Rivers.  Its southern portion is dominated by the Cordillera Comayuga range, and the northeast is home to the massive Rio Platano Biosphere Reserve.  The Bay Islands lie off its northern coast and to the east of its namesake gulf, which is an inlet of the Caribbean.  FTP, name this Central American country, the eastern neighbor of El Salvador and northern neighbor of Nicaragua.


Answer: Honduras
9. The subject’s reflection can partly be seen in the wood table upon which he is leaning.  On the left of the table is a pencil and a couple of engraving tools, and on the right on a brown cushion is a silver teapot or lamp, which is clasped in the subject’s left hand.  That subject is wearing a puffy white shirt under a gray vest and holds his hand to his chin looking thoughtfully but directly at the viewer.  This portrait was painted circa 1768 and now rests in Boston’s Museum of Fine Arts.  FTP, name this portrait painted by John Singleton Copley of a famous Revolutionary War hero.


Answer: Paul Revere
10. Some of its parts included the Third Barrier Treaty and the Treaty of Rastatt.  One of its major provisions recognized Victor Amadeus II as king of Savoy, while in another part France was forced to cede its portion of the Netherlands to Austria and England gained Gibraltar and Minorca.  Another section was the Treaty of Baden, which was concluded between Holy Roman Emperor Charles VI and Louis XIV, while England gained Newfoundland and Acadia.  These were some of the measures resulting from what series of treaties between 1713 and 1715 that concluded the War of the Spanish Succession.

11. For an operator T in a complex, finite dimensional, non-zero vector space V, this property does not depend on V because the characteristic polynomial does not depend on a choice of basis.  Defined as the negative of the coefficient of the second highest term in the characteristic polynomial of the operator T, it also equals the sum of the eigenvalues of T, counting multiplicity.  FTP, identify this value, which, for a square matrix, also equals the sum of the number on the right diagonal?

Answer: trace
12. This drama was based on a historical novel of the same name by the Abbe de Saint-Real.  Domingo the confessor proves the source of some damaging information, which is obtained after a spurned Princess de Eboli agrees to be the king’s mistress.  A side plot concerns the governorship of Flanders, which is given to the Duke de Alva, but the central scheme is for the title character to win Elizabeth de Valois.  In this he is helped by his friend the Marquis de Posa, the true hero, who vainly sacrifices his own life.  FTP, name this 1787 drama about the titular Spanish prince, a work by Friedrich Schiller.


Answer: Don Carlos
13. The titular tale is not explored until the final section, which is followed by an Appendix in which the author examines the works of Franz Kafka.  The author describes the fundamental conflict between what we want from the universe and what we find amidst the formless chaos in such sections as “Kirilov,” “Ephemeral Creation,” and “Don Juanism.”  Its central concern is what the author calls “the absurd,” and ends by describing the ideal absurd hero and his perpetual struggle.  FTP, name this long essay in which the titular Greek sop is used to make a point and which was written by Albert Camus.


Answer: The Myth of Sisyphus or Le Mythe de Sisyphe
14. The daily liturgy includes the recitation of Hallel, the musaf service, and the circumambulation of the synagogue dais.  This happens seven times on the seventh day and is known as the Hoshana Rabba.  This holiday begins on the fifteenth day of Tishri and the dwellings inhabited by the Jews during the Exodus are the inspiration for its traditional hut of branches.  FTP, name this Jewish Feast of Booths.

Answer: Sukkot or Sukkoth
15. In Macaulay’s History of England he is described as having a “short neck, his forehead low as that of a baboon, his purple cheeks, and his monstrous length of chin.”  For a four-year period before his imprisonment he parlayed his treachery into large pension and residence at Whitehall Palace.  However, he would be freed by William III following the Glorious Revolution.  He had initially given false information regarding a plan to place James, Duke of York, in the throne in place of Charles II.  FTP, name this inventor and chief conspirator of the Popish Plot.


Answer: Titus Oates
16. This property is measured by the Jones vector, and is said to be elliptical if the Jones vector contains a non-real entry.  The circular form may be created by shining light perpendicularly onto a doubly refractive quarter-wave plate, while the linear form results when light is shone off a plane surface at the Brewster angle.  According to the Faraday effect, an external magnetic field alters, FTP, what property of light waves in which the electric field points in a specified direction, which was exploited in cameras made by Edwin Land?


Answer: polarization
17. In successive stanzas the poet makes references to nature’s attractions like “Crossing the stripling Thames at Bab-lock-hithe, standing “above Godstow Bridge,” and being present at “some lone homestead in the Cumner hills.”  The title character explains his new life to old colleagues in an episode drawn from a passage in Glanvil’s Vanity of Dogmatizing.  We see the value of his being forced to leave Oxford due to poverty and the education he has received since, leading to the dualistic title role he assumes.  FTP, name this long poem by Matthew Arnold.


Answer: “The Scholar-Gypsy”

18. As Scene 2 opens a young shepherd passes, singing a pastoral tune, “Frau Holda kam aus dem Berg hervor,” while the third and final act contains the famous “Ode to the Evening Star.”  The overture begins with the Pilgrims’ Chorus and contains a hymn to Venus, and much of the opera is set in Thuringia at the beginning of the 19th-century.  The plot revolves around the love for Hermann’s niece by the title character, who is helped by Wolfram von Eschenbach.  FTP, name this opera set in Wartburg, an opera about a minstrel knight by Richard Wagner.

Answer: Tannhauser 

19. He peed in his pants when confronted by Mist Calf, a clay giant with whom he was to duel.  This happened well after his murder of Hrungnir made Geirrod desirous of his death.  He was trapped after the duel but was freed by his own son with the giantess Jarnsaxa, a giant boy named Magni.  This son of the earth goddess Forgyn possessed two goats named Tooth-grinder and Tooth-gnasher and a tool fashioned by Brok and Etri.  FTP, name this husband of Sif and owner of Mjollnir, the Norse thunder god.


Answer: Thor
20. Calvin Coolidge called him back to civil service in 1927 as a special commissioner to Nicaragua to mediate a civil dispute, which he did successfully.  For the next two years he served as governor general of the Philippines, taking a hard line based on his experience as Taft’s secretary of war.  In the 30s he put forth his namesake doctrine, which stated that the U.S. would not recognize any agreement that impaired U.S. treaty rights.  FTP, name this man who served as Hoover’s secretary of state and FDR’s secretary of war, best-known for his strong advocacy in the use of atomic power against Japan.


Answer: Henry Stimson

A. The efferent arteriole that extends from the glomerulus divides into this fine capillary network.


Answer: vasa recta
B. A nephron consists of this bulb, which embraces a glomerulus and leads into a long coiled tube.

C. The waste fluid, after passing through the collecting duct, leaves the kidney via this duct to the bladder.

C. This title character was “a child . . . in a kingdom by the sea” and the poets darling, darling, his life, and his bride.

4. Name these architects of the English Gothic revival, FTP each:

A. Jansen’s History of Art describes this man’s Royal Pavilion at Brighton as “a cream-puff version of the Taj Mahal.”  He also designed Trafalgar Square and helped in the redesign of Buckingham Palace.


Answer: John Nash
B. He was the odd-man out at the time of the revival, but his major work, the Crystal Palace, is the best-known design of the period.


Answer: Sir Joseph Paxton
C. His major commissions, like the British Museum and King’s College, London were more classicist than later Gothic designs like Lowther and Eastnor Castles.


Answer: Sir Robert Smirke
5. She was the daughter of Izanagi and sister of Tsuki-yomi.  FTP each:

A. Name this supreme goddess of Shinto myth.


Answer: Amaterasu
B. Name Amaterasu’s brother, the sea-god.


Answer: Susanowo or Susa-no-o
C. The story of Amaterasu and Susanowo’s conception can be found in this most ancient Japanese book, whose name translates as “Notes on Ancient Matters.”


Answer: Kojiki
6. Name these acid-base theories, FTP each:

A. This theory states that acids are proton, or H plus, donors, and bases are proton acceptors. It is limited only to protic solvents.


Answer: Bronsted-Lowry
B. This theory states that acids are substances that ionize in aqueous solutions to give hydrogen ions, or H plus; and bases ionize to give hydroxide ions, or O-H minus.  It presents a problem if there is no water.


Answer: Arrhenius-Ostwald  (do not accept just “Ostwald”)

C. This theory states that bases are those substances that donate oxide ions, O two minus, while acids are those substances that accept oxide ions.  It is perhaps the most limited of the six major theories.


Answer: Lux-Flood

8. Name these things about slaves’ ability to fight in the Civil War:

A. For 5 points, In March 1865, this Confederate president signed a “Negro Soldier Law” authorizing the enlistment of slaves as soldiers.

18. Name these things dealing with Italian unification in the 19th-century, FTP each:

A. What was the Italian term for it, meaning “rising again?”
