Round 1 - Tossups
1. One is an allegorical play in which Tellus and her rival represent Mary Queen of Scots and Elizabeth and was written in 1591 by John Lyly.  The other includes lyrics such as the roundelay “O sorrow” in Book Four and the “Hymn to Pan” in Book One.  It intermingles the legends of Arethusa and Glaucus and Scylla with the title character, who is lured through “cloudy phantasms” and is the “brain-sick . . . prince” of Mt. Latmos.  FTP, name this title character of a four-book poem by Keats, the shepherd loved by the moon goddess Selene.


Answer: Endymion
2. It was proposed by one of the members of the Committee of Thirteen, though it was voted down seven to six, partly because Robert Toombs was persuaded to vote nay by his compatriot.  When taken to the senate floor, it failed by a vote of 25 to 23.  Among its measures was one stating that the other measures could never be overturned.  It set Maryland and Virginia as the benchmarks for determining the legality of slavery in the District of Columbia and proposed a total of six Constitutional amendments.  Its primary act was to extend the 36-30 line to the Pacific.  FTP, name this plan proposed by a Kentucky senator, a last-ditch attempt to avert the Civil War.


Answer: Crittenden Compromise

3. Disruptions in it can lead to the blindness of Kearns-Sayre syndrome or MERRF, myoclonic epilepsy and ragged red fiber disease.  A more common associated disorder is Leber’s hereditary optic neuropathy, which exhibits maternal inheritance and lesions within it.  In humans it is known to code for 13 proteins, 22 transfer RNAs, and 2 ribosomal RNAs and has been found to be particularly vulnerable to mutations.  FTP, identify this specific type of DNA, which is found in its namesake organelle.


Answer: mitochondrial DNA (prompt on “DNA”; accept just mitochondria after the mention of “organelle”)

4. Her sister is Iphthime and Athena takes that form to visit her in a dream and reassure her on the safety of her son.  In a different version of her tale she is the mother of the ancient hero Italus.  She was the daughter of Icarius, who offered her to anyone who could defeat him in a running contest, which her husband did.  Agelaus, Amphinomus, and the leader Antinous are among these she turns away daily be explaining that she must finish weaving a shroud for Laertes.  FTP, name this mother of Telemachus and faithful wife of Odysseus.


Answer: Penelope
5. Written while its author was working as editor of the Oakland Transcript, it went through more than 100 editions.  Its author elaborated its thesis in six successive books, as well as in his own weekly, The Standard.  One of its central tenets is that in heavily populated areas, the increasing value of terrain can be attributed to the community, not the landholder.  It defines rent as the price that labor must pay for the opportunity to use its own power, which is caused by social progress promoting an unequal distribution of wealth.  The offered solution to this inequality is a single land tax in, FTP, what economic treatise by Henry George.


Answer: Progress and Poverty
6. It is prefaced by a note from the title character to the author.  That title character, after eloping, flees to her Aunt Lita’s house out of fear of her authoritarian mother Rozilda.  Each of its volumes is prefaced with a recipe, and the title character, a gifted cook, sets up a culinary school for women in Bahia.  The novel begins with the death of Vadinho, and it is not until halfway through that we meet Teodoro Madureiras who, though he is kind, cannot offer the sexual satisfaction that Vadinho could, which leads to an element of the supernatural in the marriage bed.  FTP, name this work about the titular cook and her disparate husbands, a work by Jorge Amado.


Answer: Dona Flor and Her Two Husbands
7. In 1782 John Lucas discovered her coffin and found her body in such good condition that he cut off some of her hair and some moist intact flesh from one of her arms.  This happened at Sudeley Castle, the home of her fourth husband, Thomas Seymour, Baron of Sudeley.  She appointed Roger Ascham to tutor two of her stepchildren, both of whom she had raised as Protestants.  Upon the death of Edward VI, she married Edward’s uncle but died a year later in 1548.  FTP, name this woman, Henry VIII’s sixth and final wife.


Answer: Catherine Parr
8. The Wigner-Eckart theorem gives a formal expression of its conservation. Clebsch-Gordon coefficients are commonly used when this quantity is added. For a spherically symmetric potential, its expectation value must be constant in time. For an isolated system, the Hamiltonian is invariant under rotations, so this quantity is conserved. FTP, name this quantity which comes in orbital and spin varieties.


Answer: angular momentum

9. Its opening movement begins with a funeral march in C minor, before taking up a second subject in C major.  The work continues on to the composer’s setting of the song “St. Anthony of Padua’s Sermon to the Fishes, “ and then in the fourth movement, the song “Primeval Light” is presented.  Its first three movements are purely instrumental, while the last two also call for vocal forces.  The finale is joined in the chorus by soprano and alto soloists in the Klopstock ode that gives this work its nickname.  FTP, name this Mahler symphony, whose theme is expressed by the intonation near the end to “Arise.”


Answer: Resurrection symphony or Mahler’s Second Symphony, in C Minor (do not need composer’s name after it is mentioned)

10. Its London headquarters were donated by the late Sir Henry Manners.  The American branch was founded in the 1770s by Sir Patrick Clemens and his mistress, Diana Knight.  Later minor members included Frederick Van Roehm and Emmanuel Da Costa.  It was ruled by the Lords Cardinal, whose constituents, including Harry Leland and Jason Wyngarde, aka Mastermind, are now mostly dead.  Headed primarily by White Queen Emma Frost and Black King Sebastian Shaw, FTP, name this exclusive club of evil mutants, featured prominently in the 1980s X-Men comics.


Answer: the Hellfire Club
11. This novel’s title character is set up as a polar opposite of Dewitt Tubbs, seeing himself more in the vein of Gustaf Sondelius or Terry Wickett, who becomes his friend by the end.  He leaves his second wife, Joyce Lanyon, in a similar manner to his ending of his engagement to Madeleine Fox, whom he’d met at Winnemac University.  His first wife, Leora Tozer, accompanies him to conduct research on St. Hubert, where he hopes to isolate a bacteriophage to cure the plague.  FTP, name this novel about the wanderings of the titular doctor, a work by Sinclair Lewis.


Answer: Arrowsmith
12. He composed his major work from memories of his thesis research while living in prisoner-of-war camps in Mainz and Lubeck.  His philosophical of history utilizes a three-tiered chronological approach divided into immobile environmental time, the medium time of societies, and the short time of discrete events.  His massive three-volume Civilization and Capitalism was not as revolutionary as the total approach he used in The Mediterranean and the Mediterranean World in the Age of Philip II.  FTP, name this structuralist French historian, the leader of the Annales school of history.


Answer: Fernand Braudel

13. Its namesake coefficient, and hence this value, can be calculated using the DMW equation.  It is linearly related to concentration through its namesake “capacity” which, with the volume of a phase, can be used to determine its total value for a phase.  Initially identified to make the expression for the chemical potential of real gases look like that of an ideal gas system, FTP, name this quantity that has units of pressure and is equal to pressure in an ideal gas system.


Answer: fugacity
14. The central figure appears in various times in red, yellow, and even white chairs.  The majority of the series depicting him can be found, strangely enough, in the Des Moines Art Center in Iowa.  In a couple of the series he wears glasses, and in all of the versions his robes are mostly purple.  In different canvases his figure is included amongst X-ray visions, legs of meat, and screaming faces.  Inspired by a famous 1650 portrait of this figure, the new artist completed a series of him in 1953.  FTP, this is what 17th-century pope gruesomely depicted by Francis Bacon?


Answer: Innocent X
15. This philosophical work argues that the symbols of human discourse are the elements of man’s experience.  To prepare himself for the central statement, the author takes on the title attitude and claims that “Nothing given exists.”  To explain that statement he offers a conception of the given, or theory of essences.  It was initially intended as an introductory work, so the author offered a more comprehensive four-volume study to elaborate on the terms of “essence,” “matter,” and “truth.”  FTP, name this 1923 work that claims that all knowledge is the faith that certain elements are the signs of things and events, a work by George Santayana.


Answer: Scepticism and Animal Faith
16. He spent his later years with the duchess of Marlborough, with whom he had a child, Lady Mary Godolphin, who inherited his estate.  After his first play, the poet Thomas Southerne, pronounced him poet laureate, yet after his last play, Jeremy Collier famously criticized him and he stopped writing.  His most popular play during his life told of Valentine’s pursuit of Angelica, while his best play contains the villain Fainall and centers on Mirabell’s desire to wed Mrs. Millamant.  FTP, name this playwright of The Old Bachelor, The Double Dealer, and The Way of the World.


Answer: William Congreve
17. The second major conflict there saw Himilco’s besieging fleet completely destroyed by Leptinus.  The third saw a pro-Carthaginian faction under Hippocrates besieged by a Roman fleet under Appius Claudius and a land army under Marcellus.  The most important campaign fought there saw the arrival of Demosthenes with reinforcements, who were unable to overcome the efficiency of the Spartan Gylippus.  Demosthenes’ indecisiveness coupled with that of Nicias led to their defeat and beheading.  Thus ended the two year campaign, from 415-413 BC, and with it Athens’ fate was sealed in the Peloponnesian War.  FTP, name this city on Sicily that was the site of these battles.


Answer: Syracuse (prompt on “Sicily” before it is mentioned)

18. For timescales longer than the Maxwell time, this is the dominant response in a viscoelastic material. This slowest unconsolidated mass movement is the downhill movement of debris.  In metals it occurs under load at high temperatures. Unusually low normal stresses or the presence of very ductile or weak material can result in, FTP, what slow, continuous deformation along a fault, sometimes called aseismic slip?


Answer: creep (prompt on “aseismic slip”)

19. It was dramatized by G.S. Densmore in 1874 and revised by the author the same year.  The author later changed the protagonist’s name to Mulberry in its sequel, The American Claimant.  A subplot is concerned with the affair of Philip Sterling and the Quaker Ruth Bolton, whereas the central trysts involve Harry Brierly, Colonely Selby, and the adopted daughter of Squire Hawkins, Laura.  Laura's murder of Selby occurs after much of the get-rich-quick schemes of Colonel Sellers, which are at the heart of this novel, have transpired.  FTP, identify this 1873 novel co-written by Mark Twain, whose title has now come to identify the post-Civil War period.


Answer: The Gilded Age: A Tale of To-day
20. It initially consisted of a preamble and a set of 11 articles.  Its chief influence chose to use the word “combination” rather than government in tribute to the multi-town cooperative system on which it was based.  The first codification was largely the result of John Haynes, who then became the first governor, though it would be superseded not long after, in 1662.  It was primarily constructed and written by Roger Ludlow with major contributions from leaders in Wethersfield and Windsor and of course, Thomas Hooker.  FTP, name this basic law of the early Connecticut colony.


Answer: Fundamental Orders

1. Name these amino acids from some interesting facts, FTP each:

A. It is the simplest amino acid and the only one without any stereoisomers.


Answer: glycine
B. It is the only amino acid that has the ability to easily cross the blood-brain barrier.  It is a monoamide of another amino acid and together they are responsible for the vast majority of amino nitrogen in the brain.


Answer: glutamine (do not accept “glutamic acid”)

C. It is the precursor to citrulline, glutamic acid, and proline and plays a primary role in the urea cycle.  Another role is that of being an intermediate in arginine biosynthesis, but that is due to its participation in the urea cycle.


Answer: ornithine
2. Name these military theorists, FTP each:

A. He served for twelve years as director of the Prussian War College in Berlin and his three-volume masterpiece On War appeared posthumously in 1833.


Answer: Karl von Clausewitz
B. Serving under Marshal Ney for much of the Napoleonic Wars, this man fought for Russia from 1813 onward out of anger at being slighted for a promotion.  His Summary of the Art of War is now considered to be a complete statement of the obvious.


Answer: Antoine-Henri Jomini
C. He wrote Elements of Military Art and Science in 1846 and a translation of Jomini that was used at West Point in the years before the Civil War.  From July 1862, until his replacement by Grant, he was General in Chief of the Union armies.


Answer: Henry W. Halleck
3. Name these Catholic poets, FTP each:

A. He became a Roman Catholic in 1685 and wrote The Hind and the Panther two years later as a defense of his new faith.


Answer: John Dryden
B. He burned all his poems upon entering the Jesuit order in 1868 but luckily for you poems like “The Wreck of the Deutschland” and “The Windhover” were written after that time.


Answer: Gerard Manley Hopkins
C. The Roman Catholicism of his family was a major influence on the two collections of verse, Heavensgate and Limits, that appeared during this poet’s life.


Answer: Christopher Okigbo
4. Name these things about everyone’s favorite actor Rudy Ray Moore, FTP each:

A. Moore is best known for creating this blaxploitation hero in 1975, who is freed from prison so he can find the drug-dealing, gun-smuggling crooks that framed him.  Of course, to do this he has to employ an all-girl army of kung fu killers and an Elton John-like wardrobe.


Answer: Dolemite
B. Moore appears as Dolemite on a hilarious insult laden track on this rapper’s third album Taste of Chocolate.  His best raps include “Smooth Operator” and “I Get the Job Done.”


Answer: Big Daddy Kane or Antonio Hardy
C. Moore had a small role in this 1997 flick starring Halle Berry as one of a pair of homegirls who plan to con millionaire Martin Landau out of his money.  Of course everyone learns a happy lesson by the end.


Answer: B*A*P*S [meaning “Black American Princesses; do not accept that or prompt on it]

5. Name these art terms from the Italian, FTP each:

A. Literally “softness” or “tenderness,” it is used to describe the soft blending of tones in painting.  Correggio is often used as the prototypical example.


Answer: morbidezza [MOR-buh-DETZ-uh]

B. Fans of Lillian Hellman might be familiar with this term that refers to evidence that an artist changed his mind, or made a mistake, and tried to conceal it by painting over it.


Answer: pentimento
C. It is the term for the naked, chubby babies that cavort through Italian paintings, especially from the 15th-century onward.


Answer: putti [plural] or putto

A. This man, who ruled as king of Italy from 493 to 526 and established his capital at Ravenna.


Answer: Theodoric the Great

B. The historian, who served as quaestor and consul under Theodoric.  His Chronicon is a history of mankind till 519 and his Variae is a compilation of official documents prepared by him under several Ostrogothic kings.


Answer: Magnus Aurelius Cassiodorus
C. The German translator of Cassiodorus who is more famous for his History of Rome, which led to a Nobel in Literature.


Answer: Theodor Mommsen
8. His works of note include the short stories in Life in the Fields and Mastro Don-Gesualdo, written in the verismo style he popularized.  FTP each:

A. Name this Italian writer.


Answer: Giovanni Verga
B. Giovanni Verga’s greatest novel is this one set in the village of Aci Trezza and concerning the titular’s family’s struggles in maintaining their position and possession of the “house by the medlar tree.”


Answer: I Malavoglia or The Malvoglia (do not accept “The House by the Medlar Tree,” which despite being a common English translation, is mentioned in the question)

C. Verga went back and dramatized this short story of his, which was turned into a popular Italian opera.


Answer: Cavalliera Rusticana or Rustic Chivalry
9. Name these figures related to Ahab, FTP each:

A. Ahab was the son of this king of Israel who first chose Samaria to be his capital.


Answer: Omri
B. Ahab’s murder of this vineyard owner, which is described in First Kings, and his veneration of Baal earned the ire of Elijah.


Answer: Naboth
C. Ahab married this Tyrian princess who instigated the murder of Naboth and who would later be murdered by Jesu.


Answer: Jezebel
10. Name these orchestral suites, FTP each:

A. This large orchestral suite by Rimsky-Korsakov was inspired by The Thousand and One Nights.


Answer: Scheherezade
B. George Bizet composed two suites by this name as incidental music to a play by Alphonse Daudet.  The second of them contains a minuet from Bizet’s opera The Fair Maid of Perth.


Answer: L’Arlesienne
C. He composed a series of notable suites for the harpsichord as well the operas Hippolyte et Aricie and Castor et Pollux.

11. Consider the humble chain, and answer these questions about it, FTP each:

A. A chain hanging under its own weight will form this curve, described by the hyperbolic cosine.


Answer: catenary
B. When under load, as in a suspension bridge, a chain will instead form this curve.


Answer: parabola
C. If a chain is hung from the roof of a subway car accelerating at 1/2 the acceleration of gravity, what angle will it make with the ceiling?


Answer: 60 degrees or pi/3
12. Name these things about a 20th-century American political figure, FTP each:

A. As a senator from Alabama from 1926 till 1937, he sponsored various New Deal legislative measures including the Fair Labor Standards Act.  He accepted a more famous post in 1937.


Answer: Hugo la Fayette Black
B. Hugo Black wrote the majority opinion in this 1963 case in which the Court ruled that local governments must provide attorneys for all poor defendants charged with serious crimes.


Answer: Gideon v. Wainwright
C. Black later dissented in this case in which the Court ruled that prohibiting distribution of contraceptives violated a married couple’s constitutional right to privacy.


Answer: Griswold v. Connecticut
13. Name these men who have written on Henrik Ibsen, FTP each:

A. This transplanted Pole and author of the critical study Shakespeare, Our Contemporary offered a sexual analysis of Hedda Gabler’s pistols as symbolic of Hedda’s masculinity and frigidity.


Answer: Jan Kott
B. He wrote the landmark book The Quintessence of Ibsenism, which you should all read, possibly after reading some of his plays, including Arms and the Man and Pygmalion.


Answer: George Bernard Shaw
C. This writer of St. John’s Eve and The Pretenders is the preeminent authority on Ibsen, particularly for several annotated editions of the Norwegian’s most famous plays.


Answer: Henrik Ibsen

14. Name these magical objects from Norse myth, FTP each:

A. This necklace of Freya’s was crafted by four dwarfs with such artistry that it glittered like a constellation of stars in the night sky.

C. Neihardt’s best-known work is his biography of this Ogallala Sioux figure, who was present at Custer’s Last Stand and at Wounded Knee.  The story is actually told by the title character and Neihardt simply records it.


Answer: Black Elk
16. Name these rivers of France, FTP each:

A. This river of central France flows west for 483 miles before entering the Gironde estuary along with the Garonne.


Answer: Dordogne
B. This longest river in the country rises in the southeast and flows approximately 1,400 miles before emptying into the Bay of Biscay.


Answer:
Loire
C. This river in the northeast flows generally west and joins the Seine just before Paris.  Chalons, the capital of its namesake Department, sits on its banks which saw two major World War I battles.

17. Name these things concerning Laplace’s work in astronomy, FTP each:

A. Laplace modified Kant’s work on this hypothesis for the origin of the solar system from an interstellar gas cloud.

Answer: nebular hypothesis
B. Laplace arrived at this distance by setting the escape velocity of a body equal to the speed of light.

Answer: Schwarzschild radius
C. Laplace accounted for this slight motion of the Moon which allows 59% of its surface to be viewed at one time or another.


Answer: libration

18. Name these British rebellions, FTP each:

A. Started in opposition to Richard II’s poll tax in 1381, it was also known by the name of its leader, Wat Tyler.  The name refers to the class that rose up in revolt.


Answer: Peasants’ Revolt

B. Named for the family that rebelled against King Henry IV, its primary conflict occurred at Shrewsbury in 1403.  Harry Hotspur, a member of that family, joined Owen Glendower at Shrewsbury but was killed by an arrow.


Answer: Percy’s Rebellion

C. It began in May 1450 as a protest against the cruelty of Henry VI’s nobles.  It was named after its leader, who also called himself John Mortimer.


Answer: Jack Cade’s Rebellion

19. Name these novels of Don DeLillo, FTP each:

A. Gary Harkness’ musings on the nuclear age form the basis for this novel that uses football and the fictional West Texas Logos College as its framework.


Answer: End Zone
B. It begins with a fabulous chapter set during the Giants-Dodgers “Shot Heard Round the World” game, before introducing us to Nick Shay and Klara Sax and then telling the tale of Cold War America through reverse chronology.


Answer: Underworld
C. DeLillo read extensively on complex mathematics, physics, and astronomy before writing this novel centering the genius Billy and his attempts to help some scientists communicate with aliens.  Along with The Names it is probably his most difficult novel to read.

20. Among his major works are the oratorio King David and the opera Judith.  FTP each:

A. Name this French composer.


Answer: Arthur Honegger
B. Name Arthur Honegger’s best known work, a musical depiction of a locomotive steam engine.


Answer: Pacific 231
C. Name Graham Greene’s fourth novel, his first major success.  During the writing of this novel, Greene obsessively listened to Honegger’s Pacific 231, which is partly reflected in the novel’s title.


Answer: Stamboul Train
