Round 11 – Tossups

1. This novel ends in the Luxembourg Gardens, which the ostensible female protagonist is visiting with her father.  A central incident is the car wreck on the way to the State University baseball game that brings all of the major characters together.  A series of violent acts ensue from the shooting of Tommy to the mob burning of Lee Goodwin.  Horace Benbow is unable to prove Goodwin’s innocence, but the real culprit dies anyway.  FTP, name this novel which includes the death of the villainous Popeye and feature the first appearance of Temple Drake, a work by William Faulkner.


Answer: Sanctuary
2. Its final years were marked by a struggle between Archbishop Trolle and Sture the Younger.  It was Sture’s nephew who finally dissolved it, using the void created by the election of Frederick of Holstein-Gottorp as king.  It was officially formed on the Trinity Sunday that saw the joint coronation of Erik of Pomerania.  Though it was the vision of Erik’s greataunt, Margaret I, who called a session of the three Rigsgraads to draw it up.  FTP, name this coalition established in 1397 that brought Denmark, Norway, and Sweden under one king until 1523.


Answer: Kalmar Union
3. Pasteur verified his suggestion that an asymmetry in aqueous molecules is the source of optical activity. He accompanied Gay-Lussac on the first balloon ascent undertaken for scientific purposes.  In addition, he investigated the optical difference of mica, and a common type of mica is named for him.  FTP, an equation for the magnetic field of a current element is named for what French physicist and Savart?


Answer: Jean-Baptiste Biot

4. The protagonist’s partner was played by Reni Santoni, who played Poppy on Seinfeld.  The star was offered the role of Axel Foley in Beverly Hills Cop but passed to star in this movie instead.  It was based on a novel entitled Fair Game, which was also the basis for the William Baldwin-Cindy Crawford movie of the same name.  Marketed with the tagline of “Crime is a disease. Meet the cure,” it has a title character who must protect Brigitte Nielsen from a serial killer and his gang. FTP, name this not so fine 1986 action flick starring Sylvester Stallone as Lieutenant Marion Cobretti.  


Answer: Cobra
5. Of in the far distant background in the right, a man is seen sitting erect on a horse in front of some white houses.  Other figures with horses work in the center background, but it is the title figures, each in a different bonnet -  one blue, one orange, and one taupe – that draw our attention.  The one on the right leans at a 45 degree angle, while th two on the left lean down perpendicular to the ground.  Inspired by worker’s around the artist’s new adopted home of Barbizon, this canvas first appeared in 1857.  FTP, name this Jean-Francois Millet depiction of some workers harvesting wheat.


Answer: The Gleaners or Les Glaneuses
6. The protagonist of this novel is first clued into his philosophy by the mechanic Pluchart.  Its tragedies including the starvation of Alzire, the crippling of Jeanlin, and the death of Zacharie, all of whom are brothers and sons of the man nicknamed Bonnemort.  The situation comes to a head when Hennebeau refuses to bargain on the conditions in Montsou, and it is pretty much only the protagonist, Etienne Lantier, who survives to continue his Marxist preaching.  FTP, name this novel based on the 1884 miner’s strike in France, a work by Emile Zola.


Answer: Germinal
7. Among those who funded him were the educator Franklin Sanborn and the manufacturer George Stearns.  These men were part of the so-called “Secret Six,” whose members, other than Thomas Wentworth Higginson, would deny any knowledge of his intentions.  This followed his creation of the Chatham Constitution in Canada.  His poorly conceived plan was exposed by a simple charge of marines led by J.E.B. Stuart and Robert E. Lee.  FTP, name this man who perpetrated the Pottawatomie Massacre and led a raid of Harper’s Ferry in 1859.


Answer: John Brown
8. It is secreted into the cytoplasm from the storage vesicles for it in the endoplasmic reticulum, and it controls paralbumin as well as troponin C.  When it combines with cyclic AMP, it forms an important secondary messenger complex, and cyclic AMP controls the channels allowing this element into the cell.  Also found in gap junctions, perhaps its most important role is the induction of muscle contraction.  FTP, name this biologically important element whose most familiar purpose may be its role in bone formation.

Answer: Calcium (prompt on “Ca”)

9. The most vitriolic reply to it came in the Prejudices, in a section about its “Professor” author and “the Cow,” which was written by H.L. Mencken.  It categorizes a woman’s work as creation by the manipulation of inanimate materials and man’s as the advent of nonindustrial employments by acts of exploit.  Its author attacked “atavistic cultural survivals” that perpetuated groups that arose in conjunction with the institution of ownership.  As a result, the poor struggle at industrial pursuits to support all of society, while the titular institution occupies itself with “conspicuous consumption.”  FTP, name this economic treatise by Thorstein Veblen.


Answer: The Theory of the Leisure Class
10. The composer’s theme is expressed in setting its tenor solo “Happily, as His suns fly” as a march with Turkish instruments prominently featured in the accompaniment.  Before the finale of the fourth movement a new subject, in the cellos and bases, is proclaimed and the baritone soloist abruptly exhorts “Friends, not these sounds.”  This 1824 work then descends into its famous poetic conclusion.  FTP, name this work that includes a setting of Schiller’s “Ode to Joy,” a symphony by Ludwig van Beethoven.


Answer: Choral symphony or Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony, in D Minor (do not need composer’s name after it is mentioned)

11. First and last name’s the same.  One’s first work was the story “The Man Who Wins,” which was followed by novels such as The Common Lot and Chimes, which were set at the University of Chicago where he taught for thirty years.  His most widely read novel though was The Master of the Inn.  The other’s religious poems are sometimes published separately as His Noble Numbers.  His frequently anthologized poems include “Delight in Disorder” and “Corinna’s Going a-Maying.”  FTP, name this poet of the collection Hesperides, which contains his “To the Virgins to Make Much of Time 


Answer: Robert Herrick (prompt for full name on partial answer)

12. The western section of the defenders’ front stretched to the Hun River, while the eastern portion was anchored in the Ta-lin Mountains.  Those positions deteriorated and after being forced back to the Kamalin Mountains and the Harbin road, retreat was ordered.  The initial problems came due to the ineptitude of the Cossack reconnaissance units, which Marshal Oyama used to get his Third and Second armies into the fray.  Continuing reinforcements from Port Arthur proved too much for General Kuropatkin to handle.  FTP, name this decisive 1905 land battle of the Russo-Japanese war.


Answer: Mukden
13. They commonly achieve a transient beta ratio of 11%.  Problems in these devices include kink instabilities, when helical bulges develop and the material touches a chamber wall, cooling quickly.  They are similar to stellarators, but make use of the plasma current to generate the helical component of the confining magnetic field.  FTP, identify these toroidal plasma fusion devices first suggested by Tamm and Sakharov.


Answer: tokamak

14. Its last several pages present the author’s modal argument for property dualism, expressed in an argument regarding the mind-body problem.  Another notable section is the discussion about the relationship of a priori and a posteriori beliefs in relation to their alethic properties, in which the author challenges the notion that a priori truths are necessary and a posteriori truths are contingent.  Its chief focus though is a theory of direct reference utilizing “rigid designators” and is a response to the descriptivism of Russell and Frege.  FTP, name this work initially presented as a series of three lectures at Princeton in 1970, the chief writing of Saul Kripke.


Answer: Naming and Necessity
15. The central character of this story has left New Orleans due to his poverty.  His luck changes with the discovery of an object, which he loans to Lieutenant G to observe.  That object, which he found on his near his residence on Sullivan’s Island, leads his unnamed friend and his servant Jupiter to question his sanity.  However, experiments with a piece of parchment and some ciphering lead him to discover the remains of Captain Kidd’s treasure.  FTP, name this short story concerning William Legrand’s use of the titular entomological artifact, a work by Edgar Allan Poe.


Answer: “The Gold Bug”

16. The wealthy widow Eliza Brown Jumel divorced him within a year because of his financial demands.  His daughter Theodosia died tragically at sea, during his period of financial difficulty upon his return from shame in 1812.  Initially implicated in scandal after being denounced by James Wilkinson, he was acquitted of treason three years after failing to be renominated for vice president.  FTP, name this first vice president of Thomas Jefferson, who famously dueled with and killed Alexander Hamilton.


Answer: Aaron Burr
17. One example of its use is in intravenous admixture solutions as it can predict such factors as the interplay of the fluid in which the drug is administered, whether the drug will remain in solution or precipitate, or the influence of the drug in solution.  To use it, the dissociation constant must be known and the logarithm to the base 10 of it is used.  Also, the concentration of the salt must be known, which is divided by the concentration of the acid.  It is found to be useful if the solutions aren’t too dilute and the pH is between 4-10.  FTP, name this equation useful in defining pH in a buffer system.

Answer:
Henderson-Hasselbach equation

18. Because of family trouble, he chose to conclude his life as king of Tiryns.  This followed his fulfilling prophecy at Larissa and his defeat of Phineus and a band of men to win his wife.  As an adult he accidentally gave rise to the vipers of the African desert, while as a youth he grew up on the island Seriphos, whose ruler Polydectes sent him on a famous quest.  The quest culminated in his killing of his grandfather Acrisius and his quiet life thereafter with Andromeda.  FTP, name this son of Danae who used the reflection of a shield to kill Medusa.


Answer: Perseus
19. The highest point in this state is El Pichaho del Diablo, which stands at 10,154 feet high.  Another important landmark is the Constituion de 1857 National Park, located in the Sierra de Juarez in the northern part of the state.  Major cities include Ensenada, a tourist resort, Tecate, known for its beers, and its capital, Mexicali.  FTP, name this Mexican state, whose most populous city is Tijuana and which is located on the peninsula for which it is named.

Answer: Baja California
20. Earnshaw’s theorem states that this condition can not exist for a particle under the influence of only electrostatic forces. When this condition holds, any sufficiently small displacement will result in simple harmonic motion, since the first derivative of the potential is zero and the second is positive. FTP, what is this type of equilibrium where any small displacement will tend to result in the particle returning to its initial position?


Answer: stable equilibrium (prompt on early buzz of “equilibrium”)
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Round 11 – Bonuses
1. With V.A. Pacis he wrote A Second Look at America after he had been defeated in his bid for the presidency by Manuel Quezon in 1935.  FTP each:

A. Name this figure, who briefly set up his own renegade republic with capital at Malolos.


Answer: Emilio Aguinaldo
B. Emilio Aguinaldo was a leader against the Spanish insurrection in this country and then in the insurrection against the American occupiers.


Answer: Philippines
C. Aguinaldo’s three year rebellion against the U.S. ended in 1901 when he was captured by this man.


Answer: Frederick Funston
2. Name these historical novels by Sir Walter Scott, FTP each:

A. It includes Scott’s finest historical portrait in its depiction of James I of England.  The story centers on one Mr. Olifaunt, Lord of Glenvaloch, and his attempts to keep his estates.


Answer: The Fortunes of Nigel
B. It tells of the titular highlander’s involvement with the Osbaldistone family amongst the intrigues of the 1715 Jacobite uprising.  It’s notable for its strong female character, Diana Vernon and Helen MacGregor, who leave a much greater impression than any of the men, none of whom are Tim Roth or Liam Neeson. 


Answer: Rob Roy
C. This epistolary novel consisting of exchanges between Darsie Latimer and Alan Fairford, contains a memorable portrait of the Chevalier Charles Stuart, whose plot against George III fails to materialize because he doesn’t want to give up his mistress.


Answer: Redgauntlet
3. Name these things relating to distillation, FTP each:

A. This type of distillation is used to separate a mixture of several volatile components with different boiling points and often uses a column packed with steel coils.  The mixture is boiled at the lowest boiling point and liquid is collected until the mixture had a rise in temperature, indicating the next higher boiling content is beginning to distill.

Answer: fractional distillation

B. Compounds with high molecular weights or numerous functional groups may decompose or oxidize at temperatures below their atmospheric boiling points.  To circumvent this, the pressure is lowered to less than 1 atmosphere to lower the boiling temperature in this type of distillation.

Answer: vacuum distillation

C. It is very difficult, if not impossible, to distill this kind of mixture because the composition does not change upon boiling. 

Answer: azeotrope or azeotropic mixture
4. His notable canvases include The Pretty Baa Lambs and The Last of England, which depicts artist Thomas Woolner’s emigration and for which he used himself and his wife Emma as models.  FTP each:

A. Name this 19th-century painter.


Answer: Ford Madox Brown
B. Ford Madox Brown was associated with this group as he was the art tutor of its founder, Dante Gabriel Rossetti.


Answer: Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood or PRB
C. It was Brown who first encouraged this wife of Dante Rossetti to pursue her artistic career.  Her death ended their two-year marriage, a period that proved the most fruitful of Rossetti’s artistic career.


Answer: Elizabeth Siddal
5. Answer these questions about the lesser Ajax, FTP each:

A. He was known by this name after the city from which his forces and he came to fight in the Trojan War.


Answer: Locrian Ajax or Locris
B. He was also known by this, derived from the name of his father.


Answer: Oilean Ajax of Ajax of Oileus
C. On his return voyage Ajax was shipwrecked by Athena for having raped Cassandra upon Athena’s altar.  He was saved by Poseidon but killed in this manner, for boasting of his own strength.


Answer: struck by lightning (accept equivalents)

6. He was dubbed the “Well-Beloved” by his initially adoring subjects, and is often inaccurately quoted as saying, “Apres moi, le deluge.”  FTP each, name—

A. This French king.


Answer: Louis XV
B. The daughter of a dethroned Polish king whom Louis XV married at fifteen and who bore him ten children in ten years.


Answer: Marie Leszcynska
C. Louis’ last mistress, who reportedly sat on the arm of the royal chair during council meetings and made faces imitating monkeys at the ministers.  She was guillotined in 1792 after returning to France to get her jewelry.


Answer: Marie Jeanne Du Barry
7. Name these pioneering American literary critics, FTP each:

A. The Middle of the Journey was his only novel, and The Liberal Imagination was this Marxist Freudian’s major critical contribution.


Answer: Lionel Trilling
B. Axel’s Castle is his study of symbolism in Europe and is a good introduction to Yeats, Eliot, Proust, and Joyce; and To the Finland Station is his study of the radical tradition in Europe, particularly the Russian Revolution.


Answer: Edmund Wilson
C. His major work Love and Death in the American Novel takes a Freudian look at early American literature, particularly framing those novels as a veil for homoeroticism and escape from feminine spheres of dominance.


Answer: Leslie Fiedler
8. Noether’s theorem states that for every symmetry of a system, there is a conserved quantity. FTP each, given the symmetry, give the conserved quantity:

A. rotation in space


Answer: angular momentum
B. translation in time


Answer: energy
C. SU(2) rotation, for strong interactions


Answer: isospin
9. Given a list of players who competed in this year’s UEFA [YOO-ay-fa] Champions League, name the teams for which they played, FTP each:

A. Arguably the greatest group of talent ever assembled with Zinedine Zidane, Ronaldo, Raul, Luis Figo, and Roberto Carlos.


Answer: Real Madrid
B. Gabriel Batistuta, Hernan Crespo, and Christian Vieri comprise this team’s deadly trio of strikers.


Answer: Inter Milan 

C. Its stars include Rui Costa, Andrey Shevchenko, and Clarence Zeedorf.


Answer: AC Milan
10. Name these modern German philosophers, FTP each:

A. For 15 points, This leader of the so-called Marburg Neo-Kantian school revised and annotated the complete Kant.  His own writings include the three-volume The Problem of Knowledge and the three-volume The Philosophy of Symbolic Forms.


Answer: Ernst Cassirer
B. For 10 points, This member of the Frankfurt school writes from a Marxist viewpoint in such works as Jargon of Authenticity and Negative Dialectic.


Answer: Theodor Adorno
C. For 5 points, Among his works are Logical Investigations and his 1913 Ideas, which introduces his method of phenomenological reduction.


Answer: Edmund Husserl
11. Name these treaties forced upon unsuspecting Native Americans, FTP each:

A. White traders put Cherokee and Creek tribes into Georgia into massive debt and forced the signing of this 1773 treaty to relieve that debt by ceding more than two million acres of land.


Answer: Treaty of Augusta
B. In 1835 Stand Watie and three other Cherokee leaders signed this treaty that gave away the last of their lands and led to the “Trail of Tears.”  Four years later, on the same day, three of the four chiefs were murdered.


Answer: Treaty of New Echota
C. After defeat at Fallen Timbers, Little Turtle gave away most of Ohio and parts of Illinois, Indiana, and Michigan in this August 1795 treaty.


Answer: Treaty of Fort Greenville
12. It lasted from 1600 to 1868 and saw the rise of the haiku as a poetic form and bunraku as a dramatic form.  FTP each:

A. Name this period of Japanese literature.


Answer: Genroku Period

B. The Genroku Period perhaps reached its height with this author, whose master haikus can be found in his collection The Narrow Road to the Deep North. 


Answer: Basho Matsuo or Munefusa Matsuo

C.  The preeminent novelist of the Genroku Period was this author of Five Women Who Loved Love and The Life of an Amorous Man.


Answer: Saikaku Ihara

13. Robin Cook, the author of the fine novel Coma, also wrote a novel entitled Chromosome 6.  Name these things about it, FTP each:

A. Chromosome 6 contains the gene for this system, whereby mammals recognize tissue as self or nonself tissue and then direct the appropriate response.  In humans it is known as the HLA.


Answer: MHC or major histocompatibility complex
B. The human MHC is as previously mentioned known as the HLA.  Expand the acronym HLA.


Answer: human leukocyte antigen
C. The MHC was discovered by this American Nobel laureate, who teamed up with Peter Gorer, though they termed their discovery the H-2 gene.


Answer: George Davis Snell
14. They numbered twelve in all, and perhaps the most famous was Farewell. FTP each, name:

A. The collective geographic name given to this last set of symphonies by Josef Haydn. 


Answer: London symphonies

B. The London impresario who commissioned Haydn to compose the symphonies.


Answer: J.P. Salomon
C. The specific London symphony characterized by an allusion to Turkish music, with a concentration of Turkish cymbals, triangle, and bass drum following the Allegretto featuring a little ditty for the winds. 


Answer: Military or Symphony no. 100, in G

15. Name these 19th-century German psychologists, FTP each:

A. His primary work on forensic psychiatry and sexual pathology can be found in his major text, 1876’s Psychopathia Sexualis.


Answer: Richard Krafft-Ebbing
B. He was a pioneer in the study of psychoses, which he first divided into manic-depressive and dementia-praecox groups.  In 1883 he began his Compenium der Psychiatrie, a catalog of known mental disorders.


Answer: Emil Kraepelin
C. In 1879 he established the first psychological laboratory, and two years later he established the first psychological journal, Studies in Philosophy.


Answer: Wilhelm Wundt
16. Name these men involved in the life of Indira Gandhi, FTP each:

A. This first prime minister of India was her father.


Answer: Jawarlahal Nehru
B. Indira served as minister of information in the government of this man, whom she succeeded as prime minister upon his death in 1966.


Answer: Lal Bahadur Shastri
C. Indira had defied convention when she married this Parsi in 1942.  He also served in Congress and the duo were imprisoned for civil disobedience following their marriage.


Answer: Feroze [fay-ROSE] Gandhi (prompt on last name)

17. Among this poet’s collections are The Rosary and Anno domini MCMXXI.  FTP each:

A. Name this 20th-century poet, whose masterpieces include Requiem and Poem without a Hero.


Answer: Anna Akhmatova
B. Anna Akhmatova was a member of this Russian poetic movement founded as a reaction against the mysticism of the symbolists by Sergei Gorodetsky and Nikolai Gumilev in 1912.


Answer: acmeist or acmeists (do not accept “acme”)

C. Akhmatova led the acmeists along with this poet who wrote only two collections of poetry, The Stone and Tristya, before dying in a labor camp in the late 1930s.


Answer: Osip Mandelstam
18. Answer the following about Java, FTP each:

A. Although Java, by design, does not have multiple inheritance, some of that functionality can be implemented through this feature.


Answer: interfaces

B. This keyword is used to indicate a method or section of code which must be run only when a lock has been acquired on the specified object.


Answer: synchronized
C. “clonable” is an example of this type of interface, which implements no methods, but merely serves to indicate that the class has some desired property.


Answer: marker interface

C. Belisarius’ greatest victory might have been this AD 533 one in which he defeated a Vandal force led by Gelimer that outnumbered him five to one.
