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Toss-Up Questions

1. Due an assumption about the existence of an infinite static surrounding medium, the original reasoning behind this concept was flawed. During the era of decoupling, its value was roughly equal to the mass of a globular cluster, but now it is much smaller and allows star formation to occur. It can be derived by assuming that we perturb a ball of gas and comparing the time it takes for sound waves to cross the ball with the free-fall time. For ten points, identify this concept from physics, the maximum amount of mass a given volume can contain before collapsing under its own gravity, whose namesake formulated an expression for expression for the energy density of blackbody radiation with Lord Rayleigh. 

ANSWER: Jeans mass

2. It began in 1716 with the establishment of the Banque Generale and the Compaigne d’ Occident. The intention was to reduce the huge public debt accumulated during the reign of Louis XIV by selling billets d'etats to the public, and enthusiasm was such that all of Europe experienced a stock-market boom. The chief architect was an economist who invented the Scarcity Theory of Value and the Real Bills Doctrine of Money, who later died penniless of pneumonia in Venice. He was just a convenient scapegoat, as it was the French government that brought on inflation by printing too much money, which brought the whole system crashing down. For ten points, name this disaster of speculative North American real estate, the brainchild of John Law.

ANSWER: Mississippi Bubble

3. Before formally proposing this idea, its creator considered the “script applier mechanism,” discussed in the work of Robert Abelson and Roger Schank. When attacking the third “axiom” of its creator, Paul and Patricia Churchland used ideas from an approach made famous in their Scientific American rejoinder to it. Formal objections to it include the systems reply, the “many mansions” reply, and the robot reply, all of which the author refutes on the basis of their incomplete understanding. First proposed in the paper Minds, Brains, and Programs in 1980, for ten points, name this thought experiment response to the Turing Test authored by John Searle, which concerns a certain language that a mere manipulator of symbols cannot truly understand. 

ANSWER: Chinese Room (problem, experiment, whatever)

4. The site supposedly shown in this work was written about in the travelogues of Brereton and Evelyn, and was originally part of land owned by Jacob Backer, who sold it under protestations that it once belonged to Lord Gijsbrecht II. Of the two extant versions, the one at the Detroit Institute of Arts features the rainbow on the left-hand side more prominently, but both contain the dead beech tree on the right, the impractical river flowing through the middle of the work, and several ruins which may have been transplanted from Egmond Castle at Alkmaar, a site 40 miles from the site supposedly depicted. FTP, identify this work showing a location on the Amstel River near Oudekerk, a work of Jacob Ruisdael depicting a Sephardic graveyard.

ANSWER: The Jewish Cemetery at Oudekerk
5. She first appears early in the play, claiming that she is weary of “this great world,” and later on she asks her lover “what treason there is mingled with your love?” Her last line promises to “Answer all things faithfully,” and in her most famous words she says of a certain entity that, “it becomes the throned monarch better than his crown” and “it droppeth as the gentle rain from heaven.” She dismisses the Prince of Aragon and the Prince of Morocco from her company for failing to choose the right cask, disguises herself at one point as a man named Balthasar, and frequently discusses her life with Nerissa. FTP name this character whose portrait lies in a chest of lead until Bassanio comes to marry her, the lead female role in The Merchant of Venice. 

ANSWER: Portia

6. Kayser-Fleischer rings result from deposit of this substance in Descemet's membrane. A combination of it and one of its salts can be used as an electrode for measuring electrochemical potential. In the Sandmeyer reaction, aryl halide is formed by the decomposition of diazonium salt in the presence of one of its salts. It is used in Fehling's solution and provides two centers to cytochrome c oxidase. Electron Paramagnetic Resonance can be used to view Jahn-Teller distortion of the octahedral compounds of one of its isotopes. The sulfate of that isotope may be used as a fungicide. Liver produced ceruloplasmin contains eight atoms of it and its electron configuration is one exception to the Aufbau Principle. For 10 points -- what is this element, whose carbonate is responsible for the discoloration of some roofs? 

ANSWER: Copper
7. One conflict of this name saw the defeat of the praetor Juventius by the pretender Andriscus, who was in turn defeated by Quintus Metellus. Another conflict of this name was conducted by Publius Sulpicius Galba, and ended inconclusively with the treaty of Phoenice. In yet another conflict with this name, Publius Crassus lost at Callicinus before the great victory against Perseus at Pydna, which took place near Mt Olympus. In the most famous of these wars, the second, Titus Quinctius Flaminius won victory at the dog’s head, Cynoscephalae, over Philip V and the Antigonid dynasty. FTP, name this series of four wars between Rome and a country formerly ruled by Philip II and Alexander the Great.

ANSWER: Macedonian Wars (accept equivalents, accept Fourth Macedonian War before “Publius Sulpicius Galba”)

8. This man’s son was ruined after his wife Susanna’s affair with John Sloper became common knowledge.  In one of his works, Lady Betty Modish falls in love with Lord Morelove, while the title character conducts affairs with Lady Graveairs and a maid named Edging.  In addition to that work about Sir Charles Easy, The Careless Husband, he wrote She Would and She Would Not and introduced the popular character Sir Novelty Fashion in his play Love’s Last Shift.  He adapted Tartuffe as The Non-Juror and wrote a notable 1740 autobiography which purported to be an “apology” for his life, but is better known for appearing in another man’s work.  FTP, name this British dramatist who was ridiculed in Alexander Pope’s The Dunciad.

ANSWER: Colley Cibber

9. One of the characters threatens a man who lives at 4216 Evergreen by asking him if he knows what they do to “kiddie rapers” in San Quentin.  Later, that character goes to a liquor store and meets a woman who is with Pierce Patchett.  Another character is a tutor for Brett Chase, the star of Badge of Honor.  The first voice we hear in this film belongs to Sid Hudgens, who writes for the magazine Hush-Hush and also pays Jack Vincennes to supply him with information.  In the end, we discover that Dudley Smith is the bad guy, but he is shot in the back by Ed Exley after shooting Bud White.  Based on a novel by James Ellroy, FTP, name this 1997 film which starred Danny DeVito, Kevin Spacey and Russell Crowe, and which netted a Best Actress Oscar for Kim Basinger.

ANSWER: L. A. Confidential
10. This word is paired with “history” in the title of a book by aphorist E. M. Cioran.    Chapters on Landauer and on “an experiment which did not fail” appear in a work which deals with “paths in” this, which was written by Martin Buber.  Books about these include one by Louis-Sebastian Mercier, which deals with the year 2440, and one by Etienne Cabet, which is set in Icaria.  Two Englishmen stumble into a time-warp while walking in the Alps and find themselves in one of these in a work by H. G. Wells which describes a “modern” one.  FTP, name this word which follows “anarchy” and “state” in a book by Robert Nozick and which names the best-known work of Sir Thomas More.

ANSWER: utopia

11. Formed by the junction of the Biya and Katun, the Nenets and Enets occupy the northern part of its basin. Just after meeting the Inya, a dam forms the Novosibirsk Resevoir, and hydroelectric power stations harness it at Oskemen and Bukhtarma. Its basin was claimed for the tsar by the Cossack folk hero Yermak in the 16th century, and its lower section was explored during the Great Northern Expedition. Its outlet is a namesake gulf in the Kara Sea, and its source lies in the Altai mountains. For ten points, name this great river of Asia, the seventh-longest in the world, which runs through Siberia west of the Yenisey.

ANSWER: Ob River
12. One character in this work tries to improve his life by reading a book called Forward America!  That character loves a maid named Delores, though he never forgets his love for a woman named Maria.  He also has a son named Eugenio, who is saddened when his father is killed after falling asleep at the wheel.  The narrator is an old drunk who works at the Hotel Splendour, having come down in the world after gaining success in New York City during the 1950s.  The book centers on two brothers, Nestor and Cesar Castillo, who are the leaders of the titular musical group. FTP, name this 1989 novel, a Pulitzer Prize-winner about a Latin band which was written by Oscar Hijuelos.

ANSWER: The Mambo Kings Play Songs of Love
13. After 1848 they split into Hard and Soft factions, led by Daniel Dickinson and William Marcy, respectively, over the issue of reconciling with their political enemies and supporting President Pierce. They supported internal improvements, state banks, and the annexation of Texas, and controlled the party machine and patronage. In 1846 they turned against gubernatorial candidate Silas Wright, and in retaliation their political opponents supported the Free Soil ticket in 1848, leading to the election of Zachary Taylor. Named from a word meaning political office-seeker in Dutch, for ten points identify this conservative faction of the New York democratic party, which opposed antislavery agitation and the Barnburners.

ANSWER: Hunkers

14. This method has been used to show the role of calcium calodulin kinase II in memory and neocortical plasticity. Using this method’s “Swedish mutation” has helped to understand the role of amyloid precursor protein in Alzheimers patients. It has also been used to generate multiple CAG codon repeats while studying Huntington’s disorder. Capecchi, Evans and Smithies were the first to perform this technique on mice, and mice are still the most commonly used organism, although extensive methylation and the use of stem cells not from Strain 129 often result in failure. FTP, identify this technique in genetic engineering where a gene or gene sequence is rendered inoperative in order to determine its function.

ANSWER: Gene knockout (do not accept gene knockdown)

15. The fourth of them is an A minor work which received a derisive nickname referring to a period when victims of famine had to live on tree bark.  The first and sixth of them employ a harp, while the first and second use a tuba.  That first one begins with a melody played by a solo clarinet before developing a dynamic Allegro energico.  The last of them is a C major work finished in 1924, which takes place in one continuous movement and was originally known as "Fantasia sinfonica."  FTP, name this collection of seven orchestral works by a composer who also wrote Kullervo and Finlandia.
ANSWER: the symphonies of Jean Sibelius
16. Euripides' drama "Helen" begins in front of the tomb of a king with this name, the father of Theoclymenus, and another person with this name was the husband of Antea that sent Bellerophon to Iobates with a letter asking for the messenger's death. The most famous bearer of this name lived either between Crete and Rhodes or on the isle of Pharos, and was the shepherd of "Halosydne's chickens." The first bee-keeper, Aristaeus, was sent to him by Cyrene to learn why his bees were dying, but in a more famous episode, his daughter, Idothea, sends a Spartan monarch to ask him a question. For ten points, name this Greek god that tells Menelaus how to get home, a sea deity with the ability to change shapes.

Answer: Proteus (prompt on "Old Man of the Sea")

17. Mendel Sachs may be its only notable living opponent, and historically Herbert Dingle railed against it. The most canonical experiment testing this used the Mossbauer Effect and was performed by J.C. Hafele and R.E. Keating. Invented by Paul Langevin, it has most recently been resolved by Subhash Kak, who used the anisotropy resulting from motion compared with an isotropic universe. It can be more simply resolved either by noting the asymmetry in the Doppler-shifting of light pulses or simply by noting that one of the participants is accelerating while the other is not. Most famously formulated by Einstein, FTP, identify this so called paradox involving siblings of the same age.

ANSWER: twin paradox (accept clock paradox before FTP)
18. Hunsinger famously identified six motifs including personalism and realism in the work of this thinker, whose 1911 essay, “Jesus Christ and the Movement for Social Justice” related Marxism and workers’ movements to the Christian Gospel. This man is often thought to have sought ways to combine Christianity with existentialism, and he is closely associated with the dialectical theology movement. This friend of Hans Kung and author of Church and State and the Epistle to the Romans was invited to the Second Vatican Council but declined due to illness. As a member of the Confessing Church, he was the principle author of the Barmen Declaration. FTP, name this Swiss theologian and author of Church Dogmatics.

ANSWER: Karl Barth
19. Some legends about this man state that he was the grandson of Helias, knight of the Swan, a Lohengrin-like figure, and he may have first gained fame by killing the anti-king Rodolphe at the battle of Moelsen. Despite being deprived of the lands of his uncle, the Hunchback, by Henry IV, he fought for that emperor against Gregory VII. In his most famous actions, he won the battle of Ascalon, but relinquished most of his power to the patriarch, Daimbert. FTP, name this brother of Eustace III and of Baldwin, a duke of lower Lorraine who helped lead the first Crusade and who was, although given the title of “Advocate of the Holy Sepulchre” and not “king”, is considered the first ruler of the Kingdom of Jerusalem

ANSWER: Godfrey of Bouillon
20. The title character of an 1827 novel by this author is a pirate pursued by a man known as Lieutenant Henry Ark, whose real name is Paul de Lacey.  An 1843 novel by him is subtitled “The Hutted Knoll,” while an 1846 novel is subtitled “Indian and Injin.”  In addition to writing the novels Wyandotté, The Red Rover, and The Redskins, he attacked American democracy in Home as Found and The American Democrat.  He wrote about Harvey Birch in his first successful novel, 1821’s The Spy, but it was a character introduced two years later that made his name.  FTP, name this author of The Pioneers, The Prairie, and The Deerslayer.

ANSWER: James Fenimore Cooper
21. The 2004 Russel Banks novel The Darling chronicles the life of one member of this group, whose other members included Ted Gold, David Gilbert, and Mark Rudd. One of their leaders, Kathy Boudin, was later convicted in the Brinks Armored Car Robbery, and former members Bernardine Dohrn and Bill Ayers are now married. Their notable actions included breaking Timothy Leary out of jail and leading the Days of Rage, which began with the explosion of a statue in Haymarket Square. FTP, name this militant “revolutionary organization of Communist women and men,” which after splintering off from SDS in the late 1960’s took their name from a Bob Dylan song and then waged war against the US government. 

ANSWER: Weathermen or Weather Underground

22. As a child, the title character and his father emigrate to an island where they get work at Stone Farm tending cattle.  He later works as an apprentice to a shoe-maker named Master Andres, but becomes a tramp before deciding to move to the capital, where he meets his wife, Ellen Stolpe.  He ends up as a benevolent factory owner after spending six years in prison for counterfeiting.  A meeting with his father Lasse Karlsson persuades him to leave Bornholm and move to Copenhagen, which in turn precipitates his interest in the labor movement.  FTP, name this novel about an idealistic young Swede, a work written by Martin Nexö.

ANSWER: Pelle the Conqueror

23.This person published a report on India entitled Halfway to Freedom and asked Say, Is this the USA in another work focusing on social inequality. As the first female war correspondent, she was allowed into combat zones during World War II, and while in Russia she completed both Eyes on Russia and Shooting the Russian War. The book Dear Fatherland, Rest Quietly followed her experiences traveling through Germany in the Spring of 1945. FTP, name this photographer of famous for photos of Buchenwald and the Fort Peck Dam, the sometime wife of Erskine Caldwell, with whom she completed the books North of the Danube and You Have Seen Their Faces.

1. Answer the following about reciprocity in cultures FTPE:

A. This ceremonial exchange system in New Guinea has participants pass objects from partner to partner.  It is distinguished from gimwali systems.. 

ANSWER: kula ring

B. This ceremony amongst tribes of the Pacific Northwest like the Kwakiutl features a host that gives away his possessions in order to establish social status.

ANSWER: potlatch
C. This Frenchman based his work on the kula ring and potlatch on a 1923 essay published in the Annee Sociologique. It was later published as The Gift.

ANSWER: Marcel Mauss
2. Name these authors, some of whom are great and all of whom are Czech, FTPE:

A. This author’s first novel, The Cowards, features characters who also appear in his later The Engineer of Human Souls.  His The Miracle Game was one of the first Czech novels to fictionalize the Prague Spring.

ANSWER: Josef Skvorecky
B. This man’s realistic novels include the depressing Hordubal and An Ordinary Life. He is better known as a dramatist, especially his for 1921 play R.U.R. 
ANSWER: Karel Capek
C. His first novel was 1967’s The Joke, though you might be more familiar with his Immortality, The Farewell Waltz, and The Unbearable Lightness of Being.
ANSWER: Milan Kundera
3. Math stuff, FTPE:

A. Name this mathematical object central to algebraic geometry, defined as the common set of  zeros of a finite set of polynomials.

ANSWER: affine algebraic variety
B. This is a topology useful in the study of varieties in which the closed sets are defined to be exactly the algebraic varieties.

ANSWER:  Zariski topology

C. This theorem of David Hilbert states that the ideal of polynomials that vanishes on the variety generated by another ideal, I, is equal to the radical of I. This gives rise to a bijection between radical ideals and affine varieties.

ANSWER: Nullstellensatz
4. It currently resides in the MOMA. FTPE:

A. Commissioned by that museum’s advisory committee, it consists of a red-and-black…thing…from which is suspended two squiggly things. They are supposed to represent the two title objects.

ANSWER: Lobster Trap and Fish Tail
B. He created Lobster Trap and Fish Tail and a bunch of other mobiles and stabiles.

ANSWER: Flamingo
5. Answer the following about Matt Lafer’s favorite massacre in the whole wide world.

A. Peter McQueen led this murder of white settlers at the namesake location in Alabama in 1813.

ANSWER: Fort Mims Massacre

B. McQueen was a member of the Red Stick branch of this Native American tribe.

ANSWER: Creek

C. The Fort Mims massacre was preceded by this July 27th skirmish between the Creeks and the Americans under Beasley and Bailey.

ANSWER: Battle of Burnt Corn
6. Its tri-nitro variety is used in dynamite. FTPE:

A. Name this benzene-derived compound containing a single methyl group 

ANSWER: toluene or C6H5CH3  or phenylmethane (prompt on methylbenzene)
B. This toluene derivative can be formed by reacting toluene with nitric acid and is combined with hydroxyl-terminated polybutadienes to form polyurethanes.

ANSWER: toluene diisocyanate or TDI or C9H6N2O2
C. Another toluene derivative is this stain, named for the color that it stains dead cells. 

ANSWER: trypan blue
7. Answer the following about a monarch FTPE: 

A. According to Legend, this great Monarch was  sent to Rome as a boy to be confirmed as king by Pope Leo IV. 

ANSWER: Alfred the Great

B. This 878 treaty followed Alfred’s defeat of Viking forces under Guthrum at Edington and was referenced by the monk Asser in his histories of Alfred’s life. Under its terms, Guthrum accepted Alfred as his adoptive father and was baptized as a Christian. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Wedmore

C.  In this 871 battle, a 21 year-old Alfred led the men of his brother Ethelred into battle against the Danes. His West Saxon forces emerged victorious, though in somewhat of a Pyrrhic victory. 

ANSWER: Battle of Ashdown (accept Berkshire Downs)

8. It was reconstructed by J. O. Urmson based on the lecture notes assembled by the author when he gave the William James lectures in 1955.  FTPE:

A. Name this book, which posits a distinction between locutionary, illocutionary, and perlocutionary acts.

ANSWER: How to Do Things with Words
B. How to Do Things with Words is a major work by this English philosopher, a pioneer of speech act theory who made some important points about performative utterances.

ANSWER: J. L. Austin
C. G. J. Warnock reconstructed this other book by Austin, which deals with perception and has many cutting things to say about A. J. Ayer’s The Foundations of Empirical Knowledge.

ANSWER: Sense and Sensibilia
9. Answer the following about a digital circuit element, FTPE:

A. This general type of transistor is used for RF and high power applications. It consists of three regions of varying doping: the emitter, collector, and base. 

ANSWER: BJT or bipolar junction transistor
B. This mathematical model of the BJT, named for two men, represents it as an equivalent circuit consisting of two diodes and two voltage sources.

ANSWER: Ebers-Moll model

C. If the collector-emitter voltage of a BJT is raised too high, the base width will shrink to zero and the transistor will often be fried, a phenomenon known as this.

ANSWER: punch-through
10. Name some Indian authors who write in English FTPE: 

A. Works of this Berkeley English professor include the short-story collection Darkness, the novel Jasmine, and 1993’s The Holder of the World. She also co-authored the nonfiction work Days and Nights in Calcutta with Clark Blaise. 

ANSWER: Bharati Mukherjee
B. Thus Mumbai-born writer found his book Such a Long Journey short-listed for the Booker Prize, and irritation over racial profiling at airports halted his tour in support of Family Matters. You probably know him as the author of A Fine Balance. 

ANSWER: Rohinton Mistry
C. Both of the aforementioned authors owe a debt of gratitude to this man, thought to be the first native East Indian to write a book in English when his namesake “travels” were published in 1794. 

ANSWER: Sake Dean Mahomet (as in The Travels of Sake Dean Mahomet)

11. The Volsung Saga doesn't stop until everyone and all their children are dead. FTPE:

A. This magical maiden, Odin’s daughter, marries Gunnar who overcomes her in a feat of strength, but is actually in love with Sigurd.

ANSWER: Brynhild or Brunhild

B. Now, name the sister of Gunnar, who Sigurd marries after a love potion causes him to forget about Brynhild.

Answer: Gudrun or Guthrun
C. Next, name the king who proposes to Svanhild, the daughter of Gudrun and Sigurd. He accuses his son Randver of trying to woo Svanhild, hangs him, and then has Svanhild trampled to death by horses.

Answer: Jormunrekk
12. Answer the following about one of the great sports teams of recent years, the 2003-4 Utah Jazz, FTPE:

A. This Russian forward, who was the 24th pick in the 1999 draft, led the team in scoring and rebounding.

ANSWER: Andrei Kirilenko
B. Along with Raul Lopez, this journeyman played in all 82 games for the Jazz that season, and had a career high with 11.2 points per game.  He later joined the Suns, and became notorious in the 2006 playoffs for getting into a fracas with Kobe Bryant.

ANSWER: Raja Bell
C. This forward played in 41 games for the Jazz that season, but only scored 2.2 points per game.  This Tulsa product was drafted in the second round of the 1999 draft by the Bulls, but many cognoscenti feel that he has done his finest work with the Wizards.

ANSWER: Michael Ruffin

13. His daughter Marina was also a composer, and wrote such works as the Suite radiophonique and the ballet Bayalett.  FTPE:
A. Name this composer, whose third symphony was nicknamed "The Divine Poem" and whose other orchestral works include the Poem of Ecstacy.
ANSWER: Alexander Scriabin
B. Scriabin's greatest orchestral work may be this work which premiered in 1911, with the composer as the piano soloist.  It is subtitled "the poem of fire," and features a color keyboard which projects a light show to accompany the music.
ANSWER: Prometheus or Promethée
C. Scriabin's opus 3 is a set of ten of these compositions for piano, another nine of which constitute his opus 25.  A better-knownn 20th-century group of them may be the opus 50 of Karol Szymanowski.
ANSWER: mazurkas

14.  This author’s works include the play Aria da Capo and the poetry sequence Fatal Interview.  FTPE:

A. Name this American author of Make Bright the Arrow and Wine from These Grapes.

ANSWER: Edna St. Vincent Millay
B. This 1920 book was the second poetry collection published by Edna St. Vincent Millay; it includes a famous lyric beginning “My candle burns at both ends.”

ANSWER: A Few Figs From Thistles
C. This literary critic was madly in love with Millay, and published a long appreciation of her as the epilogue to his collection The Shores of Light. He also wrote the works Axel’s Castle and Patriotic Gore.
ANSWER: Edmund Wilson
15. Anglo-Hibernian relations, FTPE:

A. This husband of Eleanor of Aquitaine was the first English king to hold the Lordship of Ireland, which he obtained in 1171 under the auspices of a papal bull from Adrian IV.

ANSWER: Henry II
B. This battle, the bloodiest in Irish history, was the end of Jacobite resistance to the Glorious Revolution in Ireland. The Jacobites were routed after their new commander, the Marquis de Saint Ruth, was decapitated by a cannonball.

ANSWER: Battle of Aughrim
C. This colorful organization of Irish Protestants celebrates the Battle of Aughrim on the 12th of July each year. They are named in honor of the victorious side of the Glorious Revolution.

ANSWER: Orange Order or Orangemen
16. Sikh Stuff, FTPE: 

A. Including the small sword, the uncut hair, and the wooden comb, baptized Sikhs wear these items at all times by command of Guru Gobind Singh.

ANSWER: Five Ks or Five Symbols or Five Kakaars
B. This name, meaning “pure” in Persian, is given to all baptized or properly initiated Sikhs. It also refers to a Sikh who has surrendered himself completely to the supreme King- also known as God. 

ANSWER: Khalsa
C. This term denoting material obsession can be found on any Sikh’s list of prohibited behaviors. It signifies attachment, which is worthless because material gain has no meaning in Sikhism and all will be left behind after death anyway. 

ANSWER: Maya

17. Manchus, FTPE:

A. This is the dynasty of Manchus that ruled China into the 20th century.

ANSWER: Ch’ing Dynasty

B. This pro-Western movement in China in the 19th century, led by the generals Tseng Kuo-fan and Li Hung-chang, was seen as a threat to Manchu hegemony.

ANSWER: Self-Strengthening Movement

B. This British author, better known poetry like “She Walks in Beauty,” wrote Sardanapalus.

ANSWER: Lord Byron
C. Byron’s better known poetic dramas include this work about a man who loves his own sister Astarte and hangs out with the Witch of the Alps.

ANSWER: Manfred
19. Geological features characteristic of Northern Michigan, FTPE:

A. These egg-shaped hills formed with long axis parallel to the movement of glacial ice. The name comes from a Gaelic word for mound.


ANSWER: Drumlin
B. Alpena is home to some of these long ridges created by the deposits of streams that formed beneath glaciers, though the longest one in the Western Hemisphere is to the south, in Mason, Michigan.

ANSWER: Esker
C. Thumb Lake was formed from this type of depression which is created when a chunk buried glacial ice melts, and the overlying rock collapses to fill in the hole. 

ANSWER: Kettle

20. A Canadian Province, FTPE:

A. Name this novel written in the 1850s, whose other characters include Rosey Mackenzie and Jack Belsize.

ANSWER: The Newcomes
B. The story of The Newcomes is told by this man, who is himself the titular protagonist of a novel written during the 1840s; in that novel, he falls in love with Emily Costigan before marrying Laura Bell.

ANSWER: Arthur Pendennis
C. The Newcomes and Pendennis were both written by this English novelist better known for Vanity Fair.
ANSWER: William Thackeray
