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Toss-Up Questions

1. One side’s objective in this event marked the culmination of Operation Chromite. Intelligence for this operation was gathered under Eugene Clark and many of the participants moved in from Wolmi Island. This led to the capture of the Kimpo Airfield and eventually created one side of a pincer movement backed by a second force advancing from the Naktong River on the Pusan Perimeter. Victory was assured by moving through the Flying Fish Channel. For ten points, name this clash at a city on the mouth of the Han River in Kyonggi province wher a fifteen-foot statue of Douglas MacArthur now commemorates this September 15, 1950 battle that turned the tide of the Korean War.

ANSWER: the Inchon Landing (or the Battle of Inchon or the Chemulpo Landing or the Battle of Chemulpo)

2. This person’s namesake equation is the Boltzmann equation with a first-order plasma kinetic collision term and his namesake damping corresponds to a complex zero near the border of the Nyquist diagram for a Vlasov plasma. The form of his namesake function is derived by using an adiabatic approximation for the vector potential and gives the free energy for a conductor; this free energy is used to derive the equation of superconductivity named for Ginsburg and him. The author of the Course of Theoretical Physics series with E. M. Lifshits, this scientist explained Kapitsa’s result of superfluid helium II; for this explanation, he won the 1962 Nobel Prize in Physics. For ten points, name this Soviet theoretical physicist who was incapacitated by a 1962 car accident.

ANSWER: Lev Davidovich Landau

3. Two semi-persistent images in this work are those of green-bound books, which serve to remind the narrator of his home, and yellow-bound books, which remind him of his youth in the work’s main location. Toward the middle of this novel, one of the title characters is struck with the shock of gray hair now possessed by a man that he meets in an opera box. That opera box is held by Maria Gostrey, whom we meet on a ship bound for London, and that shock of gray hair is possessed by Chad Newsome, whom Lambert Strether has been sent to bring back to Woollett, Massachusetts from Paris. For ten points, name this 1903 novel of Henry James named for the agency exercised by Strether.

ANSWER: The Ambassadors
4. This group is portrayed positively in Rambo III and it is speculated that the CIA funneled money from the infamous Bank of Credit and Commerce International to fund them. One chief supporter was General Muhammad Zia-ul-Haq, the leader of a neighboring nation across the Khyber Pass. It was in the Pashtun areas of the two nations that guerilla efforts were organized against an attempt begun in 1979 to topple their nation's PDPA government. It was an attempt to recruit money and soldiers which led to the creation of the Maktab al-Khadamat by Osama Bin Laden. Inevitably its offshoot groups would include both the Taliban and Al-Queda. Taking its name from Arabic for those who engage in Jihad, --for 10 points-- what is this Afghan group which fought against the Soviet invasion. 

ANSWER: mujahideen
5. An early paper by Mason-Thompson examined “The relation of the elder sister to the development of” this. The term itself was first introduced in 1912’s Fordham lectures. Resolution of this unconscious impulse by identification leads to dormancy, though the lack of a castration complex weakens the resolved superego. Hypothesized as a result of an inverse phallic stage and subsequent penis envy, this complex’s name was coined by Jung to denote a female analog of the Oedipus complex. For ten points, name this psychological complex, the unconscious desire of a girl child to displace her mother and possess her father, which is named for a daughter of Clytemnestra and Agamemnon.
Answer: Electra complex (accept feminine Oedipus complex or feminine Oedipal complex before “Oedipus”)

6. The Cretan Welchanos was often depicted with one on his lap and seventy-seven of them were given to Nini Muni to acquire the Obat Hidup of Indonesian mythology. In Korean myth, the mother of Queen Alyeong was half-dragon and half-this. The Gnostic deity Abraxas had the head of one and an example of one from Norse myth is named Fjalar. In one his more famous exploits Anansi feeds one of these creatures some corn, but then kills it to exchange it for a lamb. During the days of the Dog Star, a seven-year-old one can become the natural parent of a basilisk, which has the legs of this animal. For ten points, name this type of creature, associated with a legendary figure named Chanticleer, that is sacrificed to Asclepius.

ANSWER: chicken (or rooster or cock or hen or anything like that)
7. The antibiotic chlor-am-phen-icol works by preventing this substance from binding to the A site. Its L-shaped tertiary conformation is largely the result of Hoogstein interactions between the D loop and the T-Psi-C loop, both of which derive their names from modified nucleotides. Another modified base, inosine, is often present in the anticodon loop and is responsible for wobble base pairing. A triplet of sequence CCA is highly conserved at the three-prime terminus, which is covalently bonded to a corresponding amino acid. For ten points, name this molecule which, in protein translation, is responsible for amino acid delivery to the ribosome.

ANSWER: transfer ribonucleic acid

8. Recent scholarship has cast morphology-based doubt over the creatorship of these, which was contemporaneous with the engraving of The disparates and ended when their probable creator left for exile in Bordeaux. Lesser-known examples include Men Reading, Leocadia, and Fight with Cudgels, which displays little of their most prominent characteristic. They are now displayed on canvases to which they were transferred from the walls of the Quinta del Sordo, a country house outside Madrid where their creator retired in 1819 after losing his hearing. Better-known examples include a picture of a tiny mutt sinking in quicksand, a depiction of a Witches’ Sabbath, and a bloody Saturn Devouring His Children. For ten points, name these dark paintings by Francisco de Goya.

ANSWER: The Black Paintings
9. An early one of these is set in the Women’s Temple. One included in Gerstle’s translation of the Five Late Plays of its author is set on the Eve of the Koshin Festival. One from 1720 is the basis for a 1969 Shinoda film and tells of Jihei’s unhappy home life and obsession with Koharu in the town of Aminjima. The earliest and most famous example tells of an ill-fated meeting at Ikutama Shrine involving Kuheiji; Ohatsu, a courtesan; and Tokubei, a soy sauce merchant who loves her. For ten points, name this series of bunraku works by Chikamatsu Monzaemon in which doomed paramours make and fulfill pacts to kill themselves, the most famous of which is set at Sonizaki.

ANSWER: Love Suicides plays (or Shinju plays; prompt on things like “plays of Chikamatsu Monzaemon” before “1720”)

10. The school of philosophy named for this concept was led by such men as Diodorus Cronus, who argued that the possible consisted only of what was actual.  One American proponent of it was Bertell Ollman, inventor of the board game Class Struggle. Schleiermacher wrote a book named after it whose subtitle was “The Art of Doing Philosophy”, while  “negative” ones were discussed by Adorno. Engels wrote about ones “of nature” in his unfinished sequel to Anti Duhring. Its best known form was actually devised by Heinrich Moritz Chalybaus, which actually owes more to Fichte than to Hegel. FTP, identify this philosophical concept that is sometimes expressed “thesis-antithesis-synthesis” and whose materialist form was expounded on by Marx. 

ANSWER: dialectic or dialectical
11.  Dianin's compound has been extensively studied for its ability to form these with a variety of organic molecules. They are readily formed in systems involving a cyclic oligomer such as a cyclodextrin. Molecules that can form hydrogen bond networks, such as urea and water, can readily form these. The most important example may be the type formed by systems of hydrogen-bonded water molecules to enclose methane gas, deposits of which trap an estimated trillion tons of carbon on the ocean floor. For ten points, name these supramolecular structures formed when a lattice or cage of one type of molecule traps another type of molecule.

ANSWER: clathrates

12. This woman orchestrated an attempt to place her husband on the English throne via an army led by Robert of Courtenay and Eustace the Monk, but that expedition ended unsuccessfully at the “Fair of Lincoln” and led to the Treaty of Lambeth. She later led her troops into battle against the revolt of Philip Hurepel and, soon afterwards, ended civil strife by signing an accord with Raymond VII of Toulouse. She also reached an accord with Gregory IX over the privileges of the University of Paris, the students at which organized a boycott during one of her two periods of regency. For ten points, name this French queen, the granddaughter of Eleanor of Aquitaine, wife of Louis VIII, and mother of Louis IX.

ANSWER: Blanche of Castile (or Blanca de Castilla; prompt on partial answers)

13. Seneca Davis, a planter, who arrives from Cuba with his servant Manuel, foresees what will become of the young protagonist. Later on, during his honeymoon the hero hires the architect Wilton Ellsworth to spruce up his formerly drab surroundings, a change that his then wife, Lillian, accedes to without a problem. His partnership with Murtagh leads to his eventual imprisonment, but this fall from grace is spurred on when a gang of Pinkerton detectives discover his affair with the daughter of a garbage disposal mogul named Edward Butler. Aileen, however, stands by him and the novel ends with the couple moving to Chicago, thereby setting the scene for its sequel, The Titan. For ten points identify this 1912 novel that introduces the unscrupulous businessman Frank Cowperwood, a work by Theodore Dreiser

ANSWER: The Financier

14. A 1992 article by Andrew Pinnok argues that this work’s premiere actually took place five years before its what is famously considered its first performance; this is important since it makes credible the use of a bass as the Sorceress. Controversy also exists as to the proper singer of “Haste, haste to town,” and the fragmentary Echo Dance and Ritornelle from Act II of this work. Concluding with a chorus about the “Drooping Wings” with which Cupids lay flowers at the tomb of one of the title characters, this work in three acts with “words by Mr. Nat. Tate” includes dances for Witches and Sailors as well as the arias “Whence could so much virtue spring?” and “When I am laid in earth” for the soprano lead. For ten points, name this opera by Henry Purcell that was actually probably not first performed in 1689 at Josias Priest’s School for Girls, but that is about the love of the Queen of Carthage and a Trojan Prince.

ANSWER: Dido and Aeneas, opera Z. 626 (accept either title or number)

15. An electric tramway climbs this geographical feature to the foot of the Bionnassay glacier, at a height of 7,800 feet; the original plan for this tram to service the summit was abandoned at the outbreak of World War I. An observatory at its summit was constructed by Pierre Janssen in 1893, but a crevasse opened in the ice it was built on, forcing its abandonment in 1906. Situated between the regions of Haute-Savoie and Valle d'Aosta, this mountain’s the first known successful ascent was in 1786. Since 1965, a road tunnel under it has connected the towns of Chamonix and Courmayer and thus also connected France and Italy. For ten points, name this 15,774-foot peak of the Alps; the tallest mountain in Western Europe.

ANSWER: Mont Blanc (or Monte Bianco)

16. One song about it contains driving directions to an Atlanta party, "285, 675, 75 south, hold 75 to the turnpike."  It forms the title of a song in which Young Jeezy threatens to "bust ya head like a pineapple," which he then uses as a mixer.  Used as the name of the vehicle which conveys Snoop Dogg to Chino in "Murder Was the Case," it is the titular libation which causes a man to become so inebriated he has sex right on the floor in a Ying Yang Twins paean.  Sidney Frank sold its manufacturing rights to Bacardi in 2004, though this has had no effect on its rating by the mysterious Beverage Testing Institute of Chicago, which apparently gave it a score of 96, higher than rivals such as Canadian Iceberg, Van Goo, and Stolichnaya.  FTP, name this liquor which comes in varieties such as Le Citron, L'Orange, and La Vanille. a brand of premium French vodka with a picture of a bird on the bottle.

ANSWER: Grey Goose
17. This character returns from a stint in the US Navy during World War II a shell of himself as a result of exposure to Antarctica. As the work in which this character is featured opens, he has recently avoided destruction by a steamroller by hiding in a coffin. Born in Czechslovakia, where he learned the Houdini-like skills that served him in escaping the Nazis, this character was inspired by a Jewish writer of the golden age of comics and is a talented artist. For ten points, name this co-creator of the fictional comic book The Escapist along with his cousin, Sammy Clay, with whom he had some amazing adventures in a novel by Michael Chabon.
ANSWER: Joe Kavalier (accept either name)

18. He wrote of the immediate time before the Civil War in his two-volume An Overland Journey, and admitted to knowledge of his famously illegible handwriting in his autobiography Recollections of a Busy Life.  His only time in office was for 90 days as a Whig congressman in 1848, though seven years later he would be caned in the Capitol by Speaker Albert Rust.  He died a broken man, having lost his most prized business venture to Whitelaw Reid.   Much of his support disappeared when he guaranteed Jefferson Davis' bail bond, and five years later he was crushed by Grant in the presidential election of 1872.  FTP, name this man often linked with the phrase "Go West, young man," and the newspaper he founded, the New York Tribune.

Answer: Horace Greeley
19. Participants in this activity donned a manopla or yuguito and began on hearing a conch shell. Other musical instruments have been found buried under the I-shaped surfaces where it took place at such locations as Kaminaljuyú, Copan, and El Tajin. It involved six vertically oriented objects representing the sunrise, sunset, and equinoxes, and its invention is attributed to the Hunahpu brothers. Occurring under the auspices of Xochipilli, its participants were restricted to using knees, hips, and elbows to strike its namesake object. For ten points, identify this generically named ritual event that involved a hard rubber sphere and stone goals and ended with the sacrifice of the losing team.

ANSWER: the Mesoamerican ball game (or pokatok or tlachli or the Mayan ball game or the Aztec ball game)

20. This is the key feature of the Driftless Area in the Upper Midwest and the particular landforms associated with it provide the habitats for rare species such as the Iowa Pleistocene snail. Other characteristic examples can be found in the Yorkshire Dales in England; Herzegovina; the cenotes [say-NO-tays], or collapsed caves, of the Yucatan Peninsula; and the plateau in Slovenia that provides its name. While it can be found in formations of halite or gypsum, it is better known for its occurrence in carbonate rocks such as dolomite and limestone, where it often forms large sinkholes and extensive cave systems. Also responsible for Mammoth Cave, this is, for ten points, what term describing landforms created by dissolution of underlying rock by water?

ANSWER: Karst topography

21. His long time partner wrote A Study of the Encyclopaedia Britannica in Relation to its Treatment of Women and Woman as Force in History. He argued against the possibility of objectivity in “Written History as an Act of Faith,” which is largely the basis for Peter Novick’s That Noble Dream. He influenced later methods with his A Charter for the Social Sciences in the Schools and was grouped with “Jefferson and the tree of liberty” in the title of a Staughton Lynd essay. His most famous work was more directly opposed in a 1958 American Heritage article by Henry Steele Commager. For ten points, name this man who accused the framers of advancing their own property interests in An Economic Interpretation of the Constitution of the United States.
ANSWER: Charles Austin Beard

22. The only works of twentieth-century art in this location’s collection are photographs. Its namesake Villa, a recreation of the Villa di Paprypri from Pompei, reopened in early 2006 and houses its important ancient art collection. Its former head antiquities curator, Marion True, is on trial in Rome for smuggling Italian antiquities. It has the largest endowment of any museum in the United States as a result of its founder and namesake making a fortune in the oil business. Its main building was designed by Richard Meier and opened in 1989. For ten points, name this American art museum in Malibu.

Answer: J. Paul Getty Museum

23. Written in a characteristic fourteen-line stanza of iambic tetrameter with alternating feminine and masculine rhymes, this work’s early plot is set in motion when writing materials are borrowed from the nurse Filipyevna. After a tumultuous nameday celebration, one of the main characters visits the title character’s mansion and reads his books, concluding that his personality is an artifice constructed of the qualities of various literary heroes. The omniscient narrator alternately describes the title character as a friend and a villain, providing his characterization as an archetypal superfluous man. For ten points, name this novel in verse in which the title character kills his friend Lensky in a duel after rejecting the love of Tatyana; a work of Alexander Pushkin that was adapted as an opera by Tchaikovsky.

ANSWER: Eugene Onegin (or Yevgeny Onegin)
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Bonus Questions

1. Answer the following related to a theorem from mathematics for ten points each.

A. This seemingly obvious theorem states that every simple closed curve in a plane divides the plane into two regions, inside and outside.

ANSWER: Jordan curve theorem (or Jordan-Brouwer theorem)

B. Early attempts at proving the Jordan curve theorem were thwarted by the existence of closed curves such as this fractal constructed by repeatedly replacing the middle third of each side of an equilateral triangle with a smaller equilateral triangle.

ANSWER: Koch snowflake (or Koch curve)

C. This theorem extends the Jordan curve theorem to state that a simple closed curve in a plane is homeomorphic to the whole plane. It cannot be generalized to higher dimensions due to counterexamples like Alexander's horned sphere.

ANSWER: Jordan-Schönflies theorem

2. Name these poems by Percy Shelly for ten points each.

A. An early work in five stanzas, this pentameter poem with ABAB rhyme scheme likens people to “clouds that veil the midnight moon” and ends by noting that “Naught may endure but…” the title concept.

ANSWER: “Mutability”

B. Noting that the title gust is the “breath of Autumn’s being,” this work likens the poet to a “dead leaf [the title phenomenon] mightest bear” in its fourth section before asking “If Winter comes, can Spring be far behind?”

ANSWER: “Ode to the West Wind”

C. This 1822 work, though a “mere improvise,” would be his last completed verse drama. As its title implies it was inspired by the Greek War for Independence.

ANSWER: Hellas

3. Name the following Latin dances from descriptions for ten points each.

A. Originating in the working class areas of Buenos Aires, it is danced to a 2/4 or 4/4 rhythm. Astor Piazolla is probably the greatest innovator in its accompanying musical form.

ANSWER: tango
B. The basic rhythm structure of this Colombian national dance originated with the melding of African and Indian cultures who turned the music of the drums and flutes into a courtship ritual. It too is danced in a 4/4 rhythm.
ANSWER: cumbia
C. This national dance of the Dominican Republic has the two partners hold each other in a close position and notably drag their feet.

ANSWER: meringue
4. Answer the following about a piece of legislation, for ten points each:

A. This 1836 order tried to limit land speculation by insisting that Western lands be paid for in gold and silver. 

ANSWER: Specie Circular
B. This Missouri politician, nicknamed “Old Bullion,” actually came up with the idea that public lands be paid for in hard money, a decree known as the Specie Circular.

ANSWER: Thomas Hart Benton

C. This man, who would later become an Associate Justice of the Supreme Court, served as Jackson’s Secretary of the Treasury and actually issued the Specie Circular.

ANSWER: Levi Woodbury

5. Answer each of the following about a novelist and his works for ten points.

A. This Italian author created such novels of manners as Eros and Tigre reale before adopting a drastic change in style brought about by reading ships’ logs.

ANSWER: Giovanni Verga
B. Verga’s best-known work is this verismo story cum play centering around a Sicilian love quadrangle containing Santuzza, Turiddu, Lola, and Alfio. It was famously adapted into an opera by Mascagni.

ANSWER: Cavaleria Rusticana or Rustic Chivalry
C. Adapted for Terra trema by Visconti, this 1881 Verga novel tells the story of an “indolent” namesake family of fishers from Aci Trezza and their struggles after they lose their boat, La Providenza.

ANSWER: I malavoglia or The House by the Medlar Tree
6. Name each of the following dialogues of Plato for ten points each.
A. A member of the fifth tetralogy, this short dialogue sees Socrates explain to the title character, the friend of Menexenus and beloved of Hippothales, that friendship is a striving after the beautiful and good.

ANSWER: Lysis
B. Paired with the Hippiases and Menexenus, this dialogue sees the title rhapsode discuss the nature of poetry with Socrates. It concludes that poetry is not a skill and contains the famous metaphor of a poet as a lodestone responding to a divine magnetism.

ANSWER: Ion
C. The longest work of Plato, this dialogue is framed by a visit to the Cave of Zeus on Crete, during which three old men discuss the foundation of the titular items. Socrates does not appear.

ANSWER: The Laws (or Nomoi)

7. Answer the following about sex determination for ten points each.

A. Instead of the XY sex determination system, most birds use this alternative system of sex chromosomes in which females are the heterogametic sex, so sex is determined by the ovum rather than the sperm.

ANSWER: ZW sex determination

B. As a result of the ZW system, male birds have two Z chromosomes. Consequently, one Z in each cell is converted to this inactive, compact structure, just as mammalian females do with their extra X chromosomes.

ANSWER: Barr body

C. Most bees and ants use this sex-determination system, in which males are produced from unfertilized eggs and females are produced from fertilized eggs. As the name implies, this means one sex has half as many chromosomes.

ANSWER: haplodiploidy (or haplodiploid sex determination)

8. Various writers explain his transformation into a bird as punishment for saying he was married to Hera, as the way in which he was revived after drowning, or as something that occurred while he jumped off Mount Parnassus. For ten points each…

A. Name this king of Trachis who joined his wife Alcyone and brother Daedalion in becoming a bird.

ANSWER: Ceyx
B. This god of sleep sent his son Morpheus to explain to Alcynoe that Ceyx had drowned during a trip to Delphi.

ANSWER: Hypnos
C. Ceyx was one of the kings who hosted this group after they were driven from Hellas. One member of this group, Hyllus, later killed Eurystheus and sent his head to Alcmena.

ANSWER: the Heraclidae (or the Heraclids or the Children of Heracles or equivalents)
9. Answer the following questions about surrealist photography for ten points each.

A. This American-born surrealist photographer is best known for inventing the technique of solarization and his namesake -gram. Some of his well-known images include Rrose Sélavy and Le Violon d’Ingres.

Answer: Man Ray (or Emmanuel Radnitzky)

B. Rrose Sélavy is a picture of this Dadaist in women’s clothing. He once famously submitted a urinal as a sculpture.

Answer: Marcel Duchamp (or R. Mutt)

C. Ray’s assistant, lover, and model in the early 1930’s, this woman worked as a Vogue magazine photographer during World War II and was photographed nude in Hitler’s bathtub in Munich in 1945. She eventually married British surrealist Roland Penrose.

Answer: Lee Miller
10. Answer the following questions about a twentieth century school of thought for ten points each.

A. Founded and led by Vilém Mathesius, this group named for a central European capital did work focusing on linguistics and semiotics and helped originate structuralist literary criticism.

Answer: Prague Linguistic Circle (or Linguistic Circle of Prague or Cercle Linguistique de Prague or Prague School)

B. This Russian prince and center of the Prague Circle wrote the posthumously published Grundzüge der Phonologie or Principles of Phonology, which gave the modern definition of the phoneme.

Answer: Nikolay Sergeyevich Trubetskoy
C. The Circle published its work was in this journal until its dissolution in 1939. It was briefly revived in the 1960’s.

Answer: Travaux Linguistique
11. Founded by the plowman husband of Libuše, its rulers held the title of kníze until Otakar I was made a subsidiary king to the Holy Roman Emperor. For ten points each…

A. Borivoj, Boleslav, and Vladislav were members of what first Bohemian dynasty, which was supplanted by John of Luxembourg after the assassination of its last member?

ANSWER: Presmyslids

B. The three Presmyslid kings who bore this name included one whose religious loyalties were contested by his Christian grandmother Ludmila and pagan mother Dragomir until he was martyred and became Bohemia’s patron saint and one whose 1306 death ended the line.

ANSWER: Wenceslas (or Václav)

C. The martyrdom of the first Wenceslas was perpetrated by nobles angry over Wenceslas’s submission to this king of Saxony and Franconia, rival to Gisilbert and Arnulf, and father of Otto the Great.

ANSWER: Henry the Fowler (or Henry I, the Fowler or Heinrich I, der Vogler; prompt on “Henry” or “Heinrich”)

12. Answer each of the following about the planetary magnetism for ten points.

A. This most common model of planetary magnetism was posited by Bullard and Elsasser. In it, the circulation of a conducting fluid in the core of a planetary body transfers fluid kinetic energy to magnetic field energy, like in the namesake electromechanical device.

ANSWER: dynamo model (or dynamo theory or dynamo mechanism)

B. One limit on the utility of the dynamo model is this theorem, which states that fluid motion alone cannot create a magnetic field with rotational symmetry or, in particular, a dipole field.

ANSWER: Cowling’s theorem

C. Bow Shock is the phenomenon in which the flow of plasma from this stellar phenomenon is interrupted by a planetary magnetic field meets. 

ANSWER: Solar Wind
13. A. [10] This 1884 work details the struggles Nan Prince, an Oldfields resident, goes through to attain the titular position, thereby emulating her guardian the well respected Mr. Leslie.

ANSWER: A Country Doctor

B. [5] The novel just described was written by this American author of Deephaven and The Country of the Pointed Firs. Name her for five points.

ANSWER: Sarah Orne Jewett
C. [10] This 1833 novel, part of The Human Comedy, begins with the soldier Pierre Joseph Genestas searching for the title figure. As the story goes on Pierre learns more and more about the good deeds of Mr. Benassis.

ANSWER: The Country Doctor

D. [5] Like Sarah Orne Jewett, this Frenchman wrote a novel about a Country Doctor, name him for a final five points.

ANSWER: Honore de Balzac

14. His travails led to the enunciation of the Civis Romanus sum policy for all Englishmen. For ten points each…
A. Name this merchant who lost his home in an 1847 anti-Semitic riot in Athens and sought reparations from the Greek government for police complicity in the event.

ANSWER: David “Don” Pacifico

C. This son of Louis I of Bavaria pissed Britain off by prolonging the Pacifico affair and pissed his subjects off by employing Joseph Ludwig von Armansperg as chancellor and joining the losing sides in the Crimean War and Risorgimento. This led his deposition in 1862, after thirty years as Greece’s first king.

ANSWER: King Otto of Greece

15. Answer the following about some interesting choices made in sports drafts this year for ten points each.

A. In the buildup to the NFL draft, the question on everyone's mind was whether the Texans should take Reggie Bush or Vince Young with the first pick overall. Naturally, they picked this defensive end from NC State instead of either.

ANSWER: Mario Williams

B. In the NBA draft, Seattle surprised many by using the 10th pick of the first round to select this 7-foot Senegalese center who averaged 3.1 points-per-game for a Belgian team.

ANSWER: Mouhamed Saer Sene 

C. Conversely, Knicks GM Isiah Thomas surprised few by making a questionable first round selection in the person of this forward from perennial NIT powerhouse South Carolina.

ANSWER: Renaldo Balkman

16.London, like many major cities, has its gardens. Name some of the more notable ones for ten points each.

A. Located in Kensington South of the Thames, these were the premier pleasure gardens in the eighteenth century. A performance of Handel’s Music for the Royal Fireworks here attracted 12,000 visitors in 1749.

Answer: Vauxhall Gardens

B. Home of the Ashburnham Pavilion, these gardens reached the peak of their popularity in the mid-nineteenth century and were depicted numerous times by Whistler. They were closed in 1877 as a result of neighbors’ noise complaints.

Answer: Cremorne Gardens

C. The centerpiece of these gardens was a Rotunda building where musical performances by many, including a nine-year-old Mozart, took place. They were located in Chelsea and closed in 1803.

Answer: Ranelagh Gardens
17. Answer each of the following about a writer and his work for ten points.

A. Published in 1952, this fantastical syncretization of Nigerian folktales tells the story of a man who follows a tapster to Deads’ Town, where he, not too surprisingly, encounters the dead.

ANSWER: The Palm-Wine Drinkard and His Dead Palm-Wine Tapster in the Deads’ Town
B. The Palm-Wine Drinkard is the best-known work of this Yoruba author and former blacksmith. He told his own stories in My Life in the Bush of Ghosts and Pauper, Brawler, and Slanderer.

ANSWER: Amos Tutuola
C. Tutuola was heavily influenced by this fellow Nigerian author. He wrote the first novel in Yoruban, The Forest of a Thousand Daemons, from which Tutuola’s The Wild Hunter in the Bush of Ghosts was partly taken.

ANSWER: Daniel Olorunfemi Fagunwa
18. Answer the following about rivers in Spain for ten points each.

A. This 575-mile-long river has its source in the Cantabrian Mountains near the Atlantic, but flows south across Aragon and Catalonia to its mouth in the Mediterranean.

ANSWER: Ebro

B. This 644-mile-long river has most of its length in Spain, where it passes through Toledo, but it crosses Portugal and empties into the Atlantic at Lisbon.

ANSWER: Tagus (or Tajo)

C. Spain's only navigable river, it passes through Cordoba and Seville on its way to its mouth at the Gulf of Cadiz.

ANSWER: Guadalquivir
19. Answer the following about features of the planet Venus for ten points each.

A. This massif taller than Everest contains the highest point on the planet's surface and is one of the few Venutian features not named for a female.

ANSWER: Maxwell Montes
B. Maxwell Montes is situated on this large highland plateau near the northern pole. This and Aphrodite Terra in the southern hemisphere are the only such regions on Venus.

ANSWER: Ishtar Terra
C. Besides Maxwell Montes, the major feature of Ishtar Terra is this large plain named for a Hindu goddess.

ANSWER: Lakshmi Planum
20. He was the son of Tolui like his brothers Arikboke and Kublai, the latter of whom eventually succeeded him. For ten points each…

A. Name this man who became the fourth great khan of the Mongols in 1251 and dispatched another brother, Hülegü, to destroy the Abbasids.

ANSWER: Möngke Khan (or Mangu Khan)

B. Möngke was the last great khan to rule from this city on the Orhon, which was destroyed by Hungwu after the Battle of Puir Nor in 1388.

ANSWER: Karakorum (or Kalakunlun or Kharakhorin or Har Horin or Erdeni Dzu)

C. Möngke’s selection as great khan occurred at this form of Mongol assembly, which selected leaders and made war plans.

21. Identify these similarly titled works and their creators, for the stated number of points each:

Answer the following questions about a Shakespeare work for ten points each.

A. This 1598 history opens with a messenger arriving from Phillip of France to demand that the title king abdicate in favor of his nephew, Arthur.

ANSWER: The Life and Death of King John
B. Properly named Philip Falconbridge, this dogged character is a son of Richard the Lionhearted and offers satirical commentary on commodity and the nobility’s self-interest directly to the audience.

ANSWER: The Bastard
C. The mother of Arthur, this character was a popular role for Shakespearean actresses prior to the twentieth century.

ANSWER: Constance
22. Prior to this man’s 461BCE ostracism, he was the first commander of the Delian League and led the expeditions to retake the Thracian coast from Persia. For ten points each…

A. Name this rival of Pericles and leader of the aristocratic party of Athens.

ANSWER: Cimon
B. Among Cimon’s most notable naval achievements was the 466 defeat of a larger fleet at this battle in Pamphylia, immediately followed by a land attack on the Persian camp. 

ANSWER: the Battle of the River Eurymedon

C. Cimon was the son of this onetime tyrant in the Cheronese who became an Athenian general and used his experience in the Persian army to plot the victorious Athenian charge at Marathon.

ANSWER: Miltiades the Younger
