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Toss-Up Questions

1. Talbot Potter is the main character of his Harlequin and Columbine, while the novel Cherry satirizes academic life. His 1905 work about life in a small town took its name from a work by Timothy Dwight, The Conquest of Canaan, and he wrote eleven plays with Harry Leon Wilson. His characters include Minnie Briscoe, at whose home Helen Sherwood and John Harkless meet, and a French nobleman, who falls in love with Mary Carlisle. Those figures appear in the works, The Gentleman from Indiana and Monsieur Beaucaire, and were less popular in his day than the coming of age yarns: Seventeen and Penrod. Best remembered for his 1918 novel about George Minivar’s love for Lucy Morgan, for ten points, identify this man who wrote Alice Adams and The Magnificent Ambersons.

ANSWER: Newton Booth Tarkington
2. Twelve years before becoming President William Henry Harrison was nearly declared persona non grata while serving as minister to this nation. George Canning recognized it against the wishes of George IV in an attempt to take control of Cuba. Its constitution, ratified by the Congress of Cucuta, called for the abolition of the mita system of labor, and promised to free the children of slaves. Though not the nominal national leader it was governed primarily by vice-president Francisco Santander during its short 11 year history. For 10 points—name this name led by Simon Bolivar, which dissolved following the secession of what would become Venezuela from the nation with its capital at Bogotá. 

Answer:  Gran Colombia 

3. In it, the author cites Kingsley Davis’ argument as to why reform is possible even without unanimous agreement. Nevertheless, the author points out that a partial solution is doomed to fail, as the people with conscience will become outnumbered and die out. The author then discusses mutual coercion to outlaw bank robbery and ends by quoting Hegel that “freedom is the recognition of necessity.”. An example of the title condition is the actions of cattle herders using federal land for grazing; as each rancher attempts to maximize his own yield, he damages the pasture, eventually ruining the resource for all. First published in a 1968 issue of Science, FTP identify this essay concerning the titular social dilemma, written by Garrett Hardin.

ANSWER: “The Tragedy of the Commons”

4. This artist was married to Maria Cecilia, sister of Francesco Guardi.  Two of their children assisted him in creating The Smithy of Vulcan and Spain and Her Provinces, two of the frescoes in his commission for the royal palace of Madrid.  Other lesser known works include the portrait Woman with a Parrot and Maecenas Presenting the Arts. He decorated the Palazzo Labia with scenes from the life of Marc Antony and Cleopatra, a creation that exemplified his nickname of Redivo, or the “New,” Veronese for his similar use of color.  Other examples of that style can be seen in his Triumph of Faith, numerous Apotheosis frescoes, and his masterwork, a series of paintings that includes such works as The Four Continents. FTP, name this 18th-century Venetian master whose work on the Episcopal palace, or Residenz, at Wurzburg, made him the preeminent Rococo muralist.

ANSWER: Giovanni Battista Tiepolo
5. The TI-89 calculator is one recent application to employ this CISC device. The original version ran at a speedy 8 MHz, featured 32-bit registers, a 24-bit address space, and a 16 bit bus. It was used by the postscript printers and is still widely used by printer manufacturers. Developers did not consider any backward compatibility issues, paving the way for revolutionary new home computers such as the Atari ST, Commodore Amiga, and Apple Macintosh. (t was one of the first architectures to feature a near-orthogonal instruction set. It represented integers big-endian, unlike its major competitor the Intel x86 series. For 10 points-- what is this landmark Motorola chip which, despite its name, featured closer to 70,000 transistors?
ANSWER: Motorola 68000 or Motorola 68k
6. For very reactive samples, a type of mull known as nujol can be used to prevent sample decomposition. For liquids, a sample can be placed between two sodium chloride disks, and for solids, a sample is mixed with potassium bromide and pressed into a thin wafer. It works because molecules often have a large number of distinct vibrations from stretching and bending bonds, and it is useful for analyzing the functional groups in a molecule. Its rightmost region contains the most varied peaks and is known as the fingerprint region. FTP, name this type of spectroscopy measured in inverse centimeters and named for the spectrum between microwaves and visible light.

ANSWER: IR (or infrared) spectroscopy

7. A vision attributed to "a poor woman of Laon" imagined this man's friend Count Bego drinking molten gold, his wife Ermengard weighed down with great boulders, and his own name written out of paradise after his complicity in the killing of his nephew Bernard of Italy. After retaking Barcelona from the Umayyads, his older brother who was given the sobriquet hunchback rebelled against their father and his two brothers died, leaving him as sole heir. He was imprisoned by his sons after a confrontation on the Alsatian "field of lies," and released by youngest, Louis and Charles, foreshadowing the squabbles that would follow his death. FTP, who was this Carolingian emperor, whose patronage of Benedict of Aniane's monastic reform provided his epithet.

ANSWER: Louis the Pious (or: Louis I)

8. This peak is the tallest in the chain that separates the watershed of the Kern River on the east from that of the Kaweah River on the west. Its most common climbing portal must be accessed through the Inyo National Forest near the closest town, Lone Pine. Though its eastern face provides challenges to climbers, hikers can walk to the summit in two to three days, making it the most-climbed mountain in the US. Just 76 miles from the lowest point in the United States, FTP name this mountain in the Sierra Nevadas that is the highest point in the contiguous 48 states.

ANSWER: Mount Whitney

9. One deity with this name carries the world on his shoulders and every time he moves, it causes earthquakes. Another god with this name is thrown into the sea as an infant where he is enveloped by seaweed and raised by his divine ancestor Rangi. According to another legend a deity with this name has to capture the attention of his grandmother to rope the sun and does so by stealing the bananas she is preparing. That mythical figure is the son of Hina and Akalana and his prowess as a fisherman allows him to pick up the ocean floor and create a series of islands in the Pacific. For ten points identify this Polynesian trickster god, the namesake of Hawaii’s second largest island.

ANSWER: Maui

10. The second chapter of its first book concerns Heraclitus’ moral code, which the author calls, “Fate, Fame and Great Men.” Chapter ten discusses the breakdown of tribal and magical societies and the rise of civilization. Opposing utilitarian ideas about happiness as unrealistic, this work instead espouses minimizing “avoidable suffering” and maximizing “the freedom of individuals to live as they wish.” The second volume, subtitled “The High Tide of Prophecy,” asserts that Hegel’s belief in the duty of the nation-state to dominate the world lay “hidden and undeveloped in Aristotle’s essentialism.” Defining the title construct as one in which governments can be overthrown without bloodshed, FTP name this 1945 work in praise of liberal democracy by Karl Popper.

ANSWER: The Open Society and Its Enemies
11. The aftermath of this event is visible in the Chengjiang fauna, which revealed the body plan of Microdictyon.  Its Tommotian stage is notable for archaeocyathid reef-builders, as well as the appearance of onychophorans and priapulids. Its most famous locality was first excavated by Charles Walcott, whose classification of the scaled Wiwaxia as an annelid has been confirmed by the most recent research on the Burgess Shale. FTP, this term refers to the eclipse of the Vendian fauna by the sudden diversification of life at the beginning of the Paleozoic, a period named after a Welsh mountain range.

ANSWER: Cambrian explosion

12. Dorothy Sayers used this play as a chapter title in her Busman’s Honeymoon and Aphra Behn copied its plot with her Love Letters.  It also forms a sort of play within a play in Tom Stoppard’s The Real Thing.  The final act is presaged by the central character’s declaration, “the schoolmen teach that all this globe of earth, shall be consumed to ashes in a minute.”  Among the secondary characters are Philotis, who advances the cause of her physician uncle, and three servants - though Putana and Poggio are eclipsed by Vasques, who plays a role in the climactic banquet.  The story turns on the deception of  Soranzo, who is unaware of an unnatural affair his brother-in-law Giovanni is having.  For ten points, name this tragedy by John Ford, whose title refers to the incestuous lady Anabella.

ANSWER: Tis Pity She’s a Whore
13. He published a scientific speculation on the origins of comets called Ragnarok and wrote a work, The Cipher in the Plays and on the Tombstone, that tried to make the case for Francis Bacon as the true author of Shakespeare’s plays. Early on his burgeoning career took a hit when he was rebuked and defeated by the “Watchdog of the Treasury,” Elihu Washburne, who refused to respond to his demands for more land grants. As editor of the Representative and the Anti-Monopolist he kept his hat in the ring and it was his words in 1892 that helped nominate James Weaver in a run for president. Ultimately defeated in his bid for governor, he served at the state level for the rest of his career. For ten points, identify this politician from Minnesota, best known for helping to found and lead the Populist party. 

ANSWER: Ignatius Donnelly

14. This character is first described by the narrator as a “worthy wight . . . [whose] cognomen was not inapplicable to his person.” He “lord[s] it in his little empire,” a rude building developed by architect Yost Van Houton, in which he beats his charges, often “inflicting a double portion on some . . . broad-skirted Dutch urchin.” He supplements his income through instruction in “psalmody,” and loves one of his students, a girl as “plump as a partridge.” However, his rival for that girl’s affections, born Abraham Van Brunt but known by another name, schemes to scare this protagonist away by dressing as the spirit of a dead Hessian. FTP name this spindly schoolteacher who loses the hand of Katrina Van Tassel to Brom Bones in Irving’s The Legend of Sleepy Hollow.
ANSWER: Ichabod Crane [prompt on just the first name
15. Walter Piston wrote one at the request of Charles Munch, and Carlos Chávez wrote one for Percussion Instruments. Bohuslav Martinu paired one with Two Canzone, and the final movement of Ravel's Le Tombeau de Couperin is one. Prokofiev wrote one of these compositions for solo piano based around repeated notes after hearing Robert Schumann's, and Respighi adopted the Baroque form of Frescobaldi to write one. First appearing in Italy during the late Renaissance, the most famous example of this type of composition was written in the early 1700s and is half of its composer's BWV 565. FTP, name this type of freestyle virtuoso composition, usually for the organ, that Bach famously paired with a Fugue in D minor.

ANSWER: Toccata

16. The eleventh mentions the “caverns of Karst” and notes that man’s hunter’s arts have made him deadly. The twenty-seventh asks: “How many spaces in this vast horizon, have I contained within?” In the fifth one, readers are instructed to “erect no gravestone to [the title figure’s] memory,” for “where there is poetry/ It is [him] singing,” while the second one describes a girl who “made herself a bed in my ear” and “slept.” This description probably refers to the daughter of the author’s friend, who became incapacitated while fighting leukemia. That girl, Vera Knoop, to whom the poems are dedicated, loved the “harmony of song and lyre,” just as the title figure of this 55 poem sequence does. For ten points, identify this work, composed in 1922, a collection of 14-line poems named for the lover of Eurydice and written by Rainer Maria Rilke.

ANSWER: The Sonnets to Orpheus (Die Sonette an Orpheus)
17. A Los Alamos setup employing 50000 pounds of mineral oil and 14 pounds of butyl-phenyl-bipheny-oxydiazole detected Cerenkov radiation and may undermine the standard model explanation of this phenomenon. That anomalous result is currently being tested by Fermilab's MiniBooNE. The first experiment to seek evidence of it was undertaken at the Homestake Gold Mine. The Mikheyev-Smirnov-Wolfenstein effect accounts for most previous experimental evidence and hints that this phenomenon may imply the validity of Ettore Majorana's hypotheses about the mass of namesake particle. For 10 points-- what is this phenomenon which explains "missing" muon and electron flavors of the namesake diminutive uncharged lepton? 
ANSWER: Neutrino Oscillation or Changing Neutrino Flavors or Clear Knowledge Equivalents

18. EB Pusey wrote two works in which he dissented to the conservative theology underlying this issue. In the encyclical Mysterium Fidei, Paul VI condemned a modern theory which undermines this dogma as defined by the Council of Trent.  Taking part in it  is a proclamation of “the death of the Lord until he comes” according to Paul who affirms it in First Corinthians 11:27. In the modern mass, the phrase, “Do this in memory of me” signifies the moment of consecration and is preceded by the command, “Take this and eat it.” For 10 points—what is this catholic Eucharistic dogma, which declares the bread and wine become the body and blood of Christ. 

ANSWER: transubstantiation  (prompt: real presence)

19. Although its so-called republic provided a base for the cruiser Aurora in 1917, the Tenth Party Congress, already distracted by the Tambov rebellion, found it necessary to employ the Cheka to suppress dissent here. A list of fifteen demands, included a demand for publicity and the sanctioning of handicraft production were met skeptically by the govenement, who attributed the effort to “French counterintelligence” and the Black Hundreds. Inevitably, the "Provisional Revolutionary Committee" was wiped out by the forces of Tukhachevsky and Trotsky attacking across the frozen Gulf of Finland.  For 10 points-- Lenin's New Economic Policy was one reaction to the 1921 mutiny at which Soviet Baltic naval base. 

ANSWER: Kronstadt

20. A historical figure is mocked in this work when he is quoted describing Theodorus as a raven, but his lisp makes it sound like the word for “bootlicker.” In a memorable scene, one of the central characters gets drunk, runs off with a nude flute girl, and assaults people. As it begins, two servants discuss their dreams, one of which involves the character Cleonymus, a coward. Those servants, Sosias and Xanthias, have been tasked with making sure that the father of Bdelycleon is kept from being a diclast, a service with which he is obsessed.  Later, a mock trial is staged for a slave. In front of the court it is alleged that Anticleon’s man stole a delicacy from the island of Sicily.  For ten points, Labes’ theft of cheese appears in what work by Aristophanes, which was named for a chorus costumed with stinging appendages.

ANSWER: The Wasps
21. Recent research suggests that one of these, HER-2 / neu ["her two new"], is combated by olive oil. A condition named for Denis Burkitt involves the movement of one from chromosome 8 to chromosome 14. 

Bishop and Varmus discovered the first one in the genome in 1976, and MENII is a condition caused by an example of the inherited type. Translocation and amplification often cause their transformation from the "proto" state, and point mutations are responsible for the Ras ones, which are found in approximately 20% of tumors. FTP, name these mutated genes which help cause a normal cell to divide uncontrollably, thus causing cancer.

Answer: oncogene(s)
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Bonus Questions

1. Answer these questions about genetics and development, FTPE.

A. This group of genes determines limb placement and distinguishes the anterior and posterior ends of the organism. The amphioxius has a single group of ten such genes, while humans possess four clusters of 38.

ANSWER: Hox genes or homeobox

B. The existence of Hox genes was first indicated by work on mutations in this black-bellied dew-lover dipteran. 
ANSWER: Drosophila melanogaster (prompt: fruit fly)
C. Among the Drosophila Hox genes studied is this one resulting in a pair of legs as head protrusions.

ANSWER: antennapedia

2. Stuff about an English literary character, for ten points each:

A. This woman has thrice visited Jerusalem and made pilgrimages to Rome and Cologne. Arrayed in scarlet hose and an expensive coverchief, her description as “gat-toothed” has been read as indicative of her liberated sexuality.

ANSWER: Wife of Bath or Alisoun
B. This is the fifth husband of the Wife of Bath, who deafened her right ear with a blow, but later became submissive to her out of guilt.

ANSWER: Jankin
C. The Wife of Bath’s story is paralleled in this man’s “Tale of Florent,” which can be found in the Confessio Amantis.

ANSWER:John Gower

3. Name these therapy methods, FTP each:

A.  Founded by Carl Rogers, it treats therapist and patient as equals, and the patient is given unconditional regard and acceptance as a means of gaining self-insight.

ANSWER: client-centered therapy

B.  Associated with the phrase "I'm OK, you're OK," this method founded by Eric Berne tries to improve communication between people, whose personalities are assumed to be a combination of three "ego states."

ANSWER: transactional analysis
C.  Developed by Arthur Janov, it views unmet needs of the infant as a source of "splitting off" of pain and of consciousness of the self.  

ANSWER: primal or primal scream therapy

4. FTPE, name these Mexican muralists.

A. His greatest series of murals is located in Guadalajara and includes Man on Fire. Dartmouth College is the site of his The Epic of American Civilization.

ANSWER: José Orozco 

B. His attempt at combining capitalism and communism in the lobby of the Rockefeller was destroyed, but he later completed a similar mural in Mexico City entitled Man, Controller of the Universe.

ANSWER: Diego Rivera
C. Founder of the Communist Syndicate of Artists, he used spray-guns and thick enamel in The Portrait of the Bourgeoisie. His other murals include From Porfiriato to the Revolution and March of Humanity.

ANSWER: David Siqueiros
5. Identify these figures from the age of the first Great Awakening, FTPE.

A. This "grand itinerant" broke with John Wesley over Arminianism and later denied the authority of Alexander Gardiner, the rationalist Anglican commissary of South Carolina.

ANSWER: George Whitefield 

B. He ended his career as missionary to the Indians at Stockbridge, where he completed The Great Christian Doctrine of Original Sin Defended.

ANSWER: Jonathan Edwards

C. Both Whitefield and Edwards were attacked by this Boston divine, whose 1742 sermon Enthusiasm Described and Cautioned Against saw in the Awakening the legacy of the Munster Anabaptists and Antinomians.

ANSWER: Charles Chauncy

6. Name these films directed by Luis Bunuel. FTPE:

A. The title of this brutal 1950 film refers to the lost boys who live a violent life in the slums of Mexico City.

ANSWER: Los Olvidados
B. Made in 1929 with Salvador Dali, the greatest lasting effect of this surrealistic fantasy famous for its depiction of the slitting of an eyeball was its inspiration of the Pixies’ song “Debaser.”

ANSWER: Un Chien Andalou or An Andalusian Dog
C. This nearly plotless 1972 film follows the dreams and peregrinations of a group of wealthy Parisian friends and includes many references to earlier Bunuel films, including a dream of the crickets from Un Chien Andalou.

ANSWER: The Discreet Charm of the Bourgeoisie or Le Charme Discrete de la Bourgeoisie
7. Answer the following about an incident involving France and England in the 19th century FTPE.

A. At this site in present-day Sudan, small French and English forces held a tense stand-off from September through November of 1899, both claiming the town.

Answer: Fashoda
B. This Frenchman led the force that traveled 2,100 miles from Brazzaville to reach Fashoda in 1898.

Answer: Major Jean Baptiste Marchand
C. Marchand was ordered to surrender the fort at Fashoda to Kitchener by this newly appointed French Foreign Minister who later signed the Entente Cordiale with Britain.

Answer: Theophile Delcasse
8. Answer the following about a school of ancient philosophy FTPE:

A. Consisting of two distinct branches, one of which was popularized in the Academy by Carnaedes. They advocated the method of epoche, or the suspension of judgment.

ANSWER: skepticism

B. Much of what we know about skepticism comes from the writers of this 2nd century doctor who wrote “Against the Mathematicians” and “Outlines of Pyrrhonism”

ANSWER:  Sextus Empiricus
C. In skeptical philosophy one goal was to attempt to achieve this state of mind, which denoted a freedom from the disturbance of judgment.

ANSWER: Ataraxia
9. Identify the following about scientists who worked with birds, FTPE.

A. He concluded in The Herring Gull's World that the location of the red spot on a adult gull's bill is the key to conditioning of the chick's feeding response. He won a Nobel in 1973 and his brother won for economics in 1969.

ANSWER: Nikolaas Tinbergen

B. This student of Oskar Heinroth, shared the 1973 Nobel with Nikolaas Tinbergen. He studied imprinting in greylag geese.
ANSWER: Konrad Lorenz
C. Peter and Rosemary Grant have studied the medium and large ground types of these birds on the island of Daphne Major, demonstrating divergence of beak size in response to drought.

ANSWER: Darwin's Finches or Galapagos Finches

10. Identify these African writers, for ten points each.

A. This author is best known for novels popular in the Onitsha Market style including Iko the Wrestler, Burning Grass, and Jagua Nana.

ANSWER: Cyprian Ekwensi
B. This Kenyan author of works like Decolonizing the Mind and Weep Not Child is best known for his novel set during the Mau Mau rebellion, A Grain of Wheat.

ANSWER: N’gugi Wa Thiong’o

C. This playwright and novelist of the excellent Sozaboy was executed by Sani Abacha with the complicity of Shell Oil.

ANSWER: Ken Saro-Wiwa
11. Answer the following about a mythological figure, for ten points each:

A. This son of Iphiclus became the first Greek to tread on Trojan soil during the war. He also became the first to die after Hector cut him down.

ANSWER: Protesilaus

B. Protesilaus left behind this grieving widow. According to one myth, this Queen of Phylace had a wooden statue made of her husband that she used to embrace as she mourned. Creepy!

ANSWER: Laodamia

C. After her father found out that Laodamia had a weird relationship with a statue he decided to burn it, at which point she threw herself on the fire and perished. He might be better known for trying to kill Peleus by leaving him to the centaurs on Mount Pelion.

ANSWER: Acastus

12 It was named for a chronicle of the Lu state. FTPE,

A. Name this period of Chinese history from 722 - 481 BC, which was followed by the Warring States period.

Answer: Spring and Autumn Period

B. Prominent during the Spring and Autumn Period, these individuals, the first of which was Duke Huan, were supposed to assist smaller states during internal quarrels, but many actually did the opposite.

Answer: hegemon (s)

C. The warring states period brought to an end the Western period of this dynasty which held the mandate of heaven. 

ANSWER: Zhou Dynasty
13. Identify the following about Renaissance-era composers and works FTPE.

A. This organist and choirmaster at Lincoln Cathedral wrote a large amount of Anglican church music including a 10 voice Great Service. His other works include the Gradualia, an elaborate yearlong musical cycle, and Sing Joyfully.

ANSWER: William Byrd 

B. This Belgian composer spent most of his career in Italy serving the Sforza family. His Malheur me bat Mass parodied a chanson by his instructor, Ockeghem.

ANSWER: Josquin des Prez

C. This forty-part motet probably first performed in 1570 is the best known work of Thomas Tallis.

ANSWER:  Spem in Alium
14. Identify the following about works by Gogol, for ten points each:

A. This short story named for a certain location follows two plots: in one, the painter Piskaryov kills himself after being rejected by a hooker, in the second, Pirogov is beaten after sleeping with another man’s wife.

ANSWER: “Nevsky Prospect”

B. This unctuous main character tries to acquire “dead souls” in a novel of the same name. 
ANSWER:  Pavel Chichikov [accept either name]
C. This character fools the governor and the squires Bobchinsky and Dobchinsky, among others, into believing he is the Inspector General in the work of that title.

ANSWER: Ivan Aleksandrovich Khlestakov [accept either name]
15. FTPE, name these men in the news during the Taft Presidency.

A. This Senator from Rhode Island helped create the Federal Reserve, and together with a Representative from New York, is named in a 1909 act that raised tariffs.

ANSWER: Nelson Aldrich

B. This Interior Secretary was accused of interfering with coal-land claims in Alaska.

ANSWER: Richard Ballinger

C. This man was a Senator from Pennsylvania before and after he served as Taft's Secretary of State, during which time he settled the Bering Sea controversy.

ANSWER: Philander Knox

16. It opens with "Go-Go Gadget Gospel" and contains a cover of Violent Femmes' "Gone Daddy Gone." FTPE,

A. Name this 2006 album that includes the UK's first #1 song based on download sales alone, "Crazy."

ANSWER: St. Elsewhere

B. St. Elsewhere is the debut album of this group, whose name is not a reference to a former NBA player.

ANSWER: Gnarls Barkley

C. This member of Gnarls Barkley may also be known for producing the Gorillaz's album Demon Days and remixing the Beatles' White Album and Jay-Z's Black Album to create The Grey Album.

ANSWER: Danger Mouse (or Brian Burton)

17. FTPE, answer the following about everybody's favorite molecule, benzene.

A. According to Hückel's rule, benzene has this stabilizing property since it has 4n+2 pi electrons.

Answer: aromaticity

B.  In this type of Friedel-Crafts reaction of benzene, the ketone product is always less reactive than the original molecule, and there are not carbocation rearrangements.

Answer: acylation (do NOT accept alkylation)

C. Named for one of the most famous Australian organic chemists, this reduction of benzene gives 1,4-cyclohexadiene on treatment with a group one metal and an alcohol in liquid ammonia.

Answer: Birch reduction

18. Identify these works by Jean Genet FTPE.

A. In this novel, the male prostitute Divine associates with various underworld characters, including the murderous title figure, who often wears a blossom pinned to a garter near her genitals.

ANSWER: Our Lady of the Flowers  (accept Notre Dame des Fleurs)

B. Set in occupied France and immediately after, the narrator, called Genet, reminisces about his dead lover Jean while initiating a sexual liaison with Erik, a former Hitler youth member who is also sleeping with Jean’s mother.
