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Toss-Up Questions

1. This author’s one straight novel centers around the writer Shamus and his beautiful wife Helen, and is titled The Naïve and Sentimental Lover. His The Secret Pilgrim is a series of vignettes that his most famous character tells to a former colleague named Ned. He branched out into narrating Israeli-Palestinian conflicts in his story of Charlie, a British actress recruited by the Mossad, in Little Drummer Girl. His hero’s conflict with Russian spymaster Karla is narrated in several novels including Tinker, Tailor, Soldier, Spy. Popular movies were made of The Russia House and The Spy Who Came in from the Cold and Alec Guinness has repeatedly played the main hero of, For ten points, what British novelist of the Cold War most famous for creating George Smiley?

ANSWER: John Le Carre
2. The short first reign of this monarch painted by Gentile Bellini, was dominated by his still-living father’s victory over Ladislas of Poland at Varna. He took no part in that battle, but his later victories included one over the White Sheep and their leader Uzun Hasan at Bashkent. His military innovations included building the Rumeli Hisar castle to ensure control of a strategic waterway, and hiring the Hungarian smith Urban to build the largest known cannon. Thirty years prior to his death, probably by poisoning by his successor, Bayezid II, he used the cannon in a six-week bombardment of the Walls of Anastasius. FTP, name this Ottoman Sultan responsible for the death of Constantine XI during his 15th century siege of Constantinople.

ANSWER: Mehmed II the Conqueror (Accept Mehmet II or Mohammed II)  

3. The political philosopher Thomas Sowell wrote his doctoral dissertation on this principle, which then became the subject of his first book.  It was first developed to discuss the evolution of trade between Britain and Brazil, and its first proponent tried to fend off attacks by Malthus and Simonde de Sismondi in the General Glut controversy into the 1820s.  As originally proposed, it suggested that “a glut can take place only when there are too many means of production applied to one kind of product and not enough to another,” but James Mill stated it more punchily in 1804’s Commerce Defended.  FTP, name this economic principle summarized by Mill as “supply creates its own demand.” 

ANSWER: Say’s Law of markets

4. The painting’s subject is roughly 21 years old, with an unkempt face that is nearly feminine in appearance.  The subject’s shirt includes ruffles at both the neck and on his right sleeve, and according to one interpreter, is made of fur and pleated muslin.  The painting was given to Pope Clement VII in 1524, and helped inspire Caravaggio’s later painting of Medusa observed by Perseus.  It is better known, however, for inspiring a 17-page poem about “Affirmation that doesn’t affirm anything,” a 1976 work of the same name by John Ashbery.  FTP, name this painting by Parmigianino in which the artist’s hand appears unusually large because it was painted with the help of a barber’s tool.

ANSWER: Self-Portrait in a Convex Mirror
5. Characters include Billy Biasse, a long shore man who operates a gambling parlor, and Susy, whose kept man, Zeddy, is nearly killed by a loan shark. Its early chapters take place in and around places called Barron’s, Leroy’s, and Goldgraben’s, though the most exclusive cabaret belongs to the protagonist’s one time lover, Congo Rose. Meanwhile, the beautiful Agatha is rejected by the bookish Ray who takes off on a train and has numerous adventures with the title character. The novel opens with the hero working as a stoker on a steam ship bound from Cardiff to New York and ends with him and his prostitute girlfriend, Felice, finding one another and leaving the title location for Chicago. For ten points, identify this 1928 novel about WWI veteran Jake Brown’s return to a certain neighborhood, a work by Claude McKay.

ANSWER: Home to Harlem

6. The Ada operon of E. coli encodes two genes that reverse this process which can be modulated by decitabine. It begins at the eight-cell stage in the developing embryo and is completed by the blastula stage. In E. coli the enzyme Dpn-I protects DNA from restriction enzymes via a modification which can be detected by bisulfite sequencing, which allows one to distinguish between modified and unmodified cytosines. FTP, name this process in which a hydrogen on a nucleotide is replaced by a CH3 group.

ANSWER:  methylation 

7. Legislation passed under his government included the Eden Treaty, promoting free trade with France, an India Act that brought the East India Company under government control, and the Canada Act that divided Upper from Lower Canada. He also passed the Gag Acts and the Combination Acts, which outlawed anti-government meetings and trade unions. His efforts to pass the Act of Union included offering emancipation to Irish Catholics: this was opposed by King George III, thus ending this man’s first term as Prime Minister. His second term ended with his death shortly a year after the battles of Austerlitz and Trafalgar. FTP, name this man who between 1783 and 1801 organized and sponsored European coalitions against revolutionary France as British prime minister, an office vacated in 1768 by the Earl of Chatham, his father.

ANSWER: William Pitt the Younger (prompt on Pitt)

8. Frightened by a baby’s cry, this figure cut it into seven, then forty-nine pieces, which later became his attendants. For sleeping with the wife of a wise man, he was cursed to have his flesh covered with vaginas, but the curse was mitigated when they were changed into eyes. He also sent Sarama, a dog, to the Panis, and stole the cow of his father, Tvastr. Forced by Cyavana to invite the Ashwins to partake of the soma, he was entertained by apsarases and gandharvas in his kingdom of Svarga.  In addition to his 49 attendants, the Maruts, he was often accompanied by Airavata, his elephant, and he wielded Vajra, the lightning bolt, as the lord of thunder. For ten points,, name this Vedic god who slew the demon Vritra, the leader of the Devas.

ANSWER:  Indra
9. Historians disagree on the year when this city succeeded Nidaros as its country’s capital.  It was founded at the foot of the Ekeberg hill on the Aker river, which gives its name to the Akershus fortress at the city’s center.  Destroyed by fire in 1624, the city was restored by Christian IV but only became the country’s largest city in 1850, when it surpassed Bergen.  Now the home of King Harald V, it has been the permanent seat of the king since the time of Haakon V.  For ten points, name this city, known as Christiania from 1640 to 1925, the capital of Norway.

ANSWER: Oslo
10. His contributions to literary scholarship include a work called Homeric Questions that is a main source for much earlier scholarship. His works on Aristotle included the Isagoge [ees-uh-GOH-gay], which discussed the five words that were key to understanding Aristotle’s Categories. His Aids to the Study of Intelligibles argued for the theses that the one is prior to and independent of the soul and intellect, and that the intellect is identical with thought. He also argued on historical-critical grounds for the late date of the Book of Daniel in his Against the Christians. Other works include a Letter to Marcella and On Abstinence from Eating Animals, but his most read work is an excerpt from a now-otherwise-lost history of philosophy and includes the story of how its subject had communion with the One four times. FTP, name this native of Gaza who used a scheme of six sets of nine treatises to arrange the works of his teacher Plotinus.

ANSWER: Porphyry of Gaza (accept Malchus)

11. They are the subjects of the Araucaria project, and a debate between Pickering’s successor and Curtis was settled by the discovery of some of them in 1923. Adams and Joy noted the unusual spectra associated with these bodies, in which the H-gamma line is stronger than H-beta. The metal-poor W Virginis stars were once considered part of this group, and Hubble used them to demonstrate that spiral nebulae are actually distant galaxies. FTP, name these stars which are often used as standard candles because their luminosity is tightly related to the length of the period in which they pulsate.

ANSWER:  Cepheid variables

12. This play features a famous double-entendre scene in which members of the “Virtuous Gang” fool Mrs. Squeamish’s grandmother and Lady Fidget’s husband by using the word “china” to mean “sex.” The gang members later agree to “have a care for honour” and not let it be known that they have all slept with the same cad while letting their husbands believe that he is impotent. The other plot involves the courtship of Alithea, who is caught in a compromising position and rejected by the fop Sparkish, but ends up marrying Harcourt instead. Ultimately Horner’s efforts to woo the title character, Margery, succeed. For ten points, identify this play by William Wycherley about Mr. Pinchwife who is cuckolded by a rural female spouse?

ANSWER: The Country Wife
13. This much-fought-over spot was the site of victories by Demetrius Poliorcetes [pahl-ee-ohr-SEE-teez] in 294 BC and Philipoemen in 207, the latter of which led to Nabis’ becoming King of Sparta. It was a traditional rival of Tegea and the home of Diotima in Plato’s Symposium. In 418 BC, its citizens sided with the Argives and Athenians against Sparta and were among the losers the largest hoplite engagement of the Peloponnesian War. The second and most famous battle there hurt both sides, since the losers were never again a first-class military power, and the winners lost their best general. FTP, name this city-state of Arcadia where, in 362 BC, the Theban general Epaminondas died while defeating Sparta at Leuctra.

ANSWER: Mantinea
14. Macrophomate synthase is no longer thought to catalyze this type of reaction, though Romesburg's catalytic antibodies and Seelig's ribozymes have been shown to catalyze it in vitro. The first organic reaction to be understood by the Woodward-Hoffmann rules, it can only occur when one of its reactants is free to enter the s-cis conformation, and when a carbonyl compound is used as a reactant, a pyranoid species can be formed. Frontier molecular orbital theory is useful for understanding why this reaction's products prefer the endo position. One use of this reaction is the production of cyclohexene from ethene and butadiene. FTP, name this reaction of a diene and a dienophile whose two discoverers shared the 1950 Nobel Prize in Chemistry.

ANSWER:  Diels-Alder reaction

15. This opera’s baritone lead has a moment of doubt about destroying the hero in the aria “Nemico del patria”: highlights for tenor include the arias “Un di all’azzuro spazio,” in which he scandalizes some complacent aristocrats, and “Come [koh-MAY] un bel di di Maggio,” sung right before his execution. Gerard is the immediate audience for the opera’s most famous aria, in which Maddalena tells of her poverty after the death of her mother in a revolutionary outrage, titled “La Mamma Morta.” Gerard is conscience-stricken and tries to speak up at the hero’s trial, but the hero insists on admitting his patriotic service and is thus taken to be guillotined. Jeu de paume and Hymn to the Swiss are among the real works of the French poet hero who is executed by revolutionaries in, FTP, what best-known work of Umberto Giordano.

ANSWER: Andrea Chenier or Andre Chenier
16. His prose included the letters of a character named “Robert Slender” and a series of stories about a defrocked priest named Hezekiah Salem. His poem “To Sir Toby” decried the treatment of slaves on a plantation, where he had worked as a secretary, while his “On the Religion of Nature” revised the views expressed in his darkly comic poem “Pestilence,” about the yellow fever outbreak.  At Princeton, he co-authored Father Bombo’s Pilgrimage to Mecca in Arabia and “On the Rising Glory of America,” with Hugh Henry Brackenridge.  But he is best known for his political writing at The National Gazette and for poems describing the beauty of a flower’s short life and the solemnity of a native cemetery.  For ten points, name this “Poet of the American Revolution” who wrote “The Wild Honey Suckle” and “The Indian Burying Ground.”

ANSWER:  Philip Freneau
17. Its "giant" variety has been observed in boron-nitride nanotubes. Group III-V elements are typically used in quantum-well modulators, which utilize the quantum-contained variety of this effect. Sometimes named for Lo Sudro, who independently discovered it, its description was the first application of degenerate perturbation theory to quantum mechanics. It is useful for determining pressure in stellar atmospheres and in the analysis of molecular rotational spectra. Caused by the interaction between electron’s dipole moment and an external electric field,--for 10 points—what is this physical effect that is analogous to the Zeeman Effect? 

ANSWER:  Stark effect
18. In ancient times, this holiday was commemorated by a procession to the Pool of Siloam to fetch three logs of water, while at the time another procession would go to a place in the Kidron Valley called Motza. In first Judges, it is described celebrated in Shiloh with dances by maidens in vineyards.  Chronologically the first of the Shloshet ha Regalim, Shemini Atzeret, falls immediately after the close of this holiday, which is thought to be the time during which God allots the yearly supply of rainwater.  On each of the seven days of this holiday, which falls in the month of Tishri, observers wave the Four Species, consisting of the lulav and the etrog.  Bamboo and pine are common components of the s’chach, or roofs, of the namesake structures associated with this festival.  FTP, name this Jewish festival that is sometimes known as the “Festival of Booths”.

ANSWER:  Sukkoth
19. Charles Philipon was prosecuted for a scandalous caricature of this man’s transformation into a pear, which was then used as a symbol of sedition in works by Flaubert and Stendhal.   Years earlier, as a subordinate of Charles-Francois Dumouriez, he received credit for the victory at Jemappes and was denounced for treason following the disaster at Neerwinden, forcing him to flee to America.  Becoming rich after marrying the daughter of the King of the Two Sicilies, he still sent his children to public schools and continued using the surname Egalité, and was hence well positioned when the July Revolution overthrew Charles X.  FTP, name this Citizen-King of France. 

ANSWER: Louis-Philippe

20. Franco Alfano produced an opera based on this literary work in 1921, while an early translation was produced by Sir Monier Monier-Williams in 1855. It is set near modern Kalyan, perhaps in Titwala, and the title character eventually has a son nicknamed the All-Tamer, years after being abandoned at birth and raised in a secluded hermitage by a rishi named Kanva. The king of Hastinapur falls in love with the protagonist while out on a deer hunt, but because a curse has been cast on her by the sage Durvasa the two can only be together if she possesses a certain piece of jewelry that he gave her. Eventually some fishermen find Dushyanta’s ring and the couple reunites. FTP, name this seven-act Sanskrit play about the mother of Bharata, written by Kalidasa.

ANSWER:  The Recognition of Shakuntala or Abhijnanaskuntalam
21. Organisms of this type, such as Flaveria, were once thought to compartmentalize cysteine synthesis and glutathione synthesis. Its signature Kranz anatomy is characterized by agranular, starch-rich chloroplasts in the bundle sheath cells that comprise the inner ring of the cells surrounding the vascular bundle. Because it physically separates carbon fixation from respiration by sequestering rubisco, this pathway, also known as the Hatch-Slack pathway, allows plants to build up carbon dioxide stores in their leaves and minimizes photorespiration. FTP, name this photosynthetic pathway used by sugarcane and maize whose name refers to the number of carbons in its intermediate, oxaloacetate.

ANSWER:  C4 cycle or C4 plants (accept early Hatch-Slack pathway)

22. This actor is pictured in the poster for The Long Haul owned by David Moran. He brings Eli Wallach's Vince Marlowe to justice for the murder of Gloves Malloy in Movie, Movie, but he is better known for his television work, which includes the title role in a 1979 miniseries adapation of Studs Lonigan. He had a son, Dmitri, with Ursula Andress, whom he met during the filming of Clash of the Titans. Sex, Lies, and Obsession marked his first appearance in a production with his current wife, Lisa Rinna, and they appeared together more recently as Lynn and Aaron Echolls on Veronica Mars. FTP, name this actor, who may be best known for playing Michael Kuzak on L.A. Law.  

ANSWER:  Harry Hamlin (accept Aaron Echolls on the poster clue)

23. This artist’s works based on poetry include the Shakespearean scenes Valentine Rescuing Sylvia and Claudio and Isabella, which are contemporary with a painting in which he shows an ancient British family sheltering a Christian missionary from persecuting Druids. His first visit to the Holy Land produced such works as The Finding of the Saviour in the Temple, while a lustful gentleman is contrasted with an abruptly repentant mistress in his Awakening Conscience. This artist of Miracle of the Sacred Fire and The Scapegoat remains best known for a painting of Jesus against a dark background, knocking on a door, titled The Light of the World. For ten points, identify this man who founded the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood along with Dante Gabriel Rossetti and John Everett Millais.

1. When sociologists and historians get together, wackiness ensues!  FTPE:

A. This professor emeritus at the Institute for Advanced Study proposed a symbolic theory of culture in his 1973 opus The Interpretation of Culture, using “thick description” to describe cultural forms like Balinese cockfighting. 

ANSWER: Clifford Geertz
B. This Princeton historian sometimes teaches a semiotics class with Geertz.  He used Geertzian “thick description” in the essay collection The Great Cat Massacre and the monograph The Forbidden Best-Sellers of Pre-Revolutionary France, his study of 18th-century porn.
ANSWER: Robert Darnton
C. Darnton was also influenced by this University of Chicago anthropologist. who studied the Ndembu tribe of Zambia and discussed his theory of liminality in The Ritual Process and The Forest of Symbols.
ANSWER: Victor Turner
2. How much do you know about early French poetry?  FTPE:

A. This court poet of the 16th century and translator of the Psalms described his imprisonment for heresy in the satire Enfer, while his rondeaux and ballads won him the patronage of Francis I.  Douglas Hofstadter has written a book on the difficulties of translating his poem Ma mignonne.

ANSWER:  Clement Marot
B. This man’s volume L’Olive was the first collection of French sonnets, and he wrote the manifesto La Defence et illustration de la langue francaise, proposing that the French language be defended against the use of Latin by poets seeking to imitate the classics.

ANSWER:  Joachim du Bellay

C. Joachim du Bellay, along with Pierre de Ronsard, was leader of this literary group, which attacked the work of older poets like Marot and took their name from a constellation.

ANSWER:  the Pléiade

A.  Name this third-generation quark, which is by far the most massive.

ANSWER:  top quark

B.  Top quarks generally decay to bottom quarks and this particle, a charged mediator of the weak nuclear force.

C.  Written either by an Augustinian canon or a Dominican friar, this anchoresses’ guide was written in the thirteenth century as a book of religions instruction for three nobly-born sisters.

ANSWER:  Ancrene Wisse
17. They can be synthesized from the rearrangement of hydroxamic acids in the Lossen rearrangement. FTPE:

A.  Name this functional group consisting of nitrogen double-bonded to a carbon double-bonded to oxygen, which is the terminal atom.  

ANSWER:  isocyanates
B.  Another method for the generation of isocyanates is this reaction in which an acyl azide is heated to give an acyl nitrene, which quickly rearranges to become an isocyanate.

C. The brother-in-law of Carl Sandburg, this Luxembourg-born co-founder of the Photo-Secession is best known for organizing the 1955 exhibit The Family of Man at the Museum of Modern Art.
