TOSSUPS

1. This animal makes up two families, one of which is Tephritidae. Ceratitis capitata is a serious pest and is called Mediterranean, while the ten-day life-cycle and large chromosomes of Drosophila melanogaster leads to that type’s frequent use in genetics research. FTP, what are these small flies named because they lay their eggs in plant tissue?


Answer: fruit fly

2. Among this poet’s collections are “Men Women, and Ghosts” and “Can Grande’s Castle”. Known for her eccentricity as well as her “polyphonic prose”, her early work was conventional, as seen in A Dome of Many Colored Glass, but she soon championed a new style of poetry after meeting Ezra Pound. FTP, who was this author of the collection Sword Blades and Poppy Seed, a member of an American literary family best-known for the poem Patterns?


Answer: Amy Lowell
3. After a brief introduction, the woodwinds and basses introduce this musical work’s first theme, Wir hatten gebauet ein stattiches Haus. After a short development, Der Landesvater is heard in the second violins, and after the third song, Fuchslied, the climix arrives with the famous Gaudeamus Igitur section. Based on favorite German student drinking songs, FTP, what is this overture composed after the University of Breslau awarded an honorary doctorate to Johannes Brahms?


Answer: Academic Festival Overture

4. Instead of executing a planned expedition against Britain, this leader ordered his troops to gather sea-shells. Initially popular with the masses, his cruelty became apparent after the death of his sister, lover, and heir Drusilla, and after surviving a plot in which his sisters Julia Livilla and Agrippina were implicated, he was assassinated in 41 AD. Succeeding Tiberius as Roman emperor, FTP, who was this son of Germanicus whose name comes from the miniture uniform he wore as a child?


Answer: Caligula (or Gaius Julius Caeser Germanicus)

5. Born in 1916 in Waco, Texas, he taught at Columbia from 1946 until his death in 1962, writing Listen, Yankee in 1960.  He held that sociologists should not be disinterested observers engaging in “abstracted empiricism”, but should also be social activists.  His writings, such as The New Men of Power, America’s Labor Leaders, were all concerned with social change in the United States.  FTP, name this sociologist, author White Collar and The Power Elite.


Answer: C. Wright Mills

6. Particles in this region experience the magnetic mirror effect. Highly energized protons from the decay of neutrons produced when cosmic rays collide with the Earth’s atmosphere make up the inner part, while the outer part contains helium ions from the solar wind, and both parts are most intense over the equator and effectively absent above the poles. Discovered using data from the 1958 Explorer satellite, FTP, what is this doughnut-shaped belt of high energy particles trapped at high altitudes in the magnetic field of the Earth?


Answer: Van Allen radiation belt(s)

7. Some of this man’s stories include “Adventures of Mottel, the Cantor’s Son” and “The Old Country”. A government rabbi in Lubny, he used his wealth to encourage other writers in his language, and became known as the “Jewish Mark Twain” due to works like “Jewish Children” and “Tevye the Dairyman”. Originally named Rabinowitz, FTP, name this Russian-born Yiddish writer whose character Tevye inspired the musical “Fiddler on the Roof”.


Answer: Sholem Aleichem (accept early answer of Rabinowitz)

8. The Cripple Creek gold district lies to the southwest of this mountain which was first scaled by Edwin James, J. Verplank, and Z. Wilson, and it was originally named for James. It is found 10 miles west of Colorado Springs and rises to a height of 14,110 feet, but is notable less for its height than for its easy access and commanding position on the edge of the Great Plains. Said to have inspired “America, the Beautiful”, FTP, what is this peak now named for the army Lieutenant who discovered it?


Answer: Pike’s Peak

9. According to one myth, this musical nymph rejected the advances of Pan, and in a jealous rage Pan had shepherds rip this nymph into pieces. Another myth claims that she incessantly talked to Hera to distract her so that Zeus could have affairs, leading Hera to take her power to independently speak. FTP, who was this nymph which most myths hold pined away for love of Narcissus?


Answer: Echo
10. This leader died when a mob invaded the Carthage, Illinois jail in which he was imprisoned and shot him. Earlier, he had led his followers from Vermont to Kirtland, Ohio, then to Missouri, and finally to Commerce, Illinois, which he renamed Nauvoo. FTP, who was this man who claimed the angel Moroni gave him a book on golden plates which he translated as the Book of Mormon?


Answer: Joseph Smith

11. This chemist proposed his law of thermoneutrality, stating that in exchange reactions of neutral salts in aqueous solution not heat effect is observed. A student of Berzelius, this Swiss-born Russian chemist is best-known for a law sometimes called the law of constant heat summation. FTP, who was this man who in 1840 stated that the heat change in a chemical reaction depends only on the initial and final states of the system and is independent of path.


Answer: Germain Henri Hess
12. The construction of the Tamiami Trail has altered this regions “river of grass”, leading to water shortages that have damages plant and animal life. Home to many of the Ten-Thousand Islands and to Big Cypress National Preserve, it reaches a maximal altitude of only 8 feet above sea-level, and its 4,000 square miles of swampland is home to such endangered animals as the manatee, American crocodile, and Florida panther. Fed mainly by Lake Okeechobee, FTP, what is this major Florida swamp?


Answer: Everglades
13. This character’s name means “little dove”. The daughter of Pantaloon, she is often the only one who can see her sweetheart, Harlequin. FTP, who is this coquettish maidservant of the Commedia Dell’Arte whose name is shared by the high school made infamous by a recent shooting spree?


Answer: Columbine

14. His early works, such as The Sun Rising Through Vapor, show the influence of 17th century French landscape painter Claude Lorrain.  Many of his works have Mediterranean themes, such as The Sun of Venice and The Approach to Venice, and he also painted mythological works like Ulysses Deriding Polyphemus and The Bay of Baiae – with Appolo and Sibyl. However, The Fighting Tmraire, Peace-Burial at Sea and Snow Storm – Steam Boat off a Harbor’s Mouth epitomize his interest in the sea.  FTP, name this painter of Dido Building Carthage, The Slave Ship and Rain, Steam and Speed.


Answer: Joseph Mallard William Turner

15. This leader oversaw the reconquest of Korea and further refinement of the Civil Service Examination System. Originally concubine to Tang Taizong, she rose to power by marriage to Taizong’s son Tang Gaozong, and after placing both of her sons on the throne, she deposed her second son, Tang Ruizong, and established the short-lived Zhou dynasty until forced to abdicate in 705. FTP, name this only woman in Chinese history to formally bear the title of Emperor?


Answer: Empress Wu Chou (or Wu Tse-tien)

16. Various types of this disease are Venezuelan equine, Lead, and Postinfectious. The St. Louis version is carried from birds, while the California version can occur anywhere, and often affects children in rural and suburban areas. Caused by poisoning, lead, bleeding, or mosquito bite, FTP, what is this virus-caused inflammation of the brain?


Answer: encephalitis (accept encephalomyelitis)

17. This religious group was founded in Friesland in the Netherlands, and although their belief in local church autonomy has resulted in varied beliefs, they all uphold withdrawal from society, pacifism and adult baptism. Persecution drove them from Holland and Switzerland from 1663 onwards, and there are now about 500,000 members, mainly in the United States. The Amish are a conservative branch of, FTP, what Protestant group named for their founder, Menno Simons?


Answer: Mennonites (prompt on anabaptists)

18. This author’s poems include Dorothy Q and The Ballad of the Oysterman, while his novels The Guardian Angel, The Mortal Antipathy, and Elsie Venner were written to present his medical ideas to a popular audience. Most critics hold that his main importance as a man of letters stems from his essays, such as Over the Teacups and The Autocrat of the Breakfast Table, but his popular fame rests on his verse. FTP, who was this Boston doctor, author of The Deacon’s Masterpiece, Old Ironsides, and The Chambered Nautilus?


Answer: Oliver Wendell Holmes, Sr.

19. In his youth, this man served as a soldier in the Netherlands, where he met the religious exiles who would become the Pilgrims. He learned the language of several Native American tribes and led expeditions against them as military leader of the Plymouth colony, served as its treasurer from 1644-49, and joined John Alden in establishing the community of Duxbury, where he remained until his death. FTP, who was this colonist whose legendary proposal to Priscilla Mullins was described in a poem by Longfellow?


Answer: Myles Standish
20. These astronomical objects are believed to possess a solid crust about 1 kilometer thick containing a superfluid interior. If the object has a mass less than the Oppenheimer-Volkoff limit it will not collapse into a black hole due to the degeneracy pressure of its components, which are formed when a massive star undergoes a Type II spuernova explosion and collapses under its own gravity until reaching a density of 10 to the 17th kilograms per meter cubed. Pulsars are examples of, FTP, what type of star named for the uncharged particles it contains?


Answer: neutron stars (prompt on pulsars)

3. (10 points) Regarded as the first professional American writer, this man is best-known for gothic romances like Clara Howard, Jane Talbot, Edgar Huntly, Ormond, and Wieland.
