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TOSSUPS

1. The Southern portion of this mountain range includes the Retezat subrange, which contains many glacial lakes, such as Bucura Lake. This mountain range’s highest peak is located in the High Tatras range and is called Gerlach Peak in English. Meeting the Alps only near Bratislava, this mountain range contains the Iron Gate on the Danube. This range forms the historical barrier between Transylvania and the rest of what is now Romania. For 10 points, name this group of mountain chains of Central Europe which stretches in an arc from Poland and Slovakia down into Romania and Serbia.
ANSWER: Carpathian Mountains [or the Carpathians]

2. The discovery of exotic spheres of this dimension earned John Milnor the 2011 Abel prize. This number, the smallest double Mersenne prime, is also the fewest number of sides of a regular polygon that cannot be constructed with a compass and straightedge. This is the largest number of dimensions for which a vector-valued cross product can be defined; the cross product in this many dimensions is related to the octonions. The interior angles of a regular polygon with this many sides equals five pi radians over this number, or around 128 degrees. For 10 points, give the number of sides of a heptagon.
ANSWER: 7

3. One of this composer’s piano works begins with the descending notes D-flat, B-flat, G-flat, and E-flat, which are then played in reverse and repeated through the piece. Another of this composer’s works was described as “three symphonic sketches” and depicts scenes such as “The Play of the Waves.” This composer included “The Maid with the Flaxen Hair” in two books of Preludes. He wrote an orchestral work that begins with a flute playing a descending and ascending chromatic scale. That tone poem was based off a Stephane Mallarme poem. For 10 points, name this French Impressionist composer of La Mer, Suite Bergamasque, and Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun.
ANSWER: Claude Debussy

4. A battle at this place saw Capaneus struck by a thunderbolt after boasting that Zeus could not stop him from burning it. Two eventual conquerors of this city murdered their mother Eriphyle for accepting a bribe. Amphion and Zethus jointly ruled this city, whose first queen was transformed into a snake along with its founder and owned a cursed necklace. The Phoenician founder of this city had abandoned his search for Europa and followed a cow to this place before killing a dragon and sewing its teeth in the ground. For 10 points, name this city ruled by Cadmus and Oedipus.
ANSWER: Thebes

5. In one species, this structure is held together by bridges made of five glycine molecules.  Beta lactam antibiotics act by preventing the synthesis of this structure.  In bacteria, this structure’s constituents are shuttled to the site of synthesis by bactoprenol. The Casparian strip runs along this structure in plants. This structure’s arrangement determines whether bacteria are gram positive or negative and for them, it is composed of peptidoglycan. In plants,
it is made of cellulose. For 10 points, name this protective layer of the cell, which usually surrounds the cell membrane.
ANSWER: cell wall
6. During this man’s rule, co-ops and small-scale private enterprises were legalized by the Law on Cooperatives. One western leader claimed that she and this man could “do business together.” The State Committee for the State of Emergency led an August coup against this man, which was ended by a man who stood atop a tank. The announcement of one of this man’s policies was delayed by the Chernobyl incident. Greater transparency and less censorship were allowed due to this man’s policy of “openness,” or glasnost; he also advocated a policy of “restructuring” called perestroika.  For 10 points, name this last leader of the Soviet Union.
ANSWER: Mikhail Gorbachev
7. Reinhard Selten added more criteria to this idea to account for small accidental perturbations so that they be “trembling hand perfect.” This concept requires that any two participant’s beliefs about a third participant be the same, and also requires that no action involved is “strictly dominated” by another. An example of it that does not have this pure-strategy form of it is the matching pennies game; in the Prisoner’s Dilemma, the only instance of it is when both participants defect. For 10 points, name this concept in game theory, in which each player’s set of actions is a best response to the other player, and which is named after a schizophrenic mathematician.
ANSWER: Nash Equilibrium

8. Giotto built this structure’s campanile, for which Donatello created his sculpture of Habakkuk, and Luca della Robbia included reliefs of children singing Psalm 150 in the cantoria he designed for it. One part of this structure was the first of its kind to be built without a wooden supporting structure and did not use flying buttresses, marking a break with the Gothic style. The dome of this building was built by Filippo Brunelleschi. For 10 points, name this religious structure built during the Renaissance in the capital of Tuscany.
ANSWER: Florence Cathedral [or Il Duomo; or Basilica di Santa Maria del Fiore]

9. One side’s plan for this battle was based on information from the faux-interrogation of their spy John Honeyman.  The winning side here marched down King and Queen Streets and reinvigorated their soldiers 7 days before enlistments were up. Johann Rall lost this battle partially because he stuck a fateful warning note in his pocket. The losing side was caught by surprise because they had been partying for Christmas. One week after defeating the Hessians at this battle, the Americans won again at Princeton. For 10 points, name this battle prior to which Washington crossed the Delaware River, a victory for the Americans in New Jersey.
ANSWER: Battle of Trenton

10. In one of this author’s plays, the protagonist meets in a cafe with his friend Jean, who soon grows sick and has a bump appear on his forehead. In another of this author’s plays, several characters discuss the death of Bobby Watson reported in the paper, and that play ends with non-sequiturs after the Fire Chief’s exit. Several of this author’s plays, such as A Stroll in the Air and Exit the King, feature a recurring character who cries “I will not capitulate!” at the end of a play in which all his friends have morphed into the title animal. Berenger is a creation of, for 10 points, what Romanian playwright of Rhinoceros and The Bald Soprano?
ANSWER: Eugene Ionesco [or Eugen Ionescu]

11. This man directed a film about a washed-up clown named Calvero who helps a young dancer, played by Claire Bloom, achieve success. That movie was Limelight. In one of his films this actor falls in love with a blind flower girl, while in another he is dragged through the large gears of a machine while working on an assembly line. He concludes one of his most famous films with a speech delivered directly into the camera that decries totalitarianism. He directed and starred in such films as City Lights and Modern Times. For 10 points, name this silent film icon who played The Little Tramp and parodied Hitler in The Great Dictator.
ANSWER: Charles “Charlie” Spencer Chaplin
12. An important source on the history of this man and his empire is the Indica of Megasthenes, who served as an ambassador to this man for the Seleucid Empire. At the beginning of this man’s political career, he conquered the Nanda Empire, but after becoming emperor of the state he founded, it was ravaged by a twelve year famine. Giving up the throne to become a Jain monk, this man starved himself to death, leaving his empire to Bindusara. For 10 points, name this grandfather of Ashoka, the founder of the Mauryan Empire.
ANSWER: Chandragupta Maurya

13. These functional groups can have gauche conformations and can be viewed using Newman projections. This functional group can be created from alkenes though a reaction using a palladium catalyst. Aldehydes and ketones can be reduced to this functional group in the Wolff-Kishner reaction. One halogenation reaction involves turning this functional group into a radical in the propagation step.  For 10 points, name this functional group, which consists of a carbon-carbon single bond and whose members include methane and propane.
ANSWER: alkanes

14. This poet wrote  “their buried bodies / Be an unlikely treasure hoard” in an interpretive translation of the Old English poem “The Seafarer.” In another poem, he parodied the PRB in the section “Yeux Glaques,” attacked Henry James as “Mr. Nixon,” and described a previous version of himself whose “true Penelope was Flaubert.” This man heavily edited “The Waste Land,” which is dedicated to him. This author of “Hugh Selwyn Mauberley” described “The apparition of these faces in the crowd” in the short poem “In a Station of the Metro.” For 10 points, name this modernist poet, an American expatriate who supported fascism and wrote The Cantos.
ANSWER: Ezra Weston Loomis Pound

15. Police from this city fought against protesters of the Union of Fascists in the Battle of Cable Street. One treaty named for this city established the procedures for the Nuremberg trials. In the 19th and 20th centuries this city was frequently plagued by “pea soup,” a thick and yellowish smog. This site of the Brixton riots hosted a convention that barred warships from going through the Bosporus and Dardanelles, the violation of which led to the Crimean war. Despite being the most heavily bombed city during the Blitz, this city’s St. Paul’s Cathedral still stands. For 10 points, name this largest British city.
ANSWER: London
16. The beginning of this holiday sees the worship of the cow in remembrance King Prithu's milking of the earth. This festival commemorates Yama's visit to Yami by having brothers bring their sisters gifts. Occurring over the last days of Ashvin and the beginning of Kartika, this holiday celebrates the release of Guru Hargobind and is known as Bandi Chhor Divas in Sikhism. The fourth day of this festival celebrates the emergence of the goddess of wealth from the churning of the ocean, and on that day lamps called diyas are lit. For 10 points, name this Hindu holiday that celebrates the return of Rama after his defeat of Ravana, sometimes known as the Festival of Lights.
ANSWER: Diwali or Deepavali [Accept Festival of Lights early]
17. This man helps a postman named Mario get married to Beatriz in Antonio Skarmeta’s novel Ardiente Paciencia, which was adapted into the film Il Postino. This poet wrote that “in me nothing is forgotten” in “If you forget me,” and wrote “the night is shattered / and the blue stars shiver in the distance” in another work. A poem by this writer contains the line “like a jar you housed infinite tenderness,” and begins, “the memory of you emerges from the night around me.” This author of “Tonight I can write the saddest lines” included a “Song of Despair” to end a collection of twenty love poems.  For 10 points, name this Chilean poet.
 ANSWER: Pablo Neruda

18. A letter written by this man was addressed George Lusk and is believed to be authentic, unlike the “Dear Boss” letter. Elizabeth Stride and Catherine Eddows were the subjects of the “double event” orchestrated by this man, who attached what is believed to be part of Eddows’ kidney to his “From Hell” letter and also removed the heart of Mary Jane Kelly. Frederick Abberline investigated the crimes attributed to this man, who was theorized to be Lewis Carroll, among dozens of others. For 10 points, give this name given to the unidentified perpetrator of several gruesome murders in the Whitechapel district of London in 1888.
ANSWER: Jack the Ripper

19. This entity is crossed with a particle’s velocity in the equation for the Lorentz force. One law that gives the strength of this entity was modified to include the partial time derivative of the displacement field. The curl of this entity is equal to permeability of free space times the current density. Silver atoms were fired through an inhomogeneous version of this entity in the Stern-Gerlach experiment. This entity cannot be created by monopoles according to Gauss’ law. Created by electrical currents, the strength of this entity is given by the Bios-Savart (Bee-oh Suh-var) law and Ampere’s law. For 10 points, name this counterpart of the electric field, symbolized B.
ANSWER: magnetic field [or B]

20. One character in this play explains away a bizarre story by claiming that “the lunatic, the lover, and the poet / are of imagination all compact.” Minor roles in this play sing “weaving spiders, come not here” and “thorny hedgehogs, be not seen” in a lullaby for their sleeping mistress. At the end of this play, one character asks the audience to think they “have but slumbered here” “if we shadows have offended.” In this play, Peter Quince and his “mechanicals” put on the “tedious brief” play of Pyramus and Thisbe for an audience including Lysander and Demetrius. For 10 points, name this play featuring the fairies Oberon, Titania, and Puck, by William Shakespeare.
ANSWER: A Midsummer Night’s Dream
TIEBREAKER

This artist created both Fauvist and Cubist paintings titled Church Near Domburg. This artist made two paintings of a Still-Life with Gingerpot. This artist left unfinished a work similar to his most famous titled after “Victory.” This artist split with Theo van Doesburg over Doesburg’s use of diagonal lines. This artist preferred to refer to his own style as “neoplasticism.” This artist’s most famous work depicts New York using many squares and yellow lines. For 10 points, name this member of De Stijl, whose works such as Broadway Boogie-Woogie depict lines with red, yellow, blue, black, and white fields.
ANSWER: Piet Mondrian
BONUSES
1. Name some things about the Year of the Four Emperors, for 10 points each:
[10] This man was the last of the four emperors, having succeeded Vitellius after beating him at Bedriacum.
ANSWER: Vespasian
[10] Vespasian was the founder of this dynasty that ruled Rome until Domitian was assassinated in 96 AD.
ANSWER: Flavian Dynasty
[10] This earlier emperor succeeded Nero to become the first emperor of AD 69. He was killed by Otho.
ANSWER: Galba

2. Identify some animals with something in common, for 10 points each:
[10] Species of these sea animals of the phylum Cnidaria include box, lion’s mane, and moon. One type, rhopilema esculentum, is eaten as a delicacy dish in Eastern Asia.
ANSWER: jellyfish
[10] These land animals often appear in Myanmar alongside female snake charmers. The longest poisonous snake, they can reach over 18 feet long and their bite can kill a full-grown Asian elephant in 3 hours.
ANSWER: King Cobra [prompt on “Cobra”]
[10] This member of genus Loxosceles is found in the lower Midwest, and carries potent venom that is often erroneously cited as the cause of necrosis in victims. One name for it derives from the violin-shaped pattern on its abdomen.
ANSWER: brown recluse spider [accept fiddleback spider; accept brown fiddler]

3. His triptych Three Studies for Figures at the Base of a Crucifixion depicts three vaguely human creatures set against a simple orange background. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 20th-century British painter who showed Pope Innocent X screaming in an interpretation of an earlier artist’s work.
ANSWER: Francis Bacon
[10] The original Portrait of Pope Innocent X was painted by this Spaniard who included himself in the background of his Las Meninas.
ANSWER: Diego Rodríguez de Silva y Velázquez
[10] In Velázquez’s portrait, Innocent X’s shirt, hat, and throne are this color. This is also the color of the title emperor’s cloak in David’s Napoleon Crossing the Alps.
ANSWER: red

4. This country’s “guards” protect the Vatican. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this country that was home to the short-lived Helvetic Republic.
ANSWER: Switzerland
[10] This is the name given to member states of Switzerland. The most recently created one is Jura.
ANSWER: canton
[10] This precursor to modern-day Switzerland was composed of 13 cantons. It was replaced by the Helvetic Republic.
ANSWER: Old Swiss Confederacy

5.  The narrator of this story begins to question his sanity when he senses an invisible being watching him and drinking his water. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this short story in which the narrator finally concludes that the title vampire-like creature entered his home after he waved to a passing Brazilian three-mast ship.
ANSWER: “The Horla” [or “Le Horla”]
[10] “The Horla” is by this French author of the short story “The Necklace.”
ANSWER: Henri René Albert Guy de Maupassant
[10] In this other short story by Maupassant, the prostitute Elisabeth Rousset is pressured by her fellow stagecoach occupants to sleep with a Prussian officer so he will let their coach go.
ANSWER: “Ball of Fat” [accept “Boule de Suif,” “Ball of Lard,” or “Dumpling”]

6. This experiment produces the same pattern when particles are sent through one at a time, suggesting that they interfere with themselves. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this experiment, performed by Thomas Young, whereby light is sent through the namesake apparatus and produces an interference pattern on a screen.
ANSWER: double-slit experiment
[10] Because the light is registered as individual dots in the double-slit experiment, it demonstrated that light exhibits this duality.
ANSWER: wave-particle duality
[10] This man proposed that matter could also exhibit wave-like properties. He names a quantity that is equal to Planck’s constant over a particle’s momentum.
ANSWER: Louis de Broglie

7. The northernmost island of this chain is Atlasov, which features an almost perfect-looking cone volcano that has been featured in numerous Japanese artistic forms, for 10 points each:
[10] Name this island chain stretching south from Kamchatka.
ANSWER: Kuril Islands [or Kuriles]
[10] Following Japan’s defeat in World War II, the southern Kuriles were given to this country. This country also took the southern half of Sakhalin from the Japanese and its largest city on the Pacific is Vladivostok.
ANSWER: Russian Federation
[10] Just south of Sakhalin is this northernmost of the Japanese home islands, which hosted the 1972 Winter Olympics in the city of Sapporo.
ANSWER: Hokkaido

8. This list consists of 103 items catalogued by its creator, and seven more added since that time. For 10 points each.
[10] Name this list of consisting largely of galaxies and nebulae compiled by an 18th century French astronomer.
ANSWER: Messier objects
[10] M45 is this star cluster located in Taurus that is also known as the Seven Sisters.
ANSWER: Pleiades
[10] Messier’s list is a collection of objects that were not to be confused with these other objects. Deep Impact collided with one of these known as 9P/Tempel.
ANSWER: comet

9. This opera, in which Enrico tries to marry off his sister to Arturo, contains the difficult aria “Il dolce suono.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this opera based off a Sir Walter Scott novel.  It ends with a “mad scene” that precedes the title character’s death, after which Edgardo commits suicide.
ANSWER: Lucia di Lammermoor
[10] Lucia di Lammermoor is a work of this composer, who also composed L’elisir d’Amore and La fille du régiment.
ANSWER: Domenico Gaetano Maria Donizetti
[10] In this opera by Donizetti, the title character tricked by Dr. Malatesta into marrying Norina in a devious attempt to secure that character’s permission for another marriage to occur.
ANSWER: Don Pasquale

10. It's not Ukraine, but this nation's folklore includes stories about bogatyrs, one of whom defeats the giant Tugarin by calling for rain and destroying the paper wings on Tugarin's horse. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this country home to stories about Alyosha Popovich and legends about Koschei the Immortal, who hides his soul in an egg hidden inside a rabbit among other things. The legend of the Firebird also comes from here.
ANSWER: Russia
[10] This witch from Russian folklore assisted Ivan the Pea in finding the Water of Life and Death, but is more famous for her hut that sits on chicken legs and for flying around on a mortar and pestle.
ANSWER: Baba Yaga
[10] Some Russian stories feature these beautiful creatures that carried combs that could produce water. Like the vila from Bulgaria's Prince Marko tales and the German Lorelei, they dragged lonely men underwater to their deaths.
ANSWER: russalkas [Accept russalki]

11. Its author, Raymond Chandler, reworked his previous short stories “Killer in the Rain” and “The Curtain” to form this novel.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this complex crime novel in which sisters Carmen and Vivian Sternwood both try to seduce detective Philip Marlowe, who was hired to investigate a blackmail attempt by bookseller Arthur Geiger.
ANSWER: The Big Sleep
[10] The Big Sleep is considered to be hardboiled detective fiction, a genre made famous a decade earlier by this author of The Maltese Falcon.
ANSWER: Dashiell Hammett
[10] Hammett had a love affair with this woman, an American playwright of The Children’s Hour and Watch on the Rhine.
ANSWER: Lillian Hellman
12. Answer these questions about the life and times of Simon Peter, for 10 points each.
[10] An angel freed St. Peter after a king by this name had imprisoned him and killed St. James. Another king by this name ordered the “massacre of the innocents” to dispose of the Christ child.
ANSWER: King Herod [or King Herod Agrippa; or Agrippa]
[10] As Jesus prophesied, St. Peter denied him three times after his capture and only recognized his sins after hearing the cry of one of these animals.
ANSWER: a cock [or a rooster]
[10] Peter was told that “they who take the sword shall perish with the sword” after he did this to a soldier named Malchus.
ANSWER: cut off his ear
13. During this war, Samuel Gompers and other union leaders minimized strikes, and “sauerkraut” was renamed “liberty cabbage.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this European conflict that the United States entered in 1917.
ANSWER: World War I [or the Great War]
[10] This commission, which was intended to increase the efficiency of the wartime economy, was led for most of the war by Bernard Baruch. Its actions were scrutinized in 1934 by the Nye Committee.
ANSWER: War Industries Board
[10] Woodrow Wilson signed this 1917 act abrogating citizens’ rights to “disloyal” speech during the war. It is still on the books, and has been used against whistleblowers like Bradley Manning and Thomas Drake.
ANSWER: Espionage Act of 1917

14. This element’s isotope-56 has one of the most stable nuclei. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this metal element, which is used to make steel. It is a ferromagnetic element alongside nickel and cobalt.
ANSWER: iron [prompt on Fe]
[10] Like many other transition metals, iron has an incomplete set of electrons in this type of orbital. There are five of these orbitals per energy level.
ANSWER: d orbital
[10] The d orbital is important to the chemistry of coordination complexes. This theory created by Bethe, Vleck, and Orgel describes bonding between the metal atom and its ligands through loss of orbital degeneracy and was later combined with molecular orbital theory.
ANSWER: crystal field theory

15. This character writes in his diary his intent to “forge in the smithy of my soul the uncreated conscience of my race.”
For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this ex-Catholic who attends Clongowes boarding school as a boy and who ultimately leaves Ireland to pursue his artistic goals. He also appears in the novel Ulysses.
Answer: Stephen Dedalus [accept either]
[10] This Irishman wrote about Stephen Dedalus’ experiences in the autobiographical novel A Portrait of the Artist as a Youngman. This modernist is also the author of Ulysses and Dubliners.
ANSWER: James Joyce
[10] In this story from Dubliners, Hynes reads a poem about Charles Parnell to fellow political canvassers, some of whom support the Nationalist Richard Tierney.
ANSWER: “Ivy Day in the Committee Room”

16. He sang about “Sailors fighting in the dancehall” in one song from his album Hunky Dory. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this eclectic British musician who adopted the alter-ego of The Thin White Duke on Station to Station and whose hits include “Life on Mars?” and “Rebel Rebel.”
ANSWER: David Bowie [accept David Robert Jones]
[10] One of Bowie’s most acclaimed albums is this 1977 release. On the title track, he sings “We can be” the title people, “Just for one day.”
ANSWER: “Heroes”
[10] “Heroes,” along with Bowie’s other albums Low and Lodger, comprise a Krautrock-influenced trilogy named for this European city where they were partially recorded. An 80s pop band with this name topped the charts with “Take My Breath Away.”
ANSWER: Berlin

17. Translated into English by Talcott Parsons, this work analyzes the German word “beruf” in one chapter and analyzes the meaning behind Franklin’s assertion that “Time is money.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this work of sociology that states how a belief in predestination led the title religious group to see economic success as a sign of future salvation.
ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism
[10] The Protestant Ethic was written by this German sociologist who rejected the values of the Junker class in his Freiburg Address.
ANSWER: Max Weber
[10] In Politics as a Vocation, Weber described the State as being the only entity holding a monopoly on the legitimate use of this activity.
ANSWER: violence [accept force]
18. David Chalmers argues that these entities are logically possible and concludes that physicalism must be incorrect. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these hypothetical beings that only differ from humans in that they do not undergo subjective experiences.
ANSWER: philosophical zombies [or p-zombies.]
[10] The logical possibility of p-zombies and the rejection of physicalism would support this position in the philosophy of mind, which holds that the mind is distinct from the body.
ANSWER: mind-body dualism
[10] This thinker was a strong proponent of dualism, and argued in his Passions of the Soul that the mind and body are linked through the pineal gland. This man also wrote that “I think, therefore I am” in his Discourse on Method.
ANSWER: Rene Descartes

19. The protagonist of this novel attempts to set up Harriet Smith with Mr. Elton. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this novel whose protagonist enjoys matchmaking and ultimately marries George Knightley.
ANSWER: Emma
[10] This author of Emma and Sense and Sensibility created Elizabeth Bennet and Mr. Darcey in her novel Pride and Prejudice.
ANSWER: Jane Austen
[10] In Austen’s Pride and Prejudice, this absurd clergyman repeatedly proposes to Elizabeth, but marries Charlotte Lucas after angrily realizing he’s been rejected.
ANSWER: William Collins

20. This battle is considered to be the turning point in the Ottoman conquest of Europe. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1529 clash that marked the farthest reach of Ottoman troops into the west. At this battle, Niklas Graf Salm defended a Habsburg city from siege. 

ANSWER: Siege of Vienna
[10] This longest serving Ottoman emperor ordered the Siege of Vienna in an attempt to conquer Eastern Europe. He is known as “the Lawgiver.”
ANSWER: Suleiman the Magnificent [or Suleiman I]
[10] After the loss at Vienna, the Ottomans tried to conquer the Mediterranean but were defeated at this battle against the Knights Hospitaller, who were led by Parisot de la Valette.
ANSWER: Great Siege of Malta
EXTRA BONUS

John Byng was executed for failing to carry out a naval attack at the beginning of this war. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this war in which forces under John Wolfe captured Quebec. It was a great success for the British Empire under the leadership of William Pitt.
ANSWER: Seven Years’ War [or French-Indian War]
[10] This expedition attempted to capture Fort Duquesne during the Seven Years’ war. Followed up by the Forbes’ expedition, it met disaster at the Battle of Monongahela.
ANSWER: Braddock expedition [or Braddock campaign; or Braddock’s defeat]
