He had served ably in the War of 1812, the Black Hawk War of 1832, the Seminole War of 1836, and the Mexican War. For ten points, name this general, dubbed "Old Rough and Ready."

2. The name is the same. One was born in Washington DC on March 12, 1928 and was the adopted grandson of the other. The grandfather ran the vaudeville company with B. F. Keith which became RKO Studios. The grandson wrote "The Death of Bessie Smith", "The Sandbox", "The American Dream", "Quotations from Chairman Mao", "Who's Afraid of Virginia Woolf", and "The Zoo Story". For ten points, what is the common name? 


Answer:	 Edward Albee


3. This device would catch the wind even when the boat was sailing directly into it.  Triangular in shape, it was fitted to a mast and movable boom, and made sailing much more efficient, being widely deployed after the 12th century and supplementing the square sail.  For ten points what is this sail whose name is derived from the language spoken by Romans

4. On the doors of the abbey of this building north of Paris, Abbot Suger, the biographer of Louis VI and Louis VII and regent of France, wrote “The windows will lead you to Christ”.  This church is noted primarily because it is the first in the Gothic style.  For ten points, what is this building named for the first bishop of Paris and one of the patron saints of France

5. Born on May 9, 1936, Birkenhead, England, she is the only British Member of Parliament to win an Oscar, and now serves as Transportation Minister. She won an Emmy for playing Queen Elizabeth I in “Elizabeth R” and was nominated 4 times for an Academy Award, winning twice.  For ten points, who won awards for playing Gudrun Brangwen in “Women in Love” and Vicki Allessio in “A Touch of Class”?

6. According to Germanic tradition, he was born in 1300, the son of a peasant. His pranks and escapades are carried on under the disingenuous guise of naivity against the powerful nobles, priests and merchants. For ten points, who is this character, the star of many German and Flemish satiric tales?

7. This Minorite Friar acted as “the postbox of Europe”, circulating scientific letters  and gathering intellectuals, including Descartes, Fermat and Pascal, twice a week in his cell at the monastery of Port Royal, a group that became the French Academy.  In 1634 he published “Questions” setting out the modern approach to scientific equiry.  For ten points, what amateur mathematician developed numbers which are denoted as two raised to the power “p” minus one.

8. “God cannot make the sum of the internal angles of a triangle add up to more than two right angles” so said this book which approved of and attempted to reconcile two modes of thought. Philosophy or reason could handle the natural world and was granted independence from theology, which dealt with areas of truth related to revelation.  For ten points what is this work by Saint Thomas Aquinas?

9. The first recorded ones were held in France’s Champagne region from 1114.  The towns of Troyes, Provins, Lagny and Bar-sur-Aube rotated the hosting of these events, which functioned more as a periodic marketplace and less as the entertainment we now associate with the word.  For ten points, name these events, of which the “World’s” and “State’s” varieties only have a passing resemblence?

10. In 1851 she assumed an editorial position on the liberal Westminster Review. There, she met and moved in with the married George Henry Lawes, who encouraged her to write novels. For ten points, who authored "Scenes of Clerical Life", "Adam Bede", "The Mill on the Floss", "Silas Marner", "Middlemarch", and "Daniel Deronda"?

11. Following the tenets of Naturphilosophie, in 1820 he put the electric wire under stress, he forced it along a highly resistant platinum wire, which then glowed like lightning and affected a nearby compass needle as if it were magnetic. For ten points, what Danish founder of electromagnetism discovered the first magnetic field associated with electric current?

12. Using four strings of equal consistency, 6, 8, 9, and 12 inches long, the octave was produced, as well as its major division, fifth, the fourth, and the single note. For ten points what muscial scale takes its name from the leader of a Greek philosophical cult based on the interrelationships of magical numbers and music, who incidentally showed that in a right triangle a-squared plus b-squared equals c-squared.

November 9, 1965, at 5:16, a small metal cup inside a black rectangular box began to revolve, and two tiny metal projections made contact and set into motion an event which would deny modern technology to 30 million individuals.  For ten points, what event was so triggered, which did not lead to riots like the similar 1976 event in New York City?


Answer: 	The Great Northeast Black-out


14. Subtitled "Over the Range", it is a satire of England set in a place where manners are opposite, where poverty and ill health are crimes and where theft is a sickness. FTP What is this Samuel Butler work, a jumble of the word “nowhere”?
