1. In the summer of 1347, a merchant ship returning from the Black Sea entered the Sicilian port of Messina. Within twenty-four hours its consequences were known. While the survivors would be rich,  within twenty years, half of Europe was dead.  For ten points what is this disease carried by fleas living off the black rat?


Answer:	Black Death (accept Black Plague, or Bubonic Plague)


2. Created separately by Ewald von Kleist and Petrus van Musschenbroek in 1745,  water in a glass jar is electrified by contact with a brass wire attached to a gun barrel charged by contact with a rotating glass globe rubbed by hand.  When touched, the mystery force of electricity releases a shock. For ten points what is this first electric capacitor which stores electric fluid in a jar, named for the Holland town where one version was created?


Answer:	 Leyden Jar


3. The tallest building of this shape is located in downtown Baltimore, while the largest is nearby in Northern Virginia. It may be equiangular without being equilateral, or equilateral but not equiangular. This shape is regular if all the sides and interior angles are equal, and the angles are 108 degrees. For ten points what is this shape, home to America's defense establishment?


Answer:	Pentagon


4. Born in Odense, he was the son of a cobbler and washerwoman, his "A Poet's Day Dreams" was dedicated to Charles Dickens, with whom he stayed in 1853. Elizabeth Browning's last poem was written for him in 1861. For ten points, who is this author of "The Red Shoes", "The Snow Queen", "The Little Mermaid", "The Emporer's New Clothes", and "The Ugly Duckling"? 


Answer: 	Hans Christian Andersen


5. When James Polk made this man, Jackson's ambassador to Russia, the U.S. Secretary of State, Andrew Jackson wrote a letter of protest saying “[Russia] was as far as I could send him out of my sight, and where he could do the least harm.” Jackson may have been correct, as it was under this man's Presidency that South Carolina seceeded from the Union. For ten points name this bachelor President.

6. He called print “the best of God’s inventions”, and he should know, within three years, 300,000 copies of his works were on the market, carrying his words to every village throughout Germany. His words, denouncing the practices of Tetzel and others who sold papal indulgences, were summarized in ninety-five theses he posted to the door of a church in Wittenberg.  For ten points, who is this leader of the Protestant reformation in Germany?

7. His "Rise and Fall of the City of Mahagonny" was written with text by Brecht, and was a satire on Nazism . He composed the cantata "Lindbergh's Flight," and the folk opera "Down in the Valley." For ten points, who is best known because he co-wrote "The Threepenny Opera"?

8. As Hsuan Tung, he ruled China from 1908 - 1912, later as Kang Teh, he was the puppet emporer of Japanese controlled Manchukuo. After the war he was imprisoned by the Communists. For ten points identify the Last Emporer of China.


Answer:	Henry Pu-Yi


9. Robert Walpole's Licensing Act of 1737 was specifically aimed at him, and ended his use of the stage for political satire. Before this he had produced "Pasquin", and "The Historical Register for 1736", after this he unleashed "Apology for the Life of Mrs. Shamela Andrews". For ten points who is this author, perhaps best known for “The History of Tom Jones, A Foundling”?

10. The first known recipe for making it comes from Wu Ching Tsao Tao in 1044.  In Europe, after pits were developed to produce it at will, the urine from wine-drinking bishops was thought to be effective for mixing with dung.  From those unappetizing ingredients comes for ten points what substance, the principal ingrediant of gunpowder?


Answer: 	Saltpeter


11. Authored by General Nathan Dane, Rufus King, and Manasseh Cutler, it established three steps by which territories could become states: Congress appoints a governor; Once a population of five thousand was reached, a delegate to Congress could be sent; and when population reached sixty thousand, a territory could apply for statehood. For ten points identify this bill passed on July 13, 1787.

He falls for a girl from out of town who talks baby talk, and fends off a society which he perceives to be persecuting him in his quest for love. This describes, for ten points, the plot of what Booth Tarkington novel which shares its name with a magazine for young women?

17. He answered Copernicus’s question about why objects don’t fall west of their starting point on a turning earth, since both the falling object and the earth are moving east.  Using Santorio Santori’s pulse counter, balls, thread, and a wooden grove, he was able to measure the constant acceleration due to gravity.  He was however placed under house arrest for his pro-Copernican “The Dialogue on the Two Chief Systems of the World.” For ten points who is this scientist who discovered moons around Jupiter?

18. When their secret marriage was exposed, she (the pupil) entered a convent and he (the teacher) was castrated by her uncle Canon Fulbert and became a monk.  A scholastic Canon at Notre Dame before exposure, he resumed teaching a year afterward and was cited for heresy.  For ten points, what couple’s life was described in his autobiography “History of My Misfortures”?

19. This sociological term accurately describes the Academic Competition Federation or any society without permanent political authority or formal leadership.  For ten points what is this word from the Greek for “without a head”?

20. One legend says it was founded by Julius Caesar, another says by Charlemagne. The Monte di Pieta, originally a pawnbroking institution when money-lending was illegal, became this city’s leading bank, handling the public debt and paying 8 per cent to its shareholders, everyone worth more than 5000 florins in the city.  Thus every affluent resident had a stake in the city’s welfare, the rest worked in the woolen and other industries. 4. A cross between the Spinning Jenny and Water Frame, this device of Samuel Crompton allowed the relationship of the Water Frame’s rollers and the Jenny’s carriage to be altered, giving additional flexibility in textile production
